Key Interventions by Gilbert Rozman, distinguished
professor and international authority on Northeast
Asian regionalism, a specialist in Russian, Chinese,
Japanese and Korean Studies, the author of many
books, former Musgrave Professor of Sociology at
Princeton.

Abstract: In his introductory remarks Gil Rozman
will paint a comprehensive picture of the pursuit
of regionalism across Northeast Asia in the years
following the end of the cold war. He identifies
periods of regionalism (described profoundly in his
famous book Northeast Asia’s Stunted Regionalism
and envisages the problems that slowed regionalism’s
advance he envisages strategies of four key countries —
China, japan, South Korea and Russia — emphasizing
bilateral relations while keeping in mind the changing
globalization. He emphasizes that only learning the
lessons of the past will regionalism be placed on a
stable footing.
