Abstract:

China’s provincial foreign relations include
economics, trade, FDI, migration, ecology, epidemics,
ethnic minorities, family relations, and security.
Although the central government in Beijing manages
China’s foreign relations, local governments have
discretionary administrative authority in numerous
areas. Interesting topics on local level relations: the
historical roots of China’s border relations, the evolving
nature of center-local governance issues, theories of
subnational government’s practice of international
relations, and comparison of China’s border provinces’
foreign relations among different provinces.
