Today in Russia a dozen of academic
journals on Political Science are published and
there are almost a hundred Political Science
schools in all leading Russian universities.
Political problematique is actively discussed
in Russia and around the world; intense and
profound academic discussions focuse on
universal and specific regularities of world
political development and their concrete
embodiments in national, regional and global
development strategies. Political studies
attach special significance and interest to
comparing political processes in various
cultural, political, civilizational, ethnic and
confessional contexts; however, until 2010
there was no any peer-reviewed academic
journal in Comparative Politics in Russia. This
lacuna s filled by Comparative Politics Russia
whose inclusioninto international systems of
indexing and citation gives a possibility to
internationalize this problematique. However,
the practice of comparative research is
not sufficiently developed and remains
rather complicated. This untrodden path of
comparative analysis makes research in this
field extremely engaging, so it is important
for the Russian intellectual community to
set and solve tasks in a comparative global
and regional perspective. The point is that
challenges which modernizing Russia faces
are not unique. Many other states have already
addressed the same problems before, albeit in
their own way and in a different sequence. So,
the solutions to these challenges that are not
unique in their own right are unique as a whole
with regard to an individual country by virtue
of its specificity.

Different ~ modernization  experiences
remain to be of immense practical importance
for Russia. Despite the fact that Russia has
generally recognized the need for rational and

scientifically substantiated solutions to its socio-
political problems (this thesis can be exemplified
by the on-going debates on the “sovereign
democracy” concept, an optimum economic
and political structuring of the Russian society,
Russia’s Constitution development, as well
as possible reforms of the party and perhaps
of the very political system of Russia), it still
relies on intuitive search for a development
pattern rather than on scientific/social science
studies and recommendations to follow rational
modernization path based on its own unique
experience and importting, where possible,
major achievements from the other societies.
However, these issues have hitherto undergone
shallow discussions in Russian Social/Political
Science journals, since it requires profound
knowledge of the subject as well as a broad and
detailed scientific discussion.

The political dimension of moder-
nization in any state implies the search
for reasonable patterns of socio-economic
and political development, preservation
of cultural identity along with self-
identification, as well as experiencing
economic stagnation, implementing a
catching-updevelopmentpathorundertaking
accelerated modernization. In other words,
the trend and the pace of modernization
are ultimately inextricably intertwined
with the efficiency of a political system,
particular political regime and political
institutions to promote modernization,
as well as the adequacy and quality of
a comparative analysis of the relevant
processes in other parts of the world. What
defines the specifics of a political system
is a particular historical path, civilizational
features and peculiarities of political
culture. Without studying the specifics of
political processes, political systems and
political cultures, it is impossible to gain
an adequate understanding of the very
essence of a particular state’s politics.
Understanding of these political culture
specifics encourages favorable conditions
for developing mutually beneficial relations
between states; moreover, it is key to
understanding historical transformations
of the political institutions in Russia itself.

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Thus, this problem has both theoretical and
applied components.

The appropriate adaptation of international
experience and its  adjustment  with
achievements of the domestic researches are
significantly associated with methodological
debates in contemporary Political Science, and
above all with the discussion on the correlation
between the universal laws and particular
regularities in an analysis of specific political
and international political reality. Otherwise
speaking, the fundamental question is to what
extent some historical, demographic, national,
religious, environmental, political, legal,
geographic features, the place and the role of
a state in the international division of labor
and in the system (as well as subsystems) of
international relations are translated into certain
regularities within global socio-economic and
socio-political systems. This problematique is
central for the journal Comparative Politics
Russia.

The development path that Russia will
choose will have a significant effect on political
development of the whole world. From this
perspective, researches based on comparative
political analysis and published in Comparative
Politics Russia are meant to make substantial
contribution to the discussions about the future
trajectories of world development, namely whether
the world system will rest on the dialogue among
civilizations and religions and move towards a
harmonious pluralistic multidimensional world,
or whether a tendency towards one-dimensional
unificationwith unilateral bipolarand authoritarian
development will prevail. The peer-reviewed
theoretical and empirical journal Comparative
Politics Russia has made significant progress to
become a platform for academic discussion on all
these issues. The Editorial Board voices a hope
that articles and analytical materials published in
the journal might help experts and policymakers
alike to respond to challenges that Russia faces
today due to comparative methodology and taking
into account core national interests of the state.
