Re-reading the “Classics”:
Thucydides and Political Realism

Abstract: The theme of the article — a widely spread appealing to Thucydides and his
famous “History 0{ the Peloponnesian War” as some sort of the “sanctions” for scientific
respectability of the theoretical studies of international relations. Such an attitude was
formed under the influence of Thomas Hobbes and later supported by “political realism”
as one of the most popular paradigms in the theory of international relations. The
“Interpretation of the interpretations” demonstrates, that the texts of Thucydides are often
badly read and not always rightly understood, his conclusions are eradicated out of context,
and they got too extended interpretation. The result many of his ideas are oversimplified or
even misrepresented or distorted. From our point of view, the “classics” deserve a more
cautious attitude, and the quoting of their works ought to be more weighted and thought of,
at the very least nor to be automatic.

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NEMESIS: KEEPING RUSSIA AN ENEMY
THROUGH COLD WAR PATHOLOGIES

Introduction

There have been numerous articles on the
authoritarian strengthening of power in Rus-
sia and Putin’s backsliding from democracy
throughout the 2000’s. Russian positions and
initiatives in Syria and Ukraine have been por-
trayed within media venues across the West as
evidence of quasi-Soviet revanchism. In the
midst of this there has been very little consid-
eration of the impact of American positioning
on the Russian perspective. This article ex-
amines that influence, whether it is the openly
adversarial neoconservative foundation under
George Bush or the Republican Party in gener-
al, the so-called ‘reset’ interaction under Barack
Obama, or American foreign policy analysts
and academics meant to be experts on Russia.
What will be exposed is a fairly uninspired and
non-innovative American policy that not only
fails to consider Russian initiatives from Rus-
sia’s own national security interests, but aims
to contain Russia within a continued Cold War
box that not only sours opportunities for col-
laboration but guarantees the absence of part-
nership in important global security areas. The
idea that Russia’s contemporary positions have
not evolved beyond the residue of Cold War
mentalities seems to be more a product of schol-
ars and practitioners in the West rather than in
the institutions of Russia itself. This piece ex-
amines the consequences of imagining Russia
only as nemesis and whether the West is more
responsible for this Cold War pathology than it
is willing to admit.

Unlike many pundits which have consid-
ered Russia a superpower also-ran since the
dissolution of the Soviet Union, or even those
who simply bristle at the idea of giving Russia

a major global platform on international issues
today, the fact of the matter is that Russia does
indeed still matter: it will remain a key United
Nations member; a new entrant into the World
Trade Organization; a formidable military pow-
er; and a significant player with countries that
overall tend to be unfriendly or openly adver-
sarial to the United States. America, however,
seems either reluctant to accept this reality and
thus cuts itself off from creating new dialogues
with Russia. There seems to be an element of
purposeful disdain in the way Russia is viewed,
analyzed, and engaged. Russia most certainly is
not blameless and at times only intensifies its
bravado, apparently in a fairly petulant display
meant to encourage American irritation. Per-
haps most disappointing, it will be shown that
two of the biggest culprits in this process will be
none other than the two respective presidents,
Barack Obama and Vladimir Putin.

This article highlights some fairly intriguing
and balanced work being done on Russian nation-
al security positions and how American interests
endemically conflict with those policies. Unfor-
tunately, these works are not getting near enough
attention. Instead there is a public American per-
spective that seems wholly committed to portray-
ing all Russian initiatives in the harshest light.
Whether that portrayal accurately reflects on-the-
ground reality sometimes seems recklessly un-
even. The raging and disjointed conflict in Eastern
Ukraine will be highlighted as a critical case ex-
ample, where an obvious line of thought has been
pushed and trumpeted regardless of ambiguous
facts and vetted counter-information. When taken
in sum, all of these angles reveal what should be
considered a ‘Cold War pathology’ that is actually
emanating most vociferously from the American
side rather than the Russian. A final section will
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elaborate how this pathology, based on historical
legacies, may carry stark political consequences
far into the future, leaving what could be a major
potential partner no choice but to be the enemy.

Flaming Punditry and Cold War
Triumphalism: Pushing an Adversarial
Agenda

There are numerous think tanks, both in
the United States and Russia, which are deeply
concerned about the state of Russian-American
relations. Places like the Moscow Carnegie
Centre or the Brookings Institute in Washing-
ton, DC are regular go-to places for the me-
dia when seeking expert opinion and analysis.
However, these centers have had a decided
slant in allocating blame for the poor bilateral
relations to the Russians, with the explanations
ranging from the fairly simple to the rather
mystically esoteric.

“If America did not exist, Russia would
have to invent it. In a sense it already has: first as
a dream, then as a nightmare. No other country
looms so large in the Russian psyche. To Krem-
lin ideologists, the very concept of Russia’s
sovereignty depends on being free of America’s
influence. Anti-Americanism has long been a
staple of Vladimir Putin, but it has undergone
an important shift. Gone are the days when the
Kremlin craved recognition and lashed out at
the West for not recognizing Russia as one of
its own. Now it neither pretends nor aspires to
be like the West. Instead, it wants to exorcise all
traces of American influence.”

It is not difficult to find this Freudian pop-
corn political psychology today when it comes
to ‘analyzing’ Russian positions. It portrays the
United States as the victim of a global oedipal
complex when it comes to Russia: first Putin
desperately craves daddy’s attention only to then
defiantly and recklessly reject him, petulantly
trying to run away from home. It is important
to remark how most countries around the world
would actually find it dangerously myopic and
unhealthy to base its own foreign policy on
earning the ‘approval’ of another country. With
ease the far more standard approach to foreign
policy formulation is to determine a country’s
own national interests within its local security
dilemma and craft an independent and fierce

strategy that can best achieve its optimal goals.

That normal process, ironically, is often
described in America as a ‘shift’ away from
craving attention to exorcising American de-
mons. In reality there is no shift: Russia has al-
ways been about Russia, as it expects America
to be about America, France to be about France,
Nigeria to be about Nigeria, so forth and so
on. What Russia usually finds so irksome is
that when it does what everyone else does in
terms of exercising global power, it is judged
as psychologically unstable or deficient. What
the American media outlets and think tank per-
sonalities fail to recognize is how much of this
judgment is coming not from explicitly observ-
able behavior or direct quotes from Russian ac-
tors but is placed upon Russia by the so-called
experts themselves as they push a decidedly
one-sided interpretation.

Russia is not supposed to aspire to be
a copy of the West nor should it be allowing
particular American influence over its policies.
This is not said as anti-Americanism but rather
as simple logic: America would never strive
to copy another country and it most certainly
would not allow another country to force-in-
fluence its foreign policy. So why should Rus-
sia? It is this very simple and straightforward
question that seems to never be asked by what
are otherwise august media institutions and
impressive political think tanks in the West.
Sometimes this tendency can reach near farci-
cal levels. When Alexei Pushkov, the chairman
of the Russian Parliament’s Foreign-relations
Committee, received so much media attention
here when he spoke about ridding Russia of de-
pendence on America and even fining cinemas
that showed too many foreign films, Western
experts needed to recognize the absurd for ab-
surdity. But they did not. Failure to do so is per-
plexing given Western analysis always laments
the strengthening of Putin’s own presidential
power system and decries how little power sits
within the legislative or judiciary branches of
Russian government. Thus, it is nonsensical to
highlight parliamentarians as having real im-
pact. But this happens often in America with no
sense of diplomatic irony.

There also tends to be a failure to focus
Russian analysis through the looking glass of
reciprocity. What this means is that current
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American thinking emphasizes how untrust-
worthy Moscow decision-makers are while
completely ignoring the same Russian criticism
lobbed back at Washington. President Putin
openly and publicly discusses his lack of trust in
American power and in the specific policy deci-
sions emanating from the White House. It is this
skepticism that supposedly forces his own lack
of desire to engage the United States. There are
simply too few voices at present in the West
trying to analyze this mindset as a legitimate
position. As far as can be determined, the only
reason this is not analyzed more seriously is be-
cause the competing alternative — that Putin is
untrustworthy and Moscow is the cause of all
communication breakdown — is simply accept-
ed as a de facto axiom.

In short, if the United States does not trust
Russia, it is because of how Russia behaves on
the global stage and its untrustworthy history. If
Russia does not trust the United States, that is
simply Russian posturing and a case of politi-
cal transference, wanting to blame its own self-
made problems on someone else so that it can
avoid any accountability. The problem is how
readily this is unquestioningly accepted and
how few so-called Russian experts are willing
to step forward and shine a light on such intel-
lectual superficiality.

Perhaps one of the worst examples of this
is the over-reliance on ‘insider knowledge’ with-
out actually vetting the source’s objectivity. The
recent exit of Alexander Sytnik as a senior fel-
low from the Russian Institute for Strategic Re-
search is a prime example. Upon his exit early
in 2015, Reshetnikov unleashed a torrent of in-
formation that, while interesting, really does not
amount to more than just gossip and hearsay.
Worse, American media and political analysts
adopted it almost wholly as fact rather than as a
possibly compromised source motivated to talk
badly about Russia:

“The Russian analyst’s scathing remarks
about the country’s leadership and about the
community of government experts confirm that
the concept of Russian supremacy has a strong
hold on the Russian leadership. These suprema-
cist views are not limited to the post-Soviet
space, where ‘only ethnic Russians are capable
of creating statehood.” The West is also seen as
decadent and somewhat spiritually inferior to

the Russians. The spread of such views in Rus-
sia, especially among the country’s leaders, pre-
cludes easy and quick solutions to the Ukraini-
an crisis, but rather suggests a relatively lengthy
period of tensions between Russia and the West,
even if Russian strongman Vladimir Putin were,
for some reason, to step down.” ({talics mine)

The tendency is to use personal opinion
as confirmation of fact when it should be rec-
ognized as biased material. The only confirma-
tion is the affirming of preconceived ideas and
a particular agenda that undermines any new
attitudinal environment between Russia and the
United States. As a consequence, it is easy to
find ‘research’ proclaiming Russian goals that
have never been publicly disclosed or address-
ing Putin objectives that have never been for-
mally issued. This is not to say that Russia is
incapable of having ulterior motives or secret
agendas. Truly every country to one degree
or another has them. The criticism here is the
propensity in the Russian analytical sphere to
assume such agendas and then cherry picking
information to affirm the assumption. In pure
methodological terms, selection bias is rife
within the community that analyzes Russia,
leaving those analyses decidedly weak.

This bias is only more pronounced when
you leave academically-oriented think tanks/
news monitors behind and observe within the
corridors of American power. Traditionally, the
focus has been on a decidedly anti-Russian fer-
vor coming from the Republican Party. How-
ever, this analysis would argue that except for a
very brief and ultimately dashed Obama ‘reset’,
Russian-American relations within Washington,
DC has always been dominated in both parties by
a remarkably typical Republican mindset. That
mindset sets a fairly stark characterization: Rus-
sia is an aggressive and untrustworthy dictator-
ship that is an innate contradiction to American
values. As such it will inevitably always be a
threat to U.S. interests and global security. By all
indicators, Russia is a threat not just to itself and
its immediate neighbors but to the entire world,
masking its own domestic failings and instabili-
ties with an aggressive foreign policy that will
never acquiesce to a more peaceful and coopera-
tive global community. Indeed, in an American
political world that likes to specialize in ambigu-
ous statements and plausible deniability, it is
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rather remarkable how freely the American Con-
gress seems to deride Russia:

— John Boehner: “It is increasingly evident
that Russia is intent on expanding its boundar-
ies and power through hostile acts.”

— Ted Poe: “The Russian bear is coming
out of its cave because it got its feelings hurt
because of the fall of the Soviet Union, and
now it is trying to regain its territories.”

— Chris Smith: accused a “repressive Rus-
sian regime” of “coddling dictators” around the
globe from Central Asia to Syria to Cuba and
Venezuela.

— Trent Franks: After the conclusion of an
arms deal between Russia and Venezuela, Pres-
ident Putin was called a “thugocrat” engaged in
“dangerous alliances.”

Keep in mind all of the above statements
were uttered before the 2014 crisis in Ukraine
even broke out. So before the U.S. Congress
received what is has subsequently considered
undeniable and irrefutable proof of Russian
aggression in Ukraine, it was already quite
prepared to view Russia solely as a corrupt
kleptocracy willfully abusing human rights,
powered by an irrational and paranoid hatred
of the United States as the sole driver of its for-
eign policy.

While much hope was initially placed on
the so-called Obama ‘reset’ in American rela-
tions with Russia in 2008, the reality is that en-
thusiasm quickly faded and subsequently placed
the Democratic Party as squarely adversarial in
its attitude toward Russia as the Republicans.
Indeed, in today’s environment of divided gov-
ernment, having a problem with Russia seems
to be one of the few happy consensus points
in Washington. The problem, of course, is how
that consensus is built more upon partisan pos-
turing: each side trying to one-up the other in
order to earn foreign policy merit points. There
are some voices that decry a picture being
painted about Russia that combines inaccuracy
with heightened rhetoric while purposely ignor-
ing mitigating contexts and less negative obser-
vations. However, those voices are extremely
rare and at the moment easily drowned out by
the drumbeat of American derision.

This is why there is a decided chick-
en-and-egg quality when trying to unravel
Russian-American relations. The general pes-

simism and pejorative characterizations that
come from the U.S. Congress clearly have a
negative influence on Putin’s strident bravado
and dismissive arrogance toward America. This
dilemma, however, is never an actual problem
for American politicians: the Russian corrupt
and violent chicken always comes before the
calm and diplomatic American egg. Of course
this makes Russia feel just as convinced about
the American oppressive and interfering egg
coming well before the Russian self-defense
chicken. Russia refuses to accept sole blame for
all of the bombastic rhetoric. In this particular
case reality better supports the Russian side: it
is more accurate to describe Putin’s contempo-
rary hostility toward America as one far more
deeply-rooted in frustration with American po-
sitions than in sinister strategy to overtake the
world. But instead, America characterizes Pu-
tin as having an unstable mania obsessed with
Russia remaining a great Derzhava (powerful
state) and not recognizing his own culpability
in creating a future political cataclysm.

This perfectly matches what Stephen Co-
hen astutely characterized several years back as
‘Cold War Triumphalism.” In basic terms, since
Russia lost the Cold War it was and should be
treated as a de facto defeated nation. This tri-
umphalism has arguably never left American
decision-making power given that the advent
of this attitude began with President Bill Clin-
ton and has lasted through three presidencies
(two Democrat, one Republican), totaling six
terms and 24 years. In other words, the Ameri-
can attitudinal perspective toward Russia has
witnessed a literal generation passing where
the United States has felt justified in selective
cooperation, one-way bargaining, uneven play-
ing fields and reluctance on its own part to bury
the ghosts of the past because said ghosts give
it a decided political advantage.

The failure of America to move past the
triumphalism of Cold War victory has produced
a decidedly negative impact on Russian-Amer-
ican relations that precludes a new era from de-
veloping. It is as if Russia is being criticized
that it simply does not know its place or will not
accept its role, both of which of course are de-
cided by America and are not open to negotia-
tion. This is why prominent thinkers and players
like John McCain, Charles Krauthammer, Ariel

Cohen, Hillary Clinton, George Will, Alexander
Motyl, and Fiona Hill are quick to damn ‘Rus-
sian provocations’ as moving the country to a de
facto ‘fascist’ state. In reality no such explicit
initiatives can be found supporting such radi-
cal accusations. More calm analyses find Russia
simply not accepting being told what to do on
the world stage.

This is especially true when one considers
that Russia feels, with some validation, that it
has been incredibly non-confrontational with
the U.S. on many contentious issues since the
end of the Cold War that were not necessarily
aligned with its own national interests. It is not
uncommon, therefore, to find Russian political
players quite adamant that the U.S. ‘owes” it for
accepting moves that could have easily explod-
ed into formal conflict after the Cold War.

In a sense, the debate is one of degree:
there is no doubt Russia has accepted that the
end of the Cold War signaled a decided shift in
the balance of power. It did not, however, al-
low that change to mean Russia was now per-
manently relegated to the status of nation-state
also-ran. And quite frankly, too many voices in
American institutions of power, both govern-
mentally and academically, have taken that rel-
egation as an unquestioned reality. As long as
the two nations continue to engage each other
with this attitudinal chasm, then the relationship
will continue to be dogged by vast differences
of opinion and massively divergent interpreta-
tions. Unfortunately, as will be seen next, the
highest office in the land for both countries has
not been a beacon in which to effect positive
change on this note.

Posturing Presidents: Obama, Putin,
and the Failure to Get Real

There is no stronger example of the schizo-
phrenic nature of American foreign policy to-
ward Russia than comparing statements written
in the formal National Security Strategy (NSS) of
President Obama with actual testimony given by
the Director of National Intelligence James Clap-
per. In 2010 the NSS asserted that the U.S. would
endeavor to “build a stable, substantive, multi-
dimensional relationship with Russia, based on
mutual interests.” What’s more, the NSS called
Russia a 21st century center of influence in the

world and a country with whom America should
build bilateral cooperation on a host of issues,
including forging global nonproliferation; con-
fronting violent extremism; fostering new trade
and development arrangements; promoting the
rule of law, accountability in government and
universal values in Russia; and in cooperating as
a partner in Europe and Asia.

Now take into account Director James
Clapper while appearing before Congress in
2013 to discuss global threats. He described
Russian foreign policy as a nexus of organized
crime, state policy, and business interests (let it
be noted that all three of these descriptors were
said pejoratively). Clapper went on to warn that
both China and Russia represented the most per-
sistent intelligence threats to the United States
and that Russia could even face social discon-
tent (read: political disorder and revolution) be-
cause of a sluggish economy, the constraint of
political pluralism, and pervasive corruption.

At first blush these two accounts seem to
offer a completely incompatible attitude toward
Russia. Reading deeper between the lines of the
NSS reveals key words, however, that always
trigger contempt from Russian actors in the
Kremlin. The ideal of ‘promoting rule of law,
government accountability and universal val-
ues’ is not an olive branch offering Russia the
chance to team up with America. This ideal is
not being promoted with Russia but in Russia.
To follow that goal up with being a ‘cooperative
partner’ in Europe and Asia has also always sig-
naled to Russian ears an American skepticism
about Russia’s ability to be a ‘non-meddler’.
In other words, the NSS comes across to Rus-
sians not as a mechanism to promote deeper co-
equal ties between the two countries but rather
as a snobbish slap across the face about how the
United States needs to engage Russia to stop it
from getting in its own and others’ way.

Clapper’s comments in some ways gar-
ner even more derision from Moscow. Not so
much the complaints about centralized power
and corruption. Russia has been hearing these
criticisms since Yeltsin first came down off
the tanks after the August coup in 1991. Rus-
sia has always been rather dismissive of these
arguments. Rather, Clapper’s comments about
the possibility of social discontent and unrest,
placing that possibility at the feet of the Russian
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government because of repression and incom-
petence, always comes off as a red flag to the
bull of Russian conspiracy theorists: they are
quick to see American interference in any and
all things that go wrong in Russia. And even
if the more rational voices in Russian political
power dismiss conspiracy theories, there is still
the obvious interpretation that while America
might not try to personally foment unrest, Clap-
per’s comments make it seem like instability
would be welcomed.

The U.S. government at times can play too
fast and loose with semantics: as long as Amer-
ica does not actively try to create discord it
thinks it cannot possibly be seen as a source of
such discord. Very few actors around the globe
agree with that interpretation, especially Rus-
sians. To this day Russians point to Georgia, to
Ukraine, to the countries of the Arab Spring,
to Syria, and believe the build-up to the unrest
was either directly orchestrated by the United
States or at least subtly fostered by America.
To Russians there is no difference between ‘ac-
tively pursuing’ and ‘subtly managing’ while to
Americans they are complete polar opposites.
This is what allows Russia to take statements
about bilateral cooperation and substantive
partnership and see nothing but animosity, mis-
trust, and manipulation.

Indeed, it is surprising there is not more
analysis comparing the U.S. National Security
Strategy with the subsequent Russian foreign
policy concept that came out in 2013 on the
heels of Clapper’s testimony. It affirms the Putin
criticism that U.S.-Russia relations will always
remain complicated because of fundamental
cultural differences. What might be these cul-
tural differences? Namely, that American iden-
tity is based on individual wants, racism, geno-
cidal and other extreme forms of violence and
thus will always conflict with Russian identity,
which is based on ‘loftier ambitions, more of a
spiritual kind.” This was only compounded on
September 11th of the same year, when Putin
published a letter to the New York Times:

— The UN could collapse and international
law would suffer if nations take military action
without UN approval.

— Such action in Syria would only result in
a total destabilization of the area and a widen-
ing of conflict and terrorism.

— Russia is protecting, therefore, interna-
tional law rather than the Assad regime.

— Many in the world are beginning to see
the United States as relying solely on brute
force and that such U.S. reliance has proven in-
effective and pointless.

— President Obama’s statement that the
United States should act when possible to up-
hold international norms was ‘extremely dan-
gerous,’ arguing that all countries are equal al-
ready under international law.

This amounts to nothing more than postur-
ing presidencies and tit-for-tat foreign policy,
where each side envisions the other as the chief
global antagonist while promoting themselves
as the cowboy in the white hat standing up for
the less powerful in the world. But it is impor-
tant to note that Russia’s tit, as it were, came
after America’s tat.

Rightly or wrongly, Russia is convinced
that America has a global agenda that pushes
not only itself as a single unilateral superpower
but also pays special attention to keeping Rus-
sia on the sidelines, politically and militar-
ily marginalized. What this de facto means for
U.S-Russia relations is that the highest office
in both countries cannot actually be counted
upon to inspire new and better interaction and
engagement. Rather, the administrations of the
two presidents seem rather intent and eager to
only make things worse. Given the aforemen-
tioned section showing how media outlets and
academic think tanks also tend to not improve
the situation, this leaves very little room for an-
alysts to carve some balance and fairness into
the debate. Despite this problem, some are in-
deed attempting to carve that space and deserve
greater attention.

Finding New Perspectives: Hope for
the Future or Balance Betrayed?

Bo Petersson has done work trying to
bridge the gap between recognizing Russia’s
tendency to aspire to great power status while
also simultaneously worrying about new ‘times
of troubles’ for the country. One of the unique
contributions in his work is not falling to the
Western tendency to over-emphasize the history
of backwardness that is legendary in Russian lit-
erature and make sweeping grand gestures about
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contemporary political reality. Petersson rightly
points out the tension that exists in Russia be-
tween the dream of being powerful with the real-
ism of having problems regarding ‘true’ indepen-
dence and financial self-sufficiency. Works like
this show that there is much more time spent in
Russia addressing rational concerns of statehood
and political/economic development than many
Western experts tend to give the country credit
for. Indeed, when one examines this minimal lit-
erature what is most remarkable is just how ‘nor-
mal’ Russian decision-making seems to be on an
every-day political level.

Fyodor Lukyanov, one of the most astute
observers on the Russian political psyche, has
done work dissecting the delicate aspect of
Russia being unable to consider a global en-
vironment where it is not a major player while
also experiencing self-conscious political hand-
wringing:

“Over the twenty years of reforms, we have
achieved at least one fundamental result: we
have tried all possible models for the country’s
strategic development and become disappoint-
ed with each of them: first the Soviet model,
which proved to be unviable and bankrupt; then
a pro-Western liberal model, which brought
about bitter disillusionment about the very idea
of democracy. Finally, an ‘Asian’ model of au-
thoritarian modernization, on which we pinned
considerable hope. Many Russians, even those
who share liberal ideas, believed that there
would emerge a strong and resolute leader who
would restrict democracy but, at the same time,
would ensure a breakthrough with an iron hand.
However, such aspirations, even if they do exist
in the Russian leadership, inevitably bog down
in the quagmire of corrupt bureaucracy.”

Most remarkable here is again the normal-
cy and rationality of the decision-making pro-
cess: the West always exposes a perspective that
makes Russian attempts at democracy insincere
at best and insipid at worst. Lukyanov provides
the evidence of how Russian political develop-
ment has eagerly engaged different phases since
the end of the Cold War and the problem was
not with a lack of sincere effort but ultimately
with a deep disappointment with what the mod-
els themselves were providing. That type of
political introspection is hardly ever afforded
today in Russian analysis in the West. There is

a balance in this analysis that does not run away
from Russian culpability but also does not al-
low for rendering Russia as some sort of demon
caricature.

Vladimir Shlapentokh, world-renown for
numerous works across the entire spectrum of
Russian Studies, has shown how even during
the worst examples of Russian anti-American-
ism there were still some positive changes in
Russian attitudes toward America. Shlapentokh
cannot be considered a shill for the Russian
government. His work always points out gov-
ernmental hypocrisy and contradiction. What’s
important to note, however, is that this work
also firmly places phenomena taking place in
Russia as fairly standard with developing and
post-democratic transitioning states and that is
a fairly important: too many present-day com-
mentators seem to treat Russian reality as some
sort of exemplary outlier, as it were, signaling a
unique degradation of democratization and mo-
dernity. Such work testifies to the fact that Rus-
sia falls squarely within the normal range when
it comes to problems in the post-democratiza-
tion process. More importantly, Russia has just
as much divergence in public opinion and strat-
ification in political power as other countries.
None of this is meant to make Russia out to be
a patron saint of statehood excellence. Rather,
these efforts simply allow a sense of normalcy
when viewing Russian problems. As soon as
such normalcy can be more accepted, then the
opportunity for greater collaboration between
Russia and others will become more plausible.

Samuel Charap’s work on the so-called
American ‘reset’ brought to light how often
frantic assumptions seem to be made about Rus-
sia regardless of whether or not they correspond
to reality. Indeed, his is one of the first voices
to explicitly throw down the gauntlet and say
many of the problems in US-Russia relations
tend to be completely manufactured by exag-
gerating the lack of ‘deliverables.’

“Without deliverables, both sides would
turn their attention to the yawning gap between
Washington’s expectations about Russia’s post-
Soviet political development and Russian reali-
ties that have not conformed to those expecta-
tions. Many key U.S. partners have far worse
human-rights records and not even the modi-
cum of democratic procedure that exists in Rus-
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sia today — Saudi Arabia and Ghana being just
two examples.”

Charap rightly reveals how the American
emphasis on bolstering sovereignty in Russia’s
‘near abroad’ devolves into strange games of
paranoia, where any Russian influence in its
own immediate region is seen as a duel to the
death needing to be countermanded. In addi-
tion, U.S. policy makers need to do a much bet-
ter job fighting the Washington myth that any
engagement with Russia de facto signals an
American acquiescence to democratic deficien-
cies in the Kremlin. The reality is that Russia is
not as fully democratic or stable as the United
States, but it is also not a one-party dictator-
ship and political contestation does indeed take
place across the Russian Federation. Charap
wisely advises that Washington must stop fram-
ing the choice as one between total capitulation
and all-out confrontation.

Finally, there has been some outstand-
ing interview work done in scholarly venues
with Russian political players, like when Johan
Kharabi interviewed Deputy Minister of For-
eign Affairs Ryabkov in 2010. Ryabkov started
quite simply: Russia firmly believes that every
action taken by the government of any state is
largely determined by its understanding of the
country’s national interests. Ironically, this ba-
sic point may be one of the most contentious
problems in U.S.-Russia relations today: the
insistence by Russia that it is largely copying
the example given by the United States. The
reality is that many countries, not just Russia,
find American actions abroad very much an
affirmation of exceptional behavior: that what
America does others cannot do because only
America supposedly knows what is truly best
for the global community. That attitude has
riled the feathers of many, but it has been Rus-
sia most eagerly calling America out. This is at
the heart of Ryabkov’s commentary embedded
within an affirmation of globalization:

“I believe we correctly assessed, on the
threshold of the century, future world trends —
the formation of a new polycentric internation-
al system that is replacing the previous bipolar
one and is, to a major extent, the product of glo-
balization...while preparing for that, we have
correctly defined the fundamental principles of
foreign policy for the new Russia as: a multi-

vector approach, network diplomacy, openness,
and rejection of confrontation...It was Wash-
ington’s initiative that created the G20 format,
which is used to coordinate efforts in overcom-
ing the crisis and offers a mechanism of col-
lective leadership of major world countries
represented in geographic and civilizational
respects.”

Rejecting that exceptionalism continues
to rile relations between the two countries, as
many American actors seem to be perplexed at
Russia’s unwillingness to accept a minor role
on the world stage and bequeath center stage to
America alone. Dimitri Simes was one of the
first to also connect this behavior to ‘Cold War
triumphalism’ on the part of America. Simes
pointed out how the triumphalists had failed to
recognize, and continue to fail today, that no
one is ever eager to accept any dominant power
claiming exceptional prerogatives. It is this
kind of analytical balance, recognizing Russian
recalcitrance within a context of subtle Ameri-
can provocation, which is unjustly underem-
phasized in the West compared to more strident
pieces that are not nearly as deep and offering
arguments not nearly as profound.

The previous works have been around for
nearly a decade in some cases. Thus, the oppor-
tunity to evolve American analysis on Russia
has always been present but ultimately missed.
This only makes other analyses that offer up
platitudes about Russian mysticism seeking
great power or the Russian bear needing to bare
its claws or the innate inability of Russia to
ever embrace democracy more troubling. Even
fine scholars and commentators like Katz, Rat-
ti, and Gelb have all produced work in the last
two years that continue this trend and thus have
further concretized a vision of U.S.-Russia rela-
tions that seems doomed to animus. The crisis
in Eastern Ukraine is the critical case study to
show how much that animus is pushed.

To Live and Die in Donetsk: Eastern
Ukraine as Nexus of U.S-Russian
Analytical Malaise

Let us look at Ukrainian affairs over the
past two years: Yanukovych was a thug; but he
was a thug popularly elected in his own coun-
try; but he was elected via means that were
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clearly not free or fair and rife with corruption;
but despite ‘official American protest’ about
these corrupt elections, they still went through
without any major global interference. The main
consequence of this acquiescence was a reign of
corrupt negligence full of largesse, abuse, and
misrule. Which despite official American pro-
test again, this rule also went on uninterrupted
until the Ukrainian people forced his removal.

America doesn’t stand on the geopoliti-
cal high ground, either, if it wishes to critically
assess Russia hosting/harboring Yanukovych.
Cozying up at one time or another with ques-
tionable leaders because they happen to look
favorably upon your own global positions and
foreign policy interests? Hello (place any num-
ber of developing corrupt nations from Latin
America, Africa, Middle East, and South Asia
here). American commentators need to stop
crowing about this being an example of ‘Rus-
sian exceptionalism.” There is a humiliating
irony being dangerously missed when they
speak of such things. The only other country in
the world with a richer, deeper, and more pro-
nounced sense of exceptionalism is the United
States. And the Russians know it. To the Krem-
lin, America ‘criticizing” Russia for exception-
alism is like the Great White telling the Bull
Shark not to be so aggressive in the water.

Russia’s actions within, around, and about
Ukraine are no doubt self-serving, in pursuit of
its own priorities, and with only a modicum of
consideration, at best, as to what is in the long-
term interests of Ukraine. More pertinently, it
will no doubt couch those actions with decla-
rations of constitutionality, stability, and nor-
malization. And in doing so Russia in its own
mind will be acting just as the United States has
countless times in countless arenas over count-
less years. This is the true nature of real foreign
policy power to Moscow: to do as you please
while getting everyone else to drag their feet
and ultimately do nothing. Such old-school real-
ist power has not left the global stage despite all
the good intentions to create greater adherence
to international law and build actual founda-
tions for global governance. The problem is not
that Russia accepts this reality but that America
seems affronted that Russia does.

March 16, 2014 marked the day when the
people of Crimea went to the voting booths to

decide whether they would be part of Ukraine
or part of Russia. While Western journalists as a
whole tend to be a conscientious lot, simply pur-
suing an interesting story and often putting them-
selves in harm’s way in order to get it, the Cold
War pathology that remains between the United
States and Russia has a tendency to put a grimy
film over more than just political actors. It often
affects the way in which stories are told, the lens
through which ‘impartial observers’ focus their
attention. Unfortunately, this happens usually at
a subconscious level, resulting in news stories
meant to be ‘fair, free, and impartial’ that instead
have a decidedly biased perspective snaking its
way from reporter to reader.

Look no further than the first reporting on
referendum day from the highly respected and
august news organization, Reuters. It reported
how thousands of Russian troops had taken
control of the Black Sea peninsula and Crimea’s
pro-Russian leaders had sought to ensure the
vote was tilted in Moscow’s favor. That, along
with an ethnic Russian majority, was why a
comfortable ‘yes’ vote to leave Ukraine was
expected. These were actually two very differ-
ent perspectives conflated into a single position.
On the one hand, readers were given the distinct
understanding that the referendum was basical-
ly rigged, commandeered by Crimean leaders,
who were nothing but sycophants to the Krem-
lin. But Reuters also accurately mentioned that
Crimea is majority ethnic Russian, which indi-
cates a free and fair referendum could have pro-
duced the very result reporters were already de-
claring as disingenuous. So which was it? Was
Crimea being manipulated by local leaders and
the Russian military or was its majority Rus-
sian population voting its free will? By writing
the piece so that the suspicious manipulation
theory was conflated with the demographically
true statistic, readers were left confused into
thinking the referendum itself was illegitimate
no matter what.

The Reuters piece explained the protests
began when Yanukovich turned his back on a
trade deal with the European Union and opted
for a credit and cheap oil deal worth billions of
dollars with Ukraine’s former Soviet overlord,
Russia. It is perplexing how the above trans-
action is only portrayed in Western media as
Yanukovich simply being in the back pocket of
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Moscow. Why did the West see favoring a cred-
it, oil, and gas deal worth ‘billions of dollars’
for Ukraine now over a possible trade engage-
ment with the European Union later as being
akin to a Faustian bargain made with a ‘Soviet
overlord?” What impact did this tone have on
uninformed readers who did not know that
the Russian credit deal basically meant Russia
forgave a massive amount of owed oil and gas
debt by Ukraine?

Finally, the piece reported that the 1992
constitution foresaw giving the region effective
independence within Ukraine. That 1992 consti-
tution, however, was the Ukrainian Constitution
and not the Russian one. It does indeed grant the
Crimean region effective independence within
Ukraine and the right to determine its own path
and relations with others. Ukraine wrote those
words in the immediate glowing aftermath of
Soviet dissolution, when, quite frankly, most
in the West felt the true political and economic
prosperity path shone brightest for Ukraine and
not Russia. Many seem to have forgotten this
but any simple source search back to the time
period will reveal massive Western enthusiasm
for Ukraine’s prospects while being skeptical
of Russia’s size, infrastructure and historical
legacy. So yes, it was quite true that the consti-
tution recklessly gave Crimea the opportunity
to pursue the very path it was now pursuing.
But this flawed constitution was written by
Ukrainians, not Russians. This is a reality not
revealed to readers. The problem, once again,
is a pervasive subconscious Cold War pathol-
ogy that predetermines how readers around the
world learn about the situation in Crimea and
therefore how they see Russia’s role there.

The issue at hand seems to be that too many
powerful decision-makers in the West felt a bit
bamboozled and outplayed. They felt, rightly or
wrongly, as if they ended up with proverbial dip-
lomatic egg on their faces and they did not like it.
Even worse, it seemed they could not stand the
possibility that this game of chicken ended with
only one round (Crimea) and there would be no
opportunity to regain the upper hand with future
rounds. Thus, this situation cannot be just about
Crimea. Russia must not be satisfied with this
as the end game. There simply must be another
chess piece to be moved. Because...well.. just
because: because Russians aren’t supposed to be

diplomatically agile and astute. And they most
certainly cannot be strategically deft and subtle.
At least, not when they are compared to their
counterparts in the West, who think Russians are
rash; Russians are emotional; Russians are ca-
pricious; Russians are sneaky; and quite frankly,
Russians are a bit daft. All of these things they
can be because all of these things suit the players
at the other end of the chess board. This is the
danger of Cold War pathology: it starts to warp
observation so that it caters to the desired opin-
ion outcome.

Even the original Maidan revolution that
preceded events in Eastern Ukraine has been
impacted by this affliction. Consider: most
revolutions in the 21st century have been po-
sitioned as protests against corrupt regimes and
thus have largely escaped the microscope of po-
litical analysis until much later. Georgia, Kyr-
gyzstan, the first Ukraine (the ‘Orange’ one),
Egypt, Libya, Yemen, and Syria, all of these
protest movements were first and foremost
lauded for their ability to overcome entrenched
regimes that seemed more interested in per-
sonal enrichment and cronyism than functional
governance. As it turned out, none of the ‘revo-
lutionary” movements created great governing
regimes themselves, with a few even ending up
victims of additional revolutions later on. The
Maidan revolution is quite different from this
trend in that there was a geopolitically powerful
neighbor right next door to the revolution that
happened to have great interest in how things
evolved.

In the aforementioned revolutions there
was either no nearby strong power deeply in-
terested in how affairs on the ground played out
or the strongest power was the United States
from a great distance just hoping an autocratic
regime would fall. In the Maidan revolution
this was not the case: Russia was very much
interested in the long-term geostrategic con-
sequences of regime change and it was the
blindness endemic to Cold War pathology that
let Western academia miss the important con-
sequences of that interest. There was an intel-
lectual presumptuousness that afflicted West-
ern scholars and diplomats alike to believe any
toppling of a crony-like regime could only be
applauded by all players. To this day there is
not much Western media/academic coverage
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analyzing or considering the legitimate Russian
interests/investments in long-term Ukrainian
political affairs. Those responsible for lead-
ing the Maidan revolution were equally blind:
while they are quick to lay blame on Russia
now, it is obvious that they were completely
caught unaware and off-guard that anyone on
the global stage would have words or actions
for their behavior other than simple congratula-
tory phone calls. Obviously, this has proven to
be a rather large and serious mistake that began
in Maidan Square and bled, literally, all the way
into Eastern Ukraine.

It should be recalled that when the pros-
pect of violence breaking out in eastern Ukraine
was a major media issue in the West the protests
and indignation was voiced primarily under the
context of expecting that violence to come from
Russian military forces. It was the assumption
that the only way authorities in Kiev would take
to arms and resort to violence was if the Rus-
sians made it inevitable with their own attacks.
Just as the authorities in Kiev misplayed their
hand after the Maidan revolution, they badly
analyzed the situation on the ground in eastern
Ukraine. In several media interviews | gave in
the United States following the referendum in
Crimea, [ warned that the greatest possible dan-
ger in Ukraine would be civil groups in major
eastern Ukrainian cities looking to Crimea as a
model to emulate and the Crimean referendum
as a precedent to follow. The reason this was the
greatest danger was because the relatively dull
and boring aftermath in Crimea could instigate
local opposition groups in eastern Ukraine to
follow suit. After all, why shouldn’t these re-
gions have the same advantages and privileges
that the people in Crimea just apparently earned
with no violence or damage done to them?

This potential copycat effect was not only
obvious, the consequence was equally so: au-
thorities in Kiev would have to act, otherwise
they would basically be saying to the eastern
half of its country that it would be perfectly ac-
ceptable to self-disintegrate. The challenge in
those media interviews was for the authorities
in Kiev, not Moscow: could they outmaneuver
opposition forces in eastern Ukraine without
resorting to violence and bloodshed? Failing
to do so could end up an open invitation for
the Russian military to actually come protect

the lives of ethnic Russians. This is the great
missed irony of eastern Ukraine: no one in the
West took the Russian entreaties seriously when
it was said the lives of ethnic Russians needed
to be protected in Crimea. How ironic, then, if
it turned out that Russian forces would end up
needing to invade eastern Ukraine because eth-
nic Russians were in fact being killed by Ukrai-
nian forces.

People have indeed died in eastern Ukraine.
They continue to die in eastern Ukraine. They
die largely because of one side’s forces. But
those forces are not Russian. And here in the
West there is still basically silence. Apparently,
the killing of people in eastern Ukraine is only
disturbing to the West if it happens at the hands
of the Russian military rather than at the hands
of Ukrainian forces. What is sadly disappointing
is to see so many experts and analysts that were
lined up to condemn conflict erupting in eastern
Ukraine when it was assumed to be Russian-ini-
tiated now see those same actors basically turn
the other cheek and turn their media cameras
away from the bloodshed and slaughter of these
very same people simply because the flag doing
the killing is yellow and blue instead of white,
blue, and red. It is doubtful that the people of
eastern Ukraine feel that it is an atrocity to die
by a Russian bullet but an acceptable loss to die
by a Ukrainian one. Unfortunately, it seems that
certain governmental and media groups in the
West have made that very conclusion. To live
and die in Donetsk, therefore, is but a conse-
quence of Cold War pathology run amok.

Conflicts are never clean. War has always
been this way and it is unlikely that war will be
something different any time soon. But Ukraine
has been a rather frustrating event, at least for
those who feel that Russia and the United States
line up better as allies and not adversaries. The
new leadership in Ukraine has not been able to
stop the unrest or make people excited about the
country’s future. The European Union has been
even less impressive and quite frankly has ar-
guably caused more chaos and instability than
calm and tranquility. The United States has not
been able to come up with something innova-
tive or progressive that might create a new road
to stop the violence. Faced by these extended
cases of political impotence, the players seem
to have fallen back on the tried-and-true tactic
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of conjuring a bogeyman. Clearly, that bogey-
man is Russia. Alas, it is also somewhat lame
because this tactic is not about stopping war
but rather assigning blame. It is not about creat-
ing new pathways to peace and cooperation but
treading down old paths well-worn with mis-
communication and purposeful animosity.

Conclusion — The Lost Generation of
the Post-Cold War

In some ways the United States has played
a very strange self-injurious game since 1991
when it comes to Russia. It expected that the
former rival accepted a new stage after the dis-
solution of the Soviet Union in which there
were no more fundamental ideological battles
and that DEMOCRACY in big capital letters
was the clear and undisputed victor. As the
greatest champion of democracy this of course
inferred that such acceptance also automatically
declared the U.S. the world’s only superpower
- the hegemon with no rivals. In some ways,
the intellectual community has been even more
influenced by this perception.

The academic celebration in the West over
the end of the Cold War and the ‘end of his-
tory’ was quietly and unassumingly accompa-
nied by an almost unconscious de-emphasis in
prestigious American graduate schools. Russia
was pushed aside because, after all, it had not
simply lost the Cold War: its destiny was surely
to become a quasi-democracy, a political also-
ran, and an economic swamp that would be de
facto unimportant on the global stage. The fact
that Russia faced a demographic crisis in the
first half of the 1990’s that actually watched
its overall population shrink and the academic
communities in the United States shook their
collective heads and felt justified in think-
ing that if democracy was not in fact the end
of history, it was at least the end of needing to
focus on Russia. And so by 1997, when many
Generation X ers would naturally be advancing
through various PhD programs, selecting dis-
sertation committees, and deciding on mean-
ingful theses, they were subtly but decisively
given a strong piece of advice: leave Russia
behind.

Now keep in mind this was well-inten-
tioned advice. By 1997-1998 Russia seemed to

most in the West as a place to perhaps investi-
gate the problems of crime and corruption or
flawed democratic transition. The not-so-subtle
hint was simple yet powerful at elite graduate
schools: if you truly want a job in academia and
want to be able to do ‘important’ work, Russia
is yesterday’s news. If you want to be on the
cutting edge, look to the Middle East and hop
on the Islamist bandwagon, where the real ac-
tion (and job demand) is going to be. Of course,
the seismic event on September 11, 2001, just a
short three years later, seemed to scream to the
now advanced Generation X PhD students that
their mentors were near-prophets. This is what
has led directly to what can be called the Lost
Generation of Russian expertise and why the
Cold War pathogen is so pronounced today.

Barely any new thinking has emerged from
Generation X when it comes to studying and un-
derstanding the Russian Federation. One is hard-
pressed to find a quote from anyone under 45 not
dependent on a ‘Soviet or even Tsarist assump-
tion’ for explaining Russian behavior. Is it mere-
ly coincidence that almost every single Russian
foreign policy maneuver today is characterized
more often than not as some sort of revanchist
attempt to resurrect (symbolically or literally)
the power and glory of the Soviet Union? Is it
merely odd happenstance that Putin is evaluated
only in terms of Soviet dictatorship and not even
from the perspective of Machiavellian realpoli-
tik? Whether it be the missile defense ‘shield” in
Poland and the Czech Republic or Iran or Syria
or the bombings near the Sochi Olympics or
finally Maidan and Eastern Ukraine, what one
sees are Russian ‘analyses’ that basically could
have been cut from the New York Times in 1964
and just had the geography altered. No imagi-
nation, no innovation, nothing new whatsoever.
Too many in the West have become intellectual
dullards about Russia.

Russia is not perfect. Russia is not blame-
less. No country is. But when reputable news
sources and so-called experts with decades of
experience all seem to cater to the same sto-
ryboard and that storyboard seems a bit far-
fetched if not actually fantastical, and no one
bothers to ever question the storyboard, then it
is time to signal the call for a new generation of
leaders and experts who are willing to examine
not just from old prejudices but from a more
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neutral and less emotional foreign policy real-
ity. In that crucible no one is absolved but no
one is also unfairly prejudged. Right now the
future of Russian-American relations depends

on the emergence of these new voices, willing
and committed to do battle against a Cold War
pathology that has become intellectually crip-
pling to both sides and to the future.

Russian Foreign policy in Asia

This section will delve into the role of
Russia in East Asia, the relations of Moscow
with major Asian powers (China, Japan, South
Korea and North Korea), and the current status
of Russia on the international stage.

Russia’s relations with its neighbors in
East Asia are traditionally influenced by power
politics and a desire to increase the trade and
economic exchanges with the rest of the world.

During the Cold War, the Soviet strategy
in Asia was described by Mikhail Gorbachev
who, during a speech in Vladivostok in 1986, an-
nounced the opening of Russia to foreign invest-
ment on a large scale, but at the same time argued
in favor of pursuing power politics in Asia'.

Firstly, it is useful to review the five fun-
damental facts of the Russian leadership in East
Asia: (1) the priority ofhaving China as aregional
and geopolitical ally, and not just as an economic
partner; (2) no priority for the settlement of ter-
ritorial disputes with Japan and also disinterest
in establishing the necessary conditions to attract
Japanese investments to Russia; (3) a neutral at-
titude towards possible projects for the unifica-
tion of South and North Korea, but maintaining
decisive support for Pyongyang; (4) a significant
delay in the resolution of matters of national in-
terest in the area, due to a lack of political coop-
eration with other regional powers; (5) distrust
towards globalization and the role of the United
States of America in East Asia’.

In the years of Yeltsin’s presidency, a ma-
jor debate among Russians revolved around the
policy toward East Asia. One of the issues to ad-
dress was whether Moscow had to give priority
to relations with the West, or rather to balance its
foreign policy keeping openings to the East. The
actual response consisted in seeking a rapproche-
ment with East Asia, also in view of the dismay
of Moscow over some diplomatic decisions ad-
opted by the United States and Europe. Another
question was whether Russia could rely on China
as a major partner in East Asia, or instead had to
look for balance in the region. In the end, during
the period following the Cold War, it emerged that
the United States retained a status of superpower
in the region, challenged mainly by the People’s
Republic of China, while the Russian Federation
assumed a more marginal role.

That was the situation when Vladimir Putin
was first elected President in 2000, and the be-
ginning of military expansion has increased its
influence in the Far East. Putin was at a cross-
roads when it came to make choices for his
country, trying to find a fine equilibrium on the
international stage, while not forfeiting Russia’s
own national interests. Those choices would
then affect Moscow’s position in East Asia for
the years to come. After a long process of rap-
prochement to the United States, ending with
a negative result, President Putin decided to
strengthen ties with China, build a dialogue with
Japan, maintain the existing relation with North
Korea — with the caveat of avoiding clashes with
South Korea — all of which while delaying Rus-
sian plans for strong regional policies in Asia.

In the early 2000s, with a rampant eco-
nomic crisis in Russia, Putin kept cordial rela-
tions with major regional powers. Moreover,
after September 11 Putin, taking what might
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have been considered a bold decision, chose to
ally himself with the United States in the war on
terror, kicking off a chain of events that could
have reshaped the role of Russia in East Asia.

As a further sign of detente Putin re-
frained from further comments against the de-
cisions of the Bush administration concerning
the Anti-Ballistic Missile (ABM) treaty, and
the expansion of NATO (North Atlantic Treaty
Organization). After that he tackled some sen-
sitive issues in East Asia with a similarly prag-
matic approach, which can be summarized in
three points: (1) finding a turning point in the
relations with Japan; (2) finding solutions in
the debate surrounding North Korea’s nuclear
program; (3) strengthening the partnership
with China in several fields (economic, mili-
tary, diplomatic).

The Russian president Vladimir Putin ex-
pressed his desire for cooperation in the Asian
region, during the APEC summit on 10 Novem-
ber in Beijing; here is an excerpt of his speech:

I am pleased to have this opportunity to
speak on a subject of great importance for us
developing Russia’s cooperation with the Asia-
Pacific region.

The twenty-first century has already been
called ‘the Pacific century’. As part of the Asia-
Pacific region, Russia must make use of the com-
petitive advantages offered by this fast-growing
economic, technology and innovation center.

In turn, Russian regions such as Siberia
and the Far East offer a unique chance for this
vast region’s countries to effectively develop
and make use of the opportunities there and
further strengthen their potential (...).

Cooperation with the Asia-Pacific region
is one of Russia s strategic priorities. The over-
all constructive spirit that characterizes our
relations with the vast majority of countries in
the region is very important. We value this spirit
greatly and will do everything possible to de-
velop bilateral and multilateral cooperation in
a wide range of areas.

(...) Direct foreign investment from Asia-
Pacific region countries in the Russian econo-
my has doubled since 2009 and now comes to
nearly $10 billion.

Russian investment in the Asia-Pacific re-
gion countries is more modest and came to slight-
ly more than $1 billion as of the end of last year.
We will work actively to correct this imbalance.

We hope in particular that the establishment of
the National Coordination Centre for Develop-
ing Economic Relations with the Asia-Pacific
Region Countries will make it possible to launch
new projects with Russia s involvement.

The People’s Republic of China is one of
our key partners in the region. We will make
greater use of settlements in our national cur-
rencies in our trade with China. We are already
carrying out our first deals in rubles and yuan.
Let me say that we are ready to extend such pos-
sibilities to trade in the energy sector t00.*

It is time to move on and break down the
diplomatic relations between Russia and the
major actors in the area: China, Japan and North
Korea and South Korea (see Table 1).

During the 1980s, after two decades of great
antagonism, Sino-Soviet relations began to im-
prove. After the collapse of the Soviet Union in
the early nineties, sufficient conditions came into
existence to ease the positive transformation.
Russia enjoyed diminished power compared to
the Soviet age, with only half of its gross domes-
tic product (GDP) of the URSS, and less than
half of the population, although still retaining
about 80% of his old territory.* Meanwhile, Chi-
na had launched a program of reforms to turn the
Chinese economy closer to the Western model
of capitalist market. Together, these two devel-
opments represent a huge shift in the balance of
power between the two nations, with China in a
position of superiority over its Russian rival.

During the nineties, the two countries fi-
nally reached harmony, after centuries of territo-
rial disputes over their 2,700 miles of borders,

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the longest in the world, which went from being
highly militarized to become the meeting point
for thriving trade. Overcoming the disputes over
the borders allowed Russia and China to with-
draw a large number of troops from the periph-
ery of their territories. The new destination for
the Russians was the European theater, follow-
ing the expansion of NATO, while the Chinese
forces were relocated to the Taiwan Strait.

After Primakov became prime minister
in 1996, Moscow began a strategic partner-
ship aimed to consolidate a multipolar world,
which was intended to limit US hegemony af-
ter the end of the Cold War. This decision was
reinforced after the choice of the US to declare
war on Serbia, which had historically enjoyed
the protection of Russia, and invade Kosovo,
also in consideration that an American aircraft
bombed the Chinese embassy in Belgrade.

The constant improvement of the relations
between the two powers, led to the creation
of an international organization: the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization — founded in June
14, 2001 — which among its members includes
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, and Ta-
jikistan.

On the world stage, China and Russia, be-
side their positions in the Security Council of
the United Nations, are also part of the BRICS
group, along with Brazil, South Africa and India,
all these five nations annually organize the sum-
mit of their heads of state since 2009. It should
be noted that, while it had been a superpower
in a position of antagonism to the United States
of America during the Cold War, Russia was a
medium power for several years after the fall
of the Berlin Wall. On the other hand China
has taken on a role of medium power in the last
two decades, with the ability to challenge the

supremacy of the United States. This situation,
namely the sense of vulnerability in Russia after
the collapse of the Soviet Union, has encour-
aged a desire to build peaceful relations with its
neighboring states. Demographically, economi-
cally and perhaps politically Russia ran the risk
of slipping into a relationship of dependency to
the other powers during the first decade after the
end of the Cold War.

After September 11, 2001, both Russia
and China supported the operation of counter-
terrorism promoted by the United States with
a moral support, intelligence, cooperation in
the field of security and diplomacy. However,
during the outbreak of the second war between
the US and Iraq in 2003, both the Russians and
the Chinese criticized the choices made by the
Bush administration, to the point of making use
of the right of veto at the Security Council of
the United Nations.

Slowly, Russia and China will recover
from the shock wave of September 11 and
adapt their strategies to the geopolitical situa-
tion created in the aftermath of the attack to the
Twin Towers.

In 2003 in St. Petersburg there was a sum-
mit attended by Vladimir Putin for Russia,
George Bush for the US and Hu Jintao for Chi-
na. One of the most significant results of this
summit — for what concerns Sino-Russian in-
terests — was the strengthening of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO). A few mea-
sures to strengthen the mechanism of regional
security in Asia were established: in 2004 the
creation of a secretariat of the SCO in Beijing,
and the opening of a regional counter-terrorism
entity based in Bishkek. Some nations such
as Iran, Pakistan, India, Mongolia and Turkey
have expressed interest in joining the SCO.}

The fact that Russia is rich in gas and oil,
as well as having advanced military technology,
attracts the Republic of China into its sphere of
influence. On the same token Russia needs Chi-
na as customer to empower its economy status,
while Beijing needs raw materials and military
equipment to develop its economy and national

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defense. However, Russia expressed criticism to-
wards China regarding the will of the latter to ex-
pand its political influence in Central Asia, namely
in some former Soviet republics. This position is
very evident under the presidency of Vladimir Pu-
tin. Specifically, China has shown a growing inter-
est in the area, with an agreement with Turkmeni-
stan that allows Chinese to the joint exploitation of
gas reserves in that country thanks to the creation
of a gas pipeline through Uzbekistan and Kazakh-
stan. It seems that the Chinese influence in Central
Asia is set to grow rapidly.® This fact, however,
did not suggest that the relations between China
and Russia were destined to deteriorate in the near
future; almost certainly because Putin’s Russia
did not want to fall under the political influence of
Western powers, namely the European Union, the
United States, and NATO.

In the future, what will be the Russian
strategy towards China?

The current leaders in Moscow and Beijing
have different interests and programs. Russia is
working on two fronts: Europe and Asia. In re-
cent years under President Putin there has been
some points of friction between the leaders of
the United States and the European Union, no-
tably about the Russian support to Iran’s nucle-
ar program, until the Ukrainian crisis caused a
clear fracture in Russian-European relations, es-
pecially after the Crimean peninsula was joined
with Russia. Concerning Asia, there was a gen-

eral agreement between Moscow and Beijing
about Taiwan, with Moscow recognizing the
island of Taiwan as a province of China over-
seas, and not as an independent nation. With
regard to the Korean issue, Russia and China
sponsored a diplomatic solution to resolve the
dispute on North Korean nuclear weapons.’

The concern of Russia about its strategic
interests as well as about its vulnerability is
also reflected in the way it conducted military
relations with China; the Russian objective is
to create an area of peace and stability in East
Asia, to promote the growth of trade.

Russia has become the main supplier of
weapons and military technology to China, the
main weapon selling deals include: seventy Su-
278K fighters, six Su-30 MKK fighters, four Ki-
lo-class submarines, S-300 Tor-M1 missile sys-
tems, and tanks. It is worth mentioning that those
weapons are not of the latest generation. China
has effectively helped the Russian arms industry
to survive since the end of the Soviet era.?

China has no other choice but to buy weap-
ons from the Russian market, just as Russia has
no other choice but to sell their military technol-
ogy to China to support its own military produc-
tion needs.

The Russian policy towards Japan.

During his presidency, Gorbachev began a

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gradual normalization in relations between the
two countries with an exchange of diplomatic
notes. This friendly atmosphere survived dur-
ing the early years of the Yeltsin presidency. The
possibility of Russian-Japanese agreements to
resolve territorial disputes and to sign a peace
treaty — a leftover of the end of World War II —
were also discussed, although the difficulty of
solving these issues led to a diplomatic impasse.
Efforts to reach a turning point in relations with
Japan have to overcome three obstacles from the
standpoint of Russia.’ Firstly, the Russians have
retained the Soviet-era claims for the Kuril Is-
lands, which the Japanese claim for themselves
and call the Northern Territories. In 1960, Mos-
cow unilaterally abrogated the treaty of 1956,
which contained the promise to return two of the
islands closest to the Japanese coast from the So-
viet to Japanese control. Secondly, Russia criti-
cizes Japan for the strong diplomatic ties with
the United States. Thirdly, there was the fear that
Japanese products could damage the Russian
domestic market. During the Yeltsin presidency
it was discussed the first hypothesis of resolv-
ing the dispute over the Kuril Islands that was to
review the option to put the two aforementioned
islands under the control of Tokyo.

During the years 1997-1998, under the
first presidency of Vladimir Putin, there was
a rapprochement between the two states — for
example, an agreement on fishing was signed —
this happened during the economic crisis that
hit Russia — circumstance that caused the loss
of many potential foreign investments. When
Junichiro Koizumi won Japan’s elections and
became prime minister, there was a new stale-
mate regarding the issue of the Russian-Japa-
nese territorial disputes, in fact, Tokyo was no
longer interested in only two islands but in the
entirety of the Kuril Islands.!” However, there
are some improvements in diplomatic rela-
tions between Moscow and Tokyo. In fact, the
Japanese have supported the entry of Russia in

APEC (Asian-Pacific Economic Cooperation),
while Moscow has supported the possibility
Japan could become permanent member of the
security Council of the United Nations.

However, Japan is not a determining force
of Russian power nor a major influence on their
decisions in the world geopolitical order."

After September 11, the logic of normaliz-
ing relations between Japan and Russia became
very compelling. Japan saw the rapprochement
between Russia and the United States and for
this reason had reason to step in and seek bene-
fits, also because Japanese relations with China
remained tense, and Tokyo wanted to avoid iso-
lation in the Asian region.

Russian policy toward the Korean Penin-
sula has undergone changes after the normal-
ization of diplomatic relations between North
and South Korea.

North Korea has enjoyed the support first
of the Soviet government and later of Russia.
Assistance is on the economic, diplomatic, po-
litical, and military levels. Even after the col-
lapse of the Soviet block — when Pyongyang
was very critical about the reforms approved by
Gorbachev, such as perestroika — the ties be-
tween the two countries remain strong.

Russia maintained interests with both
South and North Korea. With South Korea,
Russia reached a series of trade agreements
with the objective to attract Korean investors, a
difficult target to achieve as in the early nineties
Russia had not defined a market economy close
to similar parameters of the major Western
powers. On the other side, that of North Korea,
the two countries signed an agreement for the
sale of Russian nuclear material, which North
Korea employed to build warheads intended
for medium and long-range missiles capable of
reaching the coasts of Japan and South Korea.

In 1994 Russia interrupted its nuclear as-
sistance program to North Korea, as the latter
had great difficulty in paying Moscow, which
was also facing pressure from the international
community demanding an immediate suspen-
sion of the nuclear weapons program wanted
by Pyongyang.

The international community, through
a contact group made up of four nations (Four

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Party Talks): North Korea, South Korea, China
and the United States; sought through diplo-
matic meetings to start a program to deter North
Korea in its determination to acquire nuclear
weapons in exchange for economic aid.

Since the mid-nineties, Russian foreign
policy aimed to increase Russia’s influence in
the Korean peninsula; this does not mean sup-
port towards regional economic integration that
could entice the North to greater autonomy
from the sphere of influence of Moscow. In-
deed, Russia tries to avoid that North Korea
could become a target of economic pressures
and military moves by the Republic of China
and that this kind of pressure will lead to a grad-
ual change of the historical relations between
Moscow and Pyongyang.

The second Korean nuclear crisis began in
October 2002, writing a new chapter in the con-
struction of multilateral cooperation to promote
security and stability in East Asia. The con-
tact group now called Six-Party Talks, formed
by North Korea, South Korea, China, the US,
Russia and Japan had the objective of finding
a peaceful solution regarding the dispute over
the North Korean nuclear weapons program and
to avoid an escalation.'? This crisis highlighted
the absence of dialogue with the North Koreans
during the various meetings held between rep-
resentatives of the six countries.

When dialogue between Seoul and Pyong-
yang was stalled in 2001, Putin hosted Kim
Jong II in Moscow, offering him the support of
Russia. North Korea had found it advantageous
to obtain Russian weapons and economic aid,
while Russia benefited from this strategy to put
pressure on the United States and Japan.

After the events of September 11, which
have influenced the decisions of the various
geopolitical global powers, Russian support to
North Korea was no longer one of the priorities
of President Vladimir Putin. The new policy
was accelerated by the pressure brought by the
Russian-Japanese and the Russian-American
increasing relations. Also the instability of
Pyongyang regime led Moscow to side with
Western demands.

Russia strengthened its ties with South
Korea, including contacts between the armed
forces of the two countries, a fact that greatly
surprised analysts of foreign policy. Moscow
looked to develop deeper relations in East Asia
with several countries including South Korea,
Japan and China, with the objective to find new
markets to increase its exports.'

In the days of the Cold War, Eastern Asia
was identified as a battleground between Mos-
cow and Washington, as part of the struggle be-
tween socialism and capitalism.'*

Finally, the Ukrainian crisis reached a new
level of significance after the annexation of the
Crimean peninsula to Russia, leading to a seri-
ous fracture between the West and Russia, and
focusing Russia’s interests further on Asia. The
United States and the European Union have ap-
proved economic sanctions against the Russian
Federation, both have expressed strong criti-
cism against the government of Moscow.

Igor Sechin, the CEO of the oil company
Rosneft, stated in a news agency that: if the
United States and the European Union want to
isolate Russia in the international community,
Moscow will be forced to promote agreements
in the field of energy, military and political co-
operation with other regional powers. '

The diplomatic weapon in the hands of
the Russians is the opportunity to sign more
agreements with China in the energy field, par-
ticularly for the supply of natural gas; President
Putin can use this tool against Western leaders
to force them to understand that Russia doesn’t
depend on the West. Furthermore China has
consistently expressed solidarity and support
towards Russia. Beijing does not want to isolate
Moscow in this time of international crisis; an
important example of this is when China ab-
stained from the vote at the Security Council of
the United Nations on a draft resolution declar-
ing invalid the referendum that sanctioned the
unification of Crimea with Russia).

The support of Beijing is crucial to Putin.
Not only is China another permanent member

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of the Security Council along with Russia, but
more than once they found common positions
on some important issues of international poli-
tics. According to some analysts of President
Putin’s policy, Russia is approaching the Chi-
nese model as a system that eliminates democ-
racy and restricts certain rights.'e

Anyway, Putin gave a sign of the ties be-
tween the two countries when he thanked China
for its understanding about the Ukrainian crisis
during a speech held at the Kremlin, for the sign-
ing of the Treaty of reunification with Crimea,
sixty years after it had been delivered to Ukraine
by Soviet leader Nikita Khrushchev. Chinese
President Xi Jinping has shown as well how
much he appreciates the relations with Moscow,
and especially those with Putin, when the Chi-
nese President chose Russia to make his first trip
abroad as head of state last year, and to witness
the opening of Winter Olympics in Sochi. In con-
trast, many Western leaders were not present on
the day of the inauguration of the Winter Olym-
pics, as a sign of protest against Russian domes-
tic politics, which according to the Westerners
do not meet the requirements of democracy and
human rights and they also deemed Russian the
foreign policy as aggressive.

A strong Sino-Russian alliance could off-
set the position of hegemony that the United
States has today.

Can we say that the past issues that led to
the confrontation between China and Russia are
really buried? Is it possible that there is a form of
escalation in East Asia between the two blocks,
the first formed by China and Russia and the oth-
er by the United States and possibly Japan?

These are questions that remain unan-
swered. There is no doubt that Russia wants
to retake its role as a great power in the wake
of its Soviet past; Russia plays on two interna-
tional theaters: the European one and the Asian
one. The presidency of Putin supports a feeling
of nationalism aimed at asserting the rights of
Russians in foreign policy.

In our humble opinion, I find the criticism
from Western media against Russian foreign
policy to be biased, as each state has the right
to promote and protect their national interests.

The Political Power of the United
States in East Asia

In this section we analyze the role of the
US in East Asia, in particular, I will detail the
China-US relations.

The end of the Cold War and the collapse of
the Soviet Union in 1991 changed the US posi-
tion in Asia. For the first time since the beginning
of the Cold War in the early 1940s, the United
States seemed to become the dominant power in
the Asian region, with some challenges in front
of them coming from the main Asian competi-
tors.'” In the new millennium, the United States
pursues three main objectives in Asia. Firstly, the
United States is interested in maintaining a bal-
ance of power in Asia favorable to American in-
terests and limits the power politics of the other
actors. Secondly, they seek to promote American
economic interests in the region with the protec-
tion of trade and investments achieved through
a series of bilateral and multilateral agreements
with Asian nations. Thirdly, they aim to promote
the American culture and values, such as democ-
racy, human rights, the market economy in Asia
and other areas of the world. The priority given
to each of these objectives changes according to
the fact that it depends on color of the US gov-
ernment in charge in any given period.

The Department of Defense of the United
States, right at the end of the Cold War, prepared a
brief summary of American interests in East Asia.
The strategic commitments are listed as follows:

The importance of security for the United
States in East Asia is evidenced by the bilateral
treaties with Japan, South Korea and the Philip-
pines; the Pact of Manila, which adds Thailand
as our ally; and our treaty with Australia and New
Zealand, the ANZUS. It is further enhanced by the
deployment of ground and air forces in South Ko-
rea and Japan, and the presence of the Seventh
Fleet in the western Pacific. Our main regional
objectives, together with our friends and allies in
the region, are: to maintain the safety of our ma-
Jjor sea lanes and our interests in the region, main-
taining the ability to live up to our commitments
discussed in the Pacific and in East Asia; to pre-
vent the Soviet Union, North Korea and Vietnam

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from interfering in the affairs of others; to build
lasting strategic relationship with the People s Re-
public of China, and to support the stability and
independence of friendly countries.'

Following the terrorist attacks of 9/11, the
US administration has established two objec-
tives: to eliminate the terrorist organizations
and to contain the proliferation of weapons of
mass production.

According to documents of the US Depart-
ment of Defense in 2006:

[the United States] will seek to ensure that no
foreign power can dictate the terms of regional or
global security. [The United States] will attempt to
dissuade any military competitor from developing
disruptive or other capabilities that could enable
regional hegemony or hostile action against the
United States or other friendly countries, and it will
seek to deter aggression or coercion. Should deter-
rence fail, the United States would deny any hostile
power its strategic and operational objectives."

These stated goals seem to be consistent
with the struggle of the United States to create
a system of balance of power in Asia. The US
government calls into question their own inter-
ests and priorities depending on the geopolitical
changes taking place in Asia since the end of the
Cold War.?® These changes can be grouped into
five categories:

1. Changes in relations with major re-
gional powers. American foreign policy in Asia
had to take into account the constant growth of
China’s power, that of India, the strong coopera-
tion of Japan, and finally the diplomatic activity
of Russia in Asian business.

2. Economic Globalization. The grow-
ing strength of economic globalization has
prompted Washington to strengthen the free
market in the Asian region by creating eco-
nomic interdependence between the various
states of the region.

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3. Asian Multilateralism. American poli-
cy has acted through multilateral organizations
that reflect the growing interest and convergen-
ces of many Asian leaders to create subjects that
deal with security policies, economics and poli-
tics of Asian countries.

4. War on terror and nuclear weapon
proliferation. These recent American priorities
(war on terrorism) are not taken into account
with the highest priority by many Asian gov-
ernments.

5. Changes in U.S. policy. American poli-
tics is forced to treat with caution relationships
with many governments of Asian countries, even
if they would be inclined to criticize the human
rights violations occurring in some Asian coun-
tries. Though, from the perspective of foreign
policy, and on matters of national interest, they
are induced to “turn a blind eye” on continuing
violations of basic principles of democracy and
human rights.

The American officials have adapted to the
changes they encountered during their adminis-
tration; for example the rulers from the Demo-
cratic Party have proved to be inflexible regard-
ing the promotion of human rights in Asia; while
Republicans are more elastic about their claim to
expand their vision of democracy and to spread-
ing human rights.*! The Asian leaders have fa-
vored the development of some regional institu-
tions whose primary objective is to address the
key issues of economic nature, as well as to deal
with globalization at the regional level, without
the interference of the United States.

They also show the determination to main-
tain the initiative in security policy, and in some
cases the interests of Asians do not match those
of Americans.

Economic changes in Asia, particularly in
East Asia, are one of the most significant devel-
opments at the global level in the second half of
the twentieth century. In the early nineties the
economic development had generated a kind of
economic euphoria in many observers, who saw
the East Asia and the entire Pacific area connect-
ed through commercial networks, which were
becoming increasingly large and capable to en-

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sure peace and harmony among nations. The op-
timism was based on the assumption that com-
mercial trade was invariably a force for peace.”

The economic development of East Asia is
altering the balance of power between Asia and
the West, and specifically between the United
States and the People’s Republic of China; in-
deed, strong economic growth generates self-
esteem and desire for success in those who pro-
duce and benefit from it.

To better understand the role played by the
United States in Asia, and particularly in East Asia,
it is useful to consider the relations between China
and the United States from the end of the Cold
War to the present day, at least to highlight the
links and divisions between the two states. This
analysis will then be useful in the conclusions,
when I will focus on Russian-American relations
in Asia and how these are in turn influenced by the
role of China in their relationship.

In the aftermath of the events of Tiananmen
Square (1989), the Sino-US relations were stall-
ing; the US government decided to approve an
embargo against China, especially with regard to
the sale of weapons, this was declared to be the
answer against the massacre of unarmed Chinese
citizens made by the regime in Beijing.

Once elected, the Democratic President Bill
Clinton adopted the spreading of democracy as the
main objective of its foreign policy. The purpose,
as he proclaimed before the General Assembly of
the United Nations in September 1993, was: “To
expand and strengthen the global community of
democracies based on the market and widen the
circle of nations that are governed by these free
institutions “until the ‘humanity had created “a
world of prosperous democracies that work and
live in peace with each other.””

The aggressive position of the new ad-
ministration on the issue of human rights was
not intended, according to former Secretary of
State Kissinger, as a tactic to weaken China and

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gain a strategic advantage for the United States.
It was instead a reflection of a general concep-
tion of world order, of which China would have
to be part as a respected member.>*

In Beijing, however, the American pressure,
backed by other Western powers, were regarded
as a strategy to keep China in conditions of weak-
ness and as meddling into its internal affairs, simi-
larly to the colonial powers of the nineteenth cen-
tury, evidence of this could also be traced in the
deployment of US military forces in East Asian
theater, see the following two figures.

Chinese leaders interpreted the statements
of the new administration as evidence of an at-
tempt of the capitalist to overthrow the com-
munist governments around the world.

Chinese leaders no longer claimed to preach
an exceptional revolutionary truth to be exported
to other countries. They pursued, however, the
goal of creating a world not manifestly hostile to

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their political system or to their territorial integ-
rity and to buy time to increase the economic and
military power of their country.

According to Chinese President Jiang
Zemin: “China and the United States, as great
powers, should consider the problems in a long-
term perspective. Economic development and
social stability in China serve its national inter-
est but also transform China into a major force
for peace and stability in Asia and other regions
of the world. I think that in relations with other
countries, the United States should take ac-
count of their self-esteem and sovereignty. This
is a friendly suggestion.”*

In the final period of his term, Clinton soft-
ened the tone of his confrontational foreign pol-
icy towards China and stressed the importance
of a constructive involvement in the geopoliti-
cal dynamics in Asia. Relations between China
and the US were rapidly settled. A visit of Jiang
Zemin in Washington took place in 1997, and
was reciprocated by Clinton with a visit to Bei-
jing in 1998.

What was missing was a definite agree-
ment on the common goal, such as the one
had been once put in place during the seven-
ties, namely the resistance against Soviet hege-
mony that had joined Beijing and Washington
at that time. The differences of view were still
about the protection of human rights. Also the
Chinese perceived the American policy as hos-
tile against China, as it aims to prevent it from
reaching the status of a great power.

Among the many points of friction between
Chinese and Americans, the issue of Taiwan is
among the most worrying. Taiwan was able to
develop a thriving economy and create strong
democratic institutions; it had joined APEC
(Asian Pacific Economic Cooperation) and had
participated in the Olympic Games with the ap-
proval of Beijing.?® In the eighties Beijing had
advanced proposals for unification under which
Taiwan would be granted full internal auton-
omy. At the end of 1993, Taiwan had already
surpassed Japan to become the second largest
source of overseas investments in China.

The US administration tried to keep out of

these developments. In a meeting between Clin-
ton and Jiang Zemin held in November 1993 in
Seattle, during an APEC summit, Clinton de-
clared: “The US policy on a unique China is
the policy that s right for our country. Does not
prevent us to follow the guidelines of the Taiwan
Relations Act, nor prevents us from maintain-
ing close economic relations with Taiwan. In
this summit, as you know, there is a representa-
tive of Taiwan, so I'm satisfied with the situa-
tion in which we find ourselves. But do not think
this will build an obstacle to our relations with
China.”™

From the perspective of Clinton, Chinese
leaders had to show moderation.

In May 1995, according to China govern-
ment press agency “China-U.S. relations plum-
meted to its lowest point.”*® Chinese officials
began to regularly denounce alleged American
interference in their internal affairs. The com-
plaint by the Chinese was clear, the United
States were pursuing an inconsiderate policy of
power and hegemony, they wanted to western-
ize and divide China.” Specific examples were
provided to substantiate these allegations. The
United States had allowed the Taiwanese Presi-
dent Lee to travel to their country, they had sold
to Taiwan 150 F-16 fighters, had called Tibet a
“sovereign occupied territory”, had denounced
China for human rights abuses, accusations were
moved to China for selling components for the
construction of chemical weapons to Iran.

There were displays of force between the
Chinese and US troops in the Taiwan Strait in
March 1996. By then on the brink of the preci-
pice, Washington and Beijing both pulled back,
realizing they did not have interests for which to
fight a war, nor conditions to impose capable of
changing the reality.

During the Kosovo war, in May 1999, an
American B-2 bomber destroyed the Chinese
embassy in Belgrade. China unleashed a storm
of protest, the Chinese President Zemin spoke

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of deliberate provocation and added, in a tone
of defiance: “The great People’s Republic of
China will never be bullied, the great Chinese
nation will never be humiliated, and the great
Chinese people will never be conquered.”™

In the new millennium, China reached the
status of a great power after taking the road to-
ward modernization. The results are astonishing.
China grew by more than 9% a year for almost
thirty years, and for a large economy, the growth
rate is the highest in history. In this same period,
it pushed out of poverty about four hundred mil-
lion people, and the average per capita income of
the Chinese rose about seven times.

China is the world’s largest producer of
coal, steel and cement. It is the largest market
for mobile phones in the world. In 2005 it had
about two thousand square kilometers occu-
pied by construction works in progress, over
five times more than in the United States of
America. Its exports to the United States grew
by 1,600% over the past fifteen years.

Looking at the manufacturing sector, if we
consider Walmart — one of the largest compa-
nies in the world — its revenues are eight times
those of Microsoft, and amount to 2% of the
U.S. GDP. It employs 1.4 million people, more
than those of General Motors, Ford, General
Electric and IBM’s combined.

China has also pursued a policy of invest-
ment and the conquering of new markets. Now
the trade/GDP ratio in China is 70%, a figure
that makes it among the most open economies.

China is also the largest holder of money in
the world. Its foreign exchange reserves amount-
ed to fifteen hundred billion dollars, 50% more
than those of the second country (Japan) and
three times those of the entire European Union.

In short, China is the largest country in the
world, the fastest growing economy, the largest
producer, the second largest consumer, the big-
gest investor and (almost certainly) the second
country in the world for military expenditures.*!

The data listed above show what is the ex-
tent of the rise of China, it will not replace the
US as the superpower of the world in the short
term but, industry after industry, it has become

the second most important country in the world,
shaping an entirely new international system.

In 2001 the new status of China was con-
firmed by the approval of its application for
the organization of the 2008 Olympics and the
conclusion of negotiations for its entry into the
WTO (World Trade Organization). During this
process, China and the United States developed
ever closer economic relations.

China was quickly rising to a new role in
the world, with interests in every corner of the
globe and ever closer integration with the major
political and economic trends (see Figure 3).

The United States in 2001 had a new pres-
ident, George Bush Jr., the son of ex-president
George H.W. Bush. The relationship with the
new president began with further military con-
frontation which was not at all desired. On
April 1,2001, a US reconnaissance plane flying
over the Chinese coast just outside the territo-
rial waters of Beijing was located and tailed by

a Chinese military plane, which then collided in
flight with the American aircraft off the coast
of southern China. However, the Chinese presi-
dent reiterated in a statement the importance of
Sino-American.

The American position towards the issue
of Taiwan has to be put in evidence, the United
States did not support Taiwan independence,
but they did not even favored reunification with
continental China.*

Regarding America we can question if
China was a partner or an opponent and wheth-
er the future reserved a partnership or a falling-
out. The American mission was torn between
spreading democracy in China, or collaboration
with this country in order to create a peaceful
world.

In China, in 2003, the new President Hu
Jintao rose to power; as did his predecessor, he
supported cooperation with the United States
in the fight against international terrorism. In

particular in the Chinese region of Xinjiang,
there were cells of Islamic terrorists that struck
the central authority of Beijing with a series of
bombings. After the September 11 attacks, Chi-
na offered diplomatic support and intelligence;
in the period between the American invasion of
Afghanistan and the war in Iraq, Beijing proved
far less critical of Washington than some Eu-
ropean countries (primarily France and Germa-
ny**) at the United Nations.

Another issue that divided China and the
United States was the non-proliferation of nu-
clear weapons and relations with North Korea.
For the duration of the Cold War, nuclear weap-
ons were almost exclusively in the possession
of the United States and the Soviet Union. De-
spite deep ideological hostility and geopolitics,
the two powers were both aware of the risk of
a possible use of nuclear weapons in war. Since
nuclear weapons have continued to spread, the
balance that was standing in the Cold War is be-

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ing challenged by countries that do not have the
knowledge and experience of the superpowers.

Perhaps it is an irony of history that dia-
logue emerged between Washington and Beijing
from the issue of nuclear proliferation in North
Korea, since it was about Korea that the United
States and the Republic of China clashed for the
first time on the battlefield, sixty years ago.

In 1950 the newborn Republic of China
went to war against the United States because
they saw in the permanent presence of the US
military on its borders with Korea a threat to its
long-term safety. Sixty years later, the engage-
ment of North Korea in a military nuclear pro-
gram posed a new problem, which evokes some
of geopolitical issues of that period.*

In the first ten years of the North Korean
nuclear program, China took a neutral position,
saying that it was an issue that the United States
and North Korea had to resolve among them-
selves.*® With the passage of time, it became
clear that the North Korean nuclear prolifera-
tion would eventually also affect the security
of China. If Korea had become a nuclear power
eventually, Japan and South Korea would prob-
ably join the nuclear club, changing the strate-
gic landscape of Asia.

China was concerned, as it was aware of
the fragility of the regime of North Korea, and
would like to avoid having a neighbor with nu-
clear weapons at its borders, which could cause
instability in East Asia.

Atthe election of President Barack Obama,
in 2008, the Sino-American relations could be
considered good. The two countries proclaimed
commitment to consultation and even to the
partnership on major international policy is-
sues. There are some outstanding issues: rela-
tions with Taiwan, the resolution of the crisis
in North Korea, the Chinese territorial claims,
the defense of human rights, the issue of Tibet.
These events mark the distance between Beijing
and Washington, which still seems significant.

Conclusions

In this paper we wanted to analyze the role
of Russia and the United States in East Asia
since the end of the Cold War during the pe-
riod leading up to about 2010. We highlighted
the relations of the two historical superpowers,
respectively with China, South Korea, North
Korea, Taiwan, and finally Japan.

The analysis has produced the following
observations:

— Russia acted as a rising power in Asia,
its relations with China and South and North
Korea are generally positive to strong.

— The points of attrition between the Amer-
ican superpower and the People’s Republic of
China in Asia have grown with the rising of the
latter.

— Russia worked toward regaining its role
as a superpower in Europe and in Asia.

— The relations between Russia and the
U.S.A. are marked by fractures due to a broad
range of issues.

The unilateral policy promoted by the
Bush administration after the terror attacks of
September 11 shaped the contrasts between
Washington and Moscow during the last de-
cade.

A legitimate question is why the Western
media direct a significant effort in criticizing
the actions, especially the foreign policy, of the
Russian Federation and the person of its Presi-
dent, whereas the American international policy
is generally subject to more benevolent views.

The conclusion of the authors is that Rus-
sia pursued a policy of protection of its national
interests in the region, a common goal to all the
world powers; hence the debate concerning the
criticism of the West against Moscow — while
countries such as England, France and the
United States are not judged by such strict stan-
dard — should be contextualized with consider-
ations on public opinion shaping and consensus
gaining, rather than less palpable ethical and
moral reason.

Historical problems in the relations between the PRC and
the countries of East Asia

Abstract. Historical problems nowadays have become one of the major factors of
international relations. It is also the case for East Asia. In China, there has been an ancient
tradition of applying history for the needs of modernity, in order to resolve the objectives
of domestic and foreign policy. The analysis of the PRC's position on historical problems
with its neighbors demonstrates that the Chinese leadership pragmatically uses fistorical
problems in order to achieve China s state interests in the region.

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THE USE OF PRIMARY SOURCE MATERIAL
IN ACADEMIC RESEARCH: A VIEW
FROM CAMBRIDGE ARCHIVE EDITIONS

Cambridge Archive Editions is a UK-based
publisher of historical document collections
mainly researched from governmental archives.
We consult widely in all possible file classes to
create as varied a research product as possible,
including top secret papers. We publish these
primary source documents in facsimile in order
to keep the veracity of the original.

Without examination of primary historical
sources our understanding of history can be-
come obscure. Secondary sources will always
move us away from fresh personal judgement of
the events under review even while they may be
opening up our imagination to a new perspective.
History, it is said, is written by the “winners” and
so we must always bring our critical faculties to
bear upon all sources of information.

Obviously these collections of British
Government documents are not without their
bias and strategic concerns, we expect that.
However, from the late 1700s the British Em-
pire established consulates wherever possible:
Turkey, China, Japan, and in Russia, all in the
effort to extend trade and kept contemporaneous
records wherever it made treaties or engaged in
governing local populations. The broad range
of countries covered and the tremendous detail
create a unique opportunity to examine past
events closely.

The converse is true too of course: records
of the Belgian Congo will not be in the British
archives so we are restricted to areas of power-
ful British influence. The US archives, which
are enormous, reflect the preoccupations of a
young country and have foreign records start-
ing from later in the modern period, the first
Embassy in Nagoya, Japan, opened in 1912.

History itself is grounded in politics and
governance. Students who study history often

get directly involved in the political process,
in government or political organisations, or
the Law, and national or global non-gov-
ernmental agencies like the United Nations.
As the MGIMO website says: “The central
requirements for our future leaders in these
fields are to:

— Understand the historical trajectory of
government around the world;

— Understand economics and the general
workings of the economy;

— Become informed and critical consum-
ers of information;

— Develop analytical rigour and the ability
to criticize and reason logically;

— and to be able to apply these skills to
many contemporary and historical schools of
thought, and to questions concerning how we
acquire knowledge or how we make operation-
al recommendations.”

It is the responsibility of all policy mak-
ers to try and bring some historical perspective
to bear upon current events. It is the intention
of Cambridge Archive Editions Publishing to
provide some of the historical data upon which
these understandings can be based. In this fol-
lowing extract, from 1917, we can see how his-
torical events mirror the preoccupations of the
present day as the British focus on the Gulf as a
preferred power base to Afghanistan.

1908-1972, Volume 2, Memorandum by
Captain N. Bray, March 1917, ‘A note on
the Mohammedan question, its bearing on
events in India and Arabia, the future of
the Great Islamic revival now that Turkey
ceases to be a power on which the hopes
of the Moslem world were placed’
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‘At the present moment agitation is intense
in all Mohammedan countries...the reports of
agents and others confirm...the extreme vital-
ity of the [Pan-Islamic] movement . ... Itis ...
essential that the country to whom Moham-
medans look should not be Afghanistan. We
should therefore create a State more con-
venient for ourselves, to whom the attention
of Islam should be turned. We have an oppor-
tunity in Arabia.

Strategically: Afghanistan is well placed for of-
fensive action against India.

Strategically: Arabia is well placed, from our
point of view, for defence.

Tactically: Afghanistan is difficult to attack.
Tactically: Arabia is open to our attack from ev-
ery quarter save the north.

Politically: Afghanistan is difficult to control.
Politically: Arabia can be controlled and influenced
fully, if we only see that no other Power shapes her
policy. This we have every right to insist upon.
Geographically: Afghanistan is well placed to
rally round her elements hostile to ourselves.
Geographically: Arabia is ideally placed to
divide those elements, the more so if we are
installed in Baghdad.”

Despite the now politically redundant pre-
occupation with India, this document has tre-
mendous modern political significance. Such
a clear-sighted assessment of the difficult na-
ture of Afghanistan is at odds with the recent
American and British joint military operations
there. In 1917 Britain clearly remembered her
failed wars with Afghanistan from the 19th cen-
tury. The observation here in 1917, with the fall
of the Ottoman Empire in 1918, that “Turkey
ceases to be a power on which the hopes of the
Moslem world were placed” is of interest again
with the current struggle between the religious
and secular interests in Egypt today. The “agi-
tation” in Mohammedan countries is once more
present from the Northwest Frontier to Syria,
and indeed in North Africa. Finding such docu-
ments of significance is the key to providing
successful research collections.

We take a structured approach to collection
building, identifying scattered and fragmented
material, collecting it together, arranging and
describing it with the idea to provide a complete
sequence of material which was not previously
known or unified. According to the kinds of ma-
terial we find we may make a collection of se-
ries of political or administrative reports, identi-
fy material appropriate to geopolitical boundary
studies, collect material for a background work
on development or country history, or choose a
topic which we retrospectively decide is impor-
tant such as the treatment of ethnic minorities in

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the Balkan states, or the rise of Zionism, or the
history of Arab dissident movements.

We often include maps where boundary is-
sues are being examined, or where the maps are
crucial for example in Land Legislation In Man-
date Palestine. One aspect of the current Arab-
Israeli dispute is over where Israeli settlements
are sited. Occasionally a set of maps can stand
on its own such as Historic Maps of Bahrain.

When choosing a theme for a collection
we first consider whether the British archives
will be a strong source for information, and sec-
ondly whether the theme has modern political
relevance and will be useful to an academic or
governmental community.

When we first considered creating a se-
ries of political reports on Iran we looked for
themes of international interest. The British
archives were a strong resource as the British
government was a direct participant. There was
the occupation of Iran by Britain during WWII,
with its huge oil resources and jointly owned
refineries: the USA was trying to get some le-
verage there and Russia shares a border with
Iran. In this following document we can see a
wonderful example of the necessity for judg-
ing carefully one’s speed of diplomacy and not
overplaying one’s hand.

Extract from Iran Political Diaries 1881-
1965, Volume 14, Political Report for July
to September 1953.

“...July saw a radical alteration in US policy to-
wards the Government of Dr. Musaddiq. Some
time previously Dr. Musaddiq had asked Presi-
dent Eisenhower for extensive American finan-
cial help. The President replied that the United
States Government could not consider giving
this help, so long as the Persian Government
refused to settle the oil dispute on reasonable
terms and thus to take advantage of their own
abundant resources...While the U.S. Govern-
ment were thus publicly cooling off towards Mu-
saddiq, the Soviet government were warming
up. Towards the end of June it became known
that Mr Molotov had offered to negotiate with
the Persian Government on frontier differences
between the two countries...”

Having based our publications in the his-
tory and development of the Middle East, due
to the unique nature of the British involvement
there, we have since branched out to provide
research collections on the Far East and for
the Caucasus and Russia, where Britain had
consulates.

In commissioning research into Korea it
can be seen from the documents that the history
and status of Korea was dependent upon the ri-
valries between, and the comparative strengths
of, the three countries that lie adjacent to Ko-
rea - Russia, China and Japan. After the Second
World War, the vacuum caused by the elimina-
tion of Japan from this equation meant that the
Soviet Union, the USA and Communist China
now vied for influence in Korea, and the post-
1945 division of the peninsula into North and
South Korea and the outbreak of the Korean
War in 1950 are symbols of that rivalry. The
entrenchment of the division between the Com-
munist North and the non-Communist South,
and their respective supporters in the Soviet
bloc and the capitalist West, is the central issue
from the armistice in 1953 to the final report in
this collection in 1970.

This document below is one upon which
the reader must bring critical judgement to
bear, this reads like an eyewitness report and
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one has to wonder how the British could be so
certain — did they have a spy in the court?

Reports 1882-1970, Volume 4: Extract from
despatch No. 86 dated 10 October 1895,
from Seoul to Peking concerning the fate of
the Queen of Korea: after the China-Japan
war the Queen of Korea was opposed to the
faction which favoured Japanese interests,
and a plot was hatched to assassinate her:
“..civilians ...guarded by Japanese officers
and soldiers, with a number of soldiers in Ko-
rean uniform... [took] possession of the King
and the Crown Prince while others made for
the Queen’s sleeping room...The Queen ran
off down a corridor, but was pursued and
knocked down, her assassin jumping on her
breast several times while he repeatedly
stabbed her with his sword...”

Looking into the British archives to identi-
fy series of political reports from 1917 onwards
we found reports and despatches sent from
the British diplomatic representatives based in
Petrograd and then Leningrad, and for a brief
period during the Second World War from dip-
lomats based in Kuibyshev where most of the
Russian government and all the foreign em-
bassies were evacuated as a result of the Nazi
advance on Moscow in the early stages of the
German invasion of Russia in 1941. The docu-
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ments also consist of reports and memoranda
emanating in the Foreign Office in London, ei-
ther in the Northern Department or in the Re-
search Department (F.O.R.D.)., and during the
confused period of the Civil War when there
were no British diplomatic representatives in
(Bolshevik) Russia, there were reports from the
War Office in London, military officers and dip-
lomats attached to the various missions with the
anti-Bolshevik forces, as well as from British
Army General Headquarters in Constantinople.
It was the first time these documents have been
published in their entirety, with the exception of
two collections of reports about the confusing
situation in Russia immediately after the Rev-
olution and during the Civil War which were
published as British Parliamentary Command
Papers in 1919 and 1921.

This extract which follows is a superb ex-
ample of a historical document which captures
a moment in history and at the same time pro-
vides the reader with a fine understanding of
the contemporary significance conveyed by the
tone of the writer.

“A quarter which began with the ‘doctor’s plot’,
took in its stride Stalin’s death and his succession
by Malenkov and ended with Chou-en-Lai’s
acceptance of the voluntary repatriation of
Korean War prisoners, has claims to be historic.
The apparent departure from attitudes which,
while Stalin was alive, seemed immutable, is
astonishing enough.

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Latin American integration and sub-regionalization:

Abstract: The article analyses regionalism and regionalization in modern Latin America
paying L;pecial attention to political and ideological factors, which have already shifted
political and economic landscape of Latin America and encouraged sub-regional
differentiation, with each of the sub-regional integration association ﬁ)llowing its own
(and sometimes competing) development pattern. At the same time the region witnesses the
consolidation of UNASUR that assumes a leading role trying to converge the sub-regional
alternative patterns and to strengthen political and economic ties, %ased on regional
leadership of Brazil, civilizational unity and imminent security threats. The author also
uses comparative method to speculate on the model of Latin American integration.

Comparative Analysis of the Indian and Pakistani Nuclear
Energy Development Programmes

Alexander Aleksandrovich Boyko, Post-Graduate Student of Moscow
State Institute of International Relations.

Abstract: Due to the traditional competition between India and Pakistan, their strategic
fields developing are interdependent. Nuclear power development programs are concerned
as well. Pakistan falls behind India in this branch, however the specifics of the nuclear
ig/rastructure let the potential of the states be relatively balanced. After Nuclear Suppliers
roup granted a waiver to India in 2008 and Russia, France and USA, the new participants,
broke into the market, India obtained an opportunity to make a breakthrough in the national
nuclear program development, thus violating a status quo in fuel cycle technologies.

Such chances stimulated China to violate the NSG guidelines and non-proliferations
principles to get involved in Pakistani nuclear program development.

The nuclear power Indian-Pakistani competition prospects largely depend on the Chinese
position. Despite the international community suspects the Pakistani officials in nuclear
black market dealing and the NSG guidelines Czina obviously supports the Pakistani
nuclear field. This may result in preventing of escalation of tensions in the region.

THE RUSSIAN VIEWS OF THE UKRAINIAN CRISIS
AND ITS TRUE DIMENSIONS

Viktor Kremenyuk: Deputy Director, In-
stitute for US and Canadian Studies, Russian
Academy of Sciences, Presented on his behalf
by Alexander Korolev

The Ukraine Crisis is a turning point. It is
the end of a post-Cold War period in internation-
al politics that some people called “the Called
Peace.” The “Cold Peace” is a rather vague state
in which there were chances of closer coopera-
tion between Russia and the West. The Ukraine
crisis has put an end to this. “Why cooperation
did not work? What to expect? Where do we
go from here? There was a strong pretext to the
current crisis in the relations between Russia
and the West.

While US administration tries to demon-
strate its concern with Ukraine in reality it has
done very little both to help the Ukrainians out of
their desperate position or to settle the problem.
Mainly those who work hard in this area are the
Russians and the Europeans — Germans, French,
and Polish but not the Americans. The West pre-
ferred to continue traditional rivalry in the style
of the 19th or the first half of the 20 centuries.
Russia responded with the same what has be-
come evident during Mr. Putin’s rule.
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The end of the Cold War was not well per-
ceived, especially in the Soviet Union, and later
in Russia. Now when we hear expert comments
on the Ukraine Crisis in Russia we can see some
sort of an expected “catharsis” in US-Russian
relations. The fact of NATO expansion is also
very important for understanding the current
situation, because it shows that it is the West
who thinks in terms of traditional power and
tries to deprive other countries of their sover-
eignty. The rest of the world, in this situation,
finds itself at a crossroad. As to the other na-
tions, especially the members of the BRICS
(Brazil, India, China, and South Africa), they
remained cold to the US plea. They have not
expressed any support to the Russian action in
Ukraine but equally they didn’t rush to support
USA. At least, Russia does not pretend to play
the role of the leader of this group, it stands as
equal among the equals while USA pretends
to play the role of the world leader and from
this position the fact that a big and important
group of nations did not follow Washington’s
prescriptions tells much. Pessimistic about any
alignment between west and rising powers as
non-western states wants more, without clearer
idea of what this more means.

Major Powers do not support American
policies toward Russia. It is hard to say who
suffered more from this crisis — Russia or the
U.S. What we have in Russia-West relations
is highly emotional, poorly structured, and ex-
tremely complicated controversy which may
either burst one day into a full-size conflict or
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become a subject for a long and exhaustive ne-
gotiation process.

THE UKRAINE CRISIS — HOW GENERALIZABLE?

Timothy Colton: Chair of the Depart-
ment of Government at Harvard University

With changes to the status quo resulted in
the Ukraine Crisis, it points us to the direction of
trying to understand if the crisis echoes what hap-
pens elsewhere. Both Ukraine and Russia have
been visibly worse off after the Ukraine Crisis.
The EU has realized that itself helped triggered
the crisis. Sanction and counter-sanction activi-
ties bite on the EU as well as the Russian side.

One year into the process, the Ukraine
mess stands out, in my view, for its negative-
sum character. The two major state actors,
Ukraine and Russia, are visibly worse off than
before the train of events got underway.

With no doubts Russia has widened the rep-
ertoire of sovereignty-shredding behaviors, but
it is the other countries, particularly the United
States that pioneered in this area. However, the
example of great powers annexing territories
from lesser powers set by Russia is unlikely to
be copied by the other conventional powers, only
two of which are embroiled in territorial disputes
with neighbors, namely China and India. Their
disputes are long standing and it’s doubtful that
the future conducts of China and India will be
influenced by what Russia has gotten away with
in Crimea. The only plausible exception might
be China on South China issues. However, Chi-
na was cross-pressured on Crimea by the pro-
Russian separatists’ use of a referendum device
there, something that might be seen as setting a
precedent for Taiwan or Tibet.

In general, the Ukraine Crisis is more sui
generis and thus less system-shifting. Contextual
elements of this crisis are specific enough to the
regional context to moderate if not eliminate the
chances that the Ukraine Crisis will have a major
role in reshaping the international system.

THE BREAKDOWN OF ‘BALANCING DILEMMA’: RUSSIA’'S
FOREIGN POLICY IN A POST-UNIPOLAR WORLD

Alexander Korolev: Research Fellow,
Centre on Asia and Globalization, Lee Kuan
Yew School of Public Policy, National Univer-

sity of Singapore

There is a controversy in the IR theoreti-
cal literature on the concept of balancing. The
realist assumption is that balancing is inevita-
ble. If the hegemon manages to restrain itself
or employs strategies based more on benevo-
lence than coercion, other states are still prone
to worry about their safety and survival in the
unbalanced international system and will either
concentrate efforts to increase their capability
(internal balancing) or try to realign with other
secondary states (external balancing). There is
vast amount of literature that counters this posi-
tion and reasserts ‘Exceptionalism of American
domination and impossibility of balancing.’ For
example, “American power is extraordinary and
unprecedented, and puts U.S. in a “category of
its own.”

This literature lends its argument on 6 con-
ditions that guarantee the absence of balancing,
namely the effectiveness of the Grand Strategy
of the United States; the low availability of al-
lies under the conditions of the unipolar sys-
tem; America being a status quo powers; Amer-
ica being an international stability provider; the
nature of American power seen as non-threat-
ening; non-aggressive and benevolent; and the
unsurpassable power threshold generated by
the U.S. When this is applied to the current situ-
ation in international politics then it seems like
this balancing dilemma is ‘breaking down,’ as
neither of these assumptions are fully in place
(except the final one, which is also changing).

Since the 6 conditions of balancing are
not entirely satisfied, there is an environment
in which balancing can occur, this can be dem-
onstrated in Russian foreign policy. From Pu-
tin’s speech in Munich in 2007, he rejected the
concept of a ‘unipolar world.” In his speech at
the Valdai club in Sochi (2014) he said that the
so-called ‘victors’ in the Cold War had decided
to pressure events and reshape the world to suit
their own needs and interests.”

Between these two speeches there are em-
pirical cases to show that Russia does balance
against USA such as the Russia-Georgian War;
Syrian War and the Eurasian Union. The main
goal of the Russia-Georgian War was to thwart
the US’s political projects in Caucasus and
prevent Georgia’s NATO membership. It was
also the first time since the end of the Cold War
when Russia used military force outside its state
borders and also the first time when American
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forces were involved in military actions against
Russia. It was not forced on Russia by a direct
military attack on its own territory; otherwise
it would not be ‘balancing’. This was followed
by an extremely harsh reaction by the US and,
in the words of G.W Bush, “Russia has invaded
a sovereign neighboring state and threatens a
democratic government elected by its people...
Such an action is unacceptable in the 21st cen-
tury.” The main outcome was that Georgia’s
membership in NATO is a long way off.

Another was that of the Syrian Crisis,
where Russia has been providing military and
diplomatic support to the Syrian government;
the U.S. has been trying to uphold the rebels.
Russia and China vetoed four U.N. Security
Council resolutions on Syria. Once again, this
was not forced on Russia by a direct military
attack on its own territory. The outcome of this
was that any of the U.S.-led large- scale military
operations in Syria failed to materialize due to
increased costs of such endeavor.

The final case is that of the Eurasian Union.
Similar to the cases of Georgia and Syria, the
conflict in Ukraine was not directly forced on
Russia (Russia had not been attacked), which
would have ruled out the case for “balanc-
ing.” There was a sudden strong push by the
West for Association agreement with Ukraine
as a reaction to Russia’s Eurasian integration
agenda, which ties post-Soviet space together:
unification of economic regulation, coordina-
tion of policies in the energy sector; common
policies toward non-members. Why now, but
not under Yuschenko? The reaction of the West
was quite straightforward. In the words of Hi-
lary Clinton, “it’s not going to be called that
[Soviet Union]. It’s going to be called customs
union, it will be called the Eurasian Union and
all of that, but let’s make no mistake about it.
We know what the goal is and we are trying to
figure out effective ways to slow down or pre-
vent it” (December 2012). Two main outcomes
were achieved as a consequence: Crimea is
part of Russia and Ukraine’s NATO member-
ship is a vague prospect.

Conclusions:
— American foreign policy has triggered a
balancing response from another major power.
— The preconditions of “non-balancing”
are compromised.
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— Contrary to popular theoretical assump-
tions, balancing (hard, soft, internal, external)
does take place and can be effective.

— Russia has already taken the lead in re-
sisting U.S.-dominated unipolarity and, by do-
ing so, has resolved the collective action prob-
lem. Now, other major powers — China, India,
Japan, Germany — can decide wither unipolarity
is good/bad for them and, through its policies
towards Russia, accelerate the transformation
of the international system.

— Balancing responses of greater scale will
take place more regularly.

— If the US does not change its policies to-
wards Russia, there will be high probability of
China- Russia strategic alliance aimed at com-
prehensive balancing against America. This
will transform the current world order and mark
a historic return to the balance of power.

Discussant Ted Hopf-

1. Timothy’s paper concludes that the
Ukraine Crisis is sui generis. Rather than im-
plying Russia’s foreign policy or balancing of
powers, he attributed the crisis to a set of un-
usual circumstances.

2. The West, the U.S. in particular, played
unipolarity very poorly and inconsistently. In-
deed US hegemony is ‘dissipating.’

3. The 1990s is an important period for
Russia as it was during this period that Russia
realized the ‘meaning of democracy and mar-
kets’. These entailed chaos, criminality and po-
litical de- functionality. Since 1990’s there was
arelentless pressure on the Russian sovereignty.
Almost every IR scholar in the U.S., from real-
ists to constructivists, argued against NATO’s
expansion.

4. There is a serious lack of diplomacy
between U.S. and Russia. For example, in 2001
after 9/11, the U.S. received great support from
Russian people and Putin. Such efforts have
not been reciprocated and in November 2001,
the US pulled out of the ABM treaty. This was
followed by the Iraq invasion in 2003. Hence
giving Russia reason after reason to balance
against USA.

5. From 2003-2008, it seemed that Rus-
sia followed a foreign policy strategy of ‘liberal
imperialism,” where it pursued a neo-colonial
American strategy of penetrating and dominat-
ing neighboring countries and providing eco-

nomic assistance to them. This then changes in
2008 to hard-balancing.

6. However, the current situation is not
irreversible given the interdependence Russia
gained in the international system. The West
can regain the authority through collective ef-
forts through sharing powers.

7. Russia is indeed a balancing power.
However it may be an exaggeration to state that
Russia is the vanguard of balancing against the
US and that different countries would support
and join its efforts in also doing so. Russia is
fairly isolated internationally. While not many
countries are supporting the U.S. foreign poli-
cies on Russia, none are supporting Russia’s
policy on Ukraine and Georgia.

8. Despite the Ukraine Crisis, Russia
has been very cooperative on issues such as
nuclear non-proliferation, North Korea, Iran,
etc. Hence it does not seem to balancing against
everything. In fact the only entity that is purely
balancing against U.S. power, which is also a
common enemy for both the U.S. and Russia, is
global terrorism.

9. While the paper argues that Russia and
China can become strong allies, China may not
necessarily want to go this far, given Russia’s
actions as an ‘irresponsible power.’

10. The Eurasian Economic Union is pre-
sented as an economic counter balance to the
EU. That may not be the case. Apart from using
geopolitical tools to analyze this, exchange of re-
sources such as high-tech are relatively limited.

11. Where is US hegemony going? What
is the alternative? When the US caused the 2008
financial crisis due to the reckless mismanage-
ment of its securities markets, it was expected
that China and the rest would present an alter-
native to the American-led neoliberal order at
the next G20 meeting. However, at the meet-
ing there were only a few policy prescriptions
from them. China has benefited most from the
international system after 1945. It is unlikely
that China will break down the international in-
stitutions for the sake of Russia. Indeed, the US
has only lost 1% of its GDP since China’s rise
in 1978. Hence has there been much of a chal-
lenge to the American-led world order?

12. While the naval exercises that China
has held with Russia was the largest in has done
with any foreign power, have they held naval
exercises with any other foreign power? If they

have not, then the example is meaningless. Fur-
ther, how large is the exercise? If it is 1/100th
of a US-Japanese naval exercise then it is also
trivial from a balancing perspective.

13. While trade has doubled, but from what
level? What is it from a global perspective? An
argument can be made however, that these are
‘leading indicators’ of hard-balancing.

14. One of the features of ‘mass common
sense’ in Russia, especially in relation to sanc-
tions and public opinion was that the average
Russian does not desire neoliberal integration
with the world capitalist economy as a normal
or desirable thing. Sanctions are not ‘unpopu-
lar’ in Russia, but instead talk of more state
involvement and isolation is ‘popular.” Hence,
if the objective of Western sanctions is to turn
public opinion against Putin then it is counter-
productive.

Questions and Comments:

1. Do the Georgian, Syrian and Ukrainian
crises are very different. Do they indicate that we
are back to the era of proxy wars? Can escalation
be contained at strategic levels?

2. How can the level of commitment be-
tween China and Russia be assessed? Having a
strong economy may not directly translate into
world leadership immediately.

3. Does the fall in oil prices have an im-
pact on Russia’s projection of power?

4. Though Russia is balancing against
USA, it does not necessarily mean a return to a
multipolar or renewed bipolar order.

5. Balancing takes time, so when criticiz-
ing theories that argue that balancing will not
happen, clarity on the time horizon is essential.
Given that, in how long will Russia catch up?
It seems unlikely that Russia may do so as its
economy will take time to recover. It can also
be argued that Russia could be balancing against
threats as oppose to balancing against power.
In the case of the latter, this is done in 2 ways,
internal balancing (such as military spending
as mentioned in the presentation by Alexander)
and external balancing (forming alliances). Does
Russia have any such ‘allies?” This creates a
problem for a Russia’s overall strategy as it re-
lies heavily on asymmetrical balancing.

6. Interms of the China-Russia alliance,
Russia might be the junior partner economi-
cally. China is a status quo power, is establish-
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ing the strategic alliance with Russia really in
its interest?

7. Given their Russian population, are
Estonia and Latvia ‘next’ after Ukraine?

8. It seems to idealistic that Russian for-
eign policy has a long-term balancing vision
against USA. It seems more reactive.

9. Russia may not necessarily be isolat-
ed. Other major powers such as Japan, China
and India do not ‘follow’ American leadership
in relation to Ukraine.

10. USA has ‘outsourced’ its policy to Eu-
rope. Is this the case in the Ukraine crisis or is
Europe acting on its own?

11. China is not necessarily working to-
ward some sort of ‘alliance’ or ‘alignment’
with Russia. China is pursuing its own inter-
ests.

12. China is playing a leverage game in its
own interests. Every player is doing this and this
may eventually bring the world to multi-polarity
but it is not intentional acts of balancing.

13. The economic difficulties in Russia
may somehow change the public opinions in
Russia. However, it is important to delink the
public opinions and policy making process.

14. Public opinion in Russia may not be
the most accurate reflection of trends.

Responses:

Alexander Korolev:

1. Russia is not entirely ‘isolated’ in its
response to the Ukraine Crisis. Since the crisis,
China and Russia signed multiple contracts and
the Chinese government even offered to provide
economic assistance to Russia. Russia does not
need a ‘NATO-like’ alliance with China as mili-
tarily Russia is more than capable and equipped.
In this situation, ’silence’ is support. Beneath the
silence, there is growing trade and investment.

2. Balancing will occur with the means
they have at hand. Russia exerts pressure using
traditional geopolitical methods using energy
and pipelines.

3. Chinese scholars in fact, say that it is
Russia does not want to pursue an alliance with
China and deal with its foreign policy problems
rather than the other way around.

4. We have not completely stepped out of
the era of proxy wars. Proxy wars fit into the
concept of balancing.
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5. The paper does not deal with ‘bal-
ance of power’ but ‘balancing’. Hence it does
not argue that Russia is capable of changing the
international system and surpassing the United
States.

6. According to Waltz’s theory of inter-
national politics, balancing does not necessarily
have to be an intentional act of restoring multi-
polarity.

7. In Russia’s case, the benign relations
with other countries can be alignments instead
of alliances because Russia does not face direct
threats. China-Russia do not have to be formal
‘allies’ China and Russia conducted the biggest
military drills in Chinese history with any for-
eign power. China and Russia plan to conduct
drills in the Mediterranean, which is tradition-
ally, a NATO sphere of influence. Trade volume
between the two countries has almost doubled
since 2008. Further, it is not just oil and gas ex-
changes between Russia and China. There is a
list of contracts between the two in various other
sectors such as banking, technology and so on.

8. A poll shows that Russians who see
the U.S. as the No.l enemy actually read Eng-
lish news media and China is seen as the friend-
liest nation. Given the ‘China threat’ that drives
English media, Russia’s public opinion seems
to overlook this.

Timothy Colton.

1. There are differences between global
contexts and regional contexts. The region is sui
generis because what happened in the 90s was
not only the end of Cold War but also a country’s
decease. The collapse happened with minimum
communication. A quarter century later, we are
still dealing with the consequences, which have
been underestimated for a long. In the 80s it is
predicted after the swinging between ideology
politics and interest politics, it would be about
identities and eventually policy making tend to be
rational. However, it is interesting to see identity
politics have replaced interest politics in Ukraine.
This also poses a challenge for us and reminds us
to pay more attention to the puzzles of identities.

2. When the small countries are seeking
protection from big countries, under certain cir-
cumstances, they end up with the biggest leverage.
Proxy war is a very complex game in general.

3. Western sanctions make it difficult for
Russia to recover from falling oil prices and
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other woes of the economy. Russia is not very
credit-worthy at this stage. Though Russian
corporations and the Russian Government still
have cash reserves but they cannot use them as
they do not have access to international credit
for the foreseeable future.

4. Russia will still be a major oil reserve
for generations; however this oil from the Arc-
tic sea might entail a lot of cost to obtain, which
might not be very profitable.

5. Though Russia is not a ‘democra-
cy’, the leadership does enjoy a considerable
amount of mass support.

6. It is hard to see how Russia can sus-
tain itself over a long period of time with this
level of isolation and antagonism against it.

7. Thereis aschool of thought that says that
the major question in Ukraine is more about lan-
guage than ethnicity. The sector of native speak-
ing Russians in Ukraine were about 45-50% and
they are a part of a Russian civilizational world
that has been reinforced by the internet.

8. As far as Estonia and Latvia are con-
sidered, it may be a possibility that Russia
might exert pressure on them, but very few
would be sympathetic towards Russia as most
of them are citizens of EU countries and want
to avoid trouble at home. These countries are
also members of NATO, so it is unlikely that
Russia could make any territorial claims on
them but it could exert soft power on them.

RUSSIA — WEST RELATIONS AND RELATED THEORETICAL
PROBLEMS IN THE UKRAINIAN CRISIS

RUSSIA AND THE WEST: RETURN OF BALANCE OF POWER
POLITICS OR DIFFERING CONCEPTIONS ON WHAT IT MEANS?

T.V. Paul: James McGill Professor of In-
ternational Relations, McGill University

There is a debate, as evident in the theme
of this conference, whether this conflict is the
harbinger of a new world order signaling a pro-
found change in the structure of the international
system from a near unipolar to a multipolar one.

In this paper | argue that we are still several
years away from a hard balancing equilibrium
in Eurasia as the parties are reluctant to escalate
the conflict to an intense level. American mili-
tary aid to Ukraine may challenge the situation
a bit, but it is unlikely to lead to an intense hard
balancing effort by the West or by Russia due
to lack of allies, fear of losing too much eco-
nomically, and a realization of escalation of un-
wanted conflict on both sides. Instead, we will
see continued hedging based on soft balancing,
diplomatic engagement, and limited hard bal-
ancing for some years until threats crystallize
and the power capabilities of Russia and China
increase to the extent of upsetting the present
order. Increased nationalism is a possibility in
Russia and China and more asymmetrical mili-
tary challenges to regional order.

The Western conception of balance of
power implies an expansion and consolidation
of the liberal pacific union to prevent the rise of
challengers, including semi-authoritarian Rus-
sia and China, and deterring potential and actu-
al threats emanating from them. This strategic
conception comes out of the liberal notion that
the spread of democracy and liberal institutions
are sure guarantors of enduring peace.

The European Union shows that a pluralis-
tic security community can emerge in a region
that experienced unending wars and rivalries
through the millennia, if the liberal principles
are applied.

This strategy is based on the notion of
“overwhelming preponderance as a pacifying
condition,” rather than the balance or equilib-
rium of forces between the two sides. This is
also routed in hegemonic stability logic that se-
curity is assured only when a benign hegemon
has dominance over restive regions.

Western strategy toward Russia has been
one of steady expansion of the liberal pacific
union. At the end of the Cold War, the Euro-
pean Union and NATO invited former repub-
lics and allies of Russia in Eastern Europe to
join NATO. In the first round of expansion, in
March 1999, Poland, Hungary and Czech Re-
public were added to NATO.

The problem with the Western policy is the
absence of a proper strategy to integrate the for-
mer superpower that is yet to accept the norms
of the Western liberal pacific union. The more it
resisted acceptance of Western goals, the harder
the Western positions became. Further, the ear-
lier invitations to Russia to join Western institu-
tions were not intended to give it a prominent
status as a great power but one among several
equals, if only it accepted the Western liberal
principles in both domestic and international af-
fairs. In the new European order, the notion of
great power status looked antiquated.

The Western position thus has been some-
what ideologically-driven and it gives the
impression of surpassing or transcending tra-
ditional power politics as well as its chief com-
ponent, balance of power politics. It reveals a
strategy of overwhelming preponderance of
liberal states as the best guarantor of peace in
Europe. This policy appears to be fair at face
value, but it gives the impression it is neutral to
geopolitical consequences.

Russia under Putin has been playing ac-
cording to the dictates of realism and classical
balance of power, while the West is treating
its expansion toward Eastern Europe, includ-
ing former Soviet republics, as a benign liberal
strategy with righteous ideological overtones.

It appears that both sides are driven by
peculiar notions of balance of power, despite
the liberal overtones of Western policies. The
West wants to bind all East European states un-
der NATO and the EU so as to balance Russia
in both hard and soft balancing methods, even
though it does not say it in so many words. This
reflects the opposite views of the two sides on
what constitutes international order, especially
the rights and obligations of great powers, and
their regional spheres of influence.

An interesting question is whether the
Western understanding of international order it-
self is changing. John Ikenberry has argued that
durable post-war orders were created by win-
ners, especially democracies, by establishing
“interlocking institutions” limiting the power of
the winner that increasingly took on “constitu-
tional characteristics.” Limitations on what the
winner can take disproportionately have been
essential for order creation. He states: “limits
are set on what actors can do with momentary
advantages. Losers realize that their losses are
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limited and temporary, and that to accept those
losses is not to risk everything or to give the
winners a permanent advantage.

The winner gave the impression of taking
on all the advantages, especially from Moscow’s
point of view. Russia does not consider itself a
loser, unlike the vanquished in previous major
wars, yet it has little sympathy left in many of
its former republics. Transforming the victory
of the West into legitimate authority is a major
challenge here. The favourable conclusion of
the end of the Cold War occurred through di-
plomacy and the Western powers, especially the
US and Germany, showed statesmanship in not
aggravating the Soviet difficulties or undercut-
ting Gorbachev who was making painful for-
eign policy choices. What we are missing today
is statesmanship on both sides similar to 1989-
1991 period.

Russian Conceptions:

Russia wants to retain its status as a great
power and the dominant state, or primus inter
pares, among its former republics and East Euro-
pean allies. This persisting opposition to NATO
and EU expansion is contained in Russian for-
eign policy documents, especially the military
doctrine Moscow issues periodically. The new
Russian military doctrine issued in December
2014 states that the “main external military dan-
ger* comes from an increasing power potential
of NATO and giving it global functions carried
out in violation of international law.

The general problem in the Russia-West-
ern relationship is a dearth of sensitivity to each
other’s points of view, the lack of trust and the
absence of statesmanship on both sides to avoid
a rivalry from emerging.

Status competition thus is an underlying is-
sue here which is not easy to reconcile for the
parties concerned. Material capabilities cannot
explain why Moscow still pursues status projects
with such vehemence. It may well be true that the
material weakness of Russia is what affected its
status in the West and neighboring states.

Will Intense Balance of Power Competi-
tion Re-emerge?

The chances of an intense balance of power
competition between the West and Russia in the
near and medium terms are low because states
tend to hard balance through two mechanisms:
1. Internal balancing — i.e., building a strong
armed force on one’s own, and 2. Through ex-
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ternal balancing, which involves finding suit-
able allies who would form a coalition to bal-
ance the external powers. On both these counts,
the Russian efforts are likely to fall short. Rus-
sia may build more nuclear weapons as a bal-
ancing mechanism, but that has little relevance
for its relations with the former republics. They
at best will remain neutral in Russia’s conflict
given that it has legal implications as well.

Western efforts to develop further links
with unattached Russian neighbours may be
hampered by the fear of Russia’s direct action
similar to Ukraine. Even among NATO mem-
ber states, leaders of Poland, Czech Republic
among others, have expressed opposition to
NATO expansion to additional spaces or to
send troops to protect Ukraine.

How to Prevent Intense Balance of Power
Competition?

Liberals can also believe in their own pro-
paganda as they claim to stand for universal
values of liberty, freedom and self-determina-
tion. What the West is communicating to Rus-
sia is that it has to accept a secondary role as a
co-opted power in the European order, headed
by the EU and NATO, built around liberal prin-
ciples. These Western idealistic pronunciations
have little resonance in Moscow which does
not consider the liberal hegemony as benign or
without power considerations.

The problem is that Russia is a weak global
power, but is not a defeated great power and has
residual power to spoil peace regionally and
globally through asymmetrical means. Better
statecraft is needed on both sides, and diplomacy
has to be elevated to a higher level if a rapid de-
terioration of relations and escalation of violence
are to be avoided. Institutional structures need to
be created for confidence building and conflict
resolution. But a dramatic reordering of world
power structure is not in the cards for now.

INTERESTS, HEDGING AND STATUS: EXPLAINING INDIA’S
RESPONSE TO THE UKRAINE CRISIS

Rajesh Basrur: Professor, Coordinator,
South Asia Programme, S. Rajaratnam School
of International Studies, NTU

The basic question addressed is why In-
dia reacted mildly to Russia’s military action
in Ukraine. The reasons are twofold: 1) Russia
has been a source of immense political support

to India on critical issues such as the Kashmir
dispute with Pakistan, its nuclear status and so
on. 2) Russia has long been the biggest supplier
of advanced weaponry to India, amounting to
$40 billion over the last 10 years. That said,
Russia’s place in Indian strategy is declining
and simultaneously America’s place is advanc-
ing. In terms of political support, USA helps
India better integrate itself in the non- prolif-
eration regime. The US has also emerged as
India’s largest arms supplier. If that is the case,
why is Russia still important enough for India
to ignore what it has done in Ukraine?

India places a premium on strategic au-
tonomy. This has security and status benefits as
it helps India to spread its bets in both spheres.
In terms of security, what India has been doing
in the past is to keep away from the great pow-
er game by seeking alternative pathways - its
commonly known Non- alignment movement,
which is a weak power strategy, is an example.

As a rising power however, India’s strat-
egy has changed from staying away from great
power relations to actually engaging in and with
it, to its own benefit by building multiple strate-
gic partnerships. Through this, India is trying to
optimize is autonomous position in what is es-
sentially a post alliance world, where structural
politics is diminishing. In other words, ‘Balance
of Power’ does not have the same meaning it
used to. In the current era, it is hard to actually
use that strategy among great or major pow-
ers for two reasons: 1) the presence of nuclear
weapons. Patterns indicate is this is why great
powers avoid conflict; 2) economic interdepen-
dence: it is quite common place to say that the
latter did not prevent World War 1, but it did
not occur to this extent. The complex chains of
production that exist today prevent states from
letting them break and deriving benefit.

In a situation such as this, the strategies
that India (and others) uses are: 1) building mil-
itary capabilities, even though many are redun-
dant and cannot be used. For example, the US
would not think of India as the strategic partner
as it does had it not been for the 1998 nuclear
tests; 2) developing support in international in-
stitutions. As a post-colonial state, this helps
India in establishing its ‘status’. India is a part
of G20 and will be a part of APEC. Though In-
dia does not play a very proactive role in these
institutions, it is important to get a seat.
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India is a relatively week aspiring great pow-
er and it tries to establish itself as one without ruf-
fling too many feathers and by presenting itself as
a responsible power. It does so by providing lim-
ited security cooperation without incurring much
cost. This demonstrates that Indian behaviour is a
reflection of how all states behave in the post-cold
war system. It is important to make a distinction
between security-seeking behaviour and status-
seeking behaviour, which is useful for policy mak-
ers as well to find out what they are looking for.
What India is doing is optimizing security through
strategic partnership and status through diversi-
fied networks. It is evident that everyone is play-
ing this game. The distinction between balance of
power and balancing is also critical as much of the
latter is symbolic. Even India’s security seeking
behaviour is changing. For example, the use of
force has and accumulation of military power has
limited value and finally, alliances don’t amount to
much, which is why this behaviour is replaced by
strategic partnerships. Commitments are always
limited.

Discussant Huang Jing:

It seems to be that the scholars on this panel
agree that the Ukraine Crisis and how it was han-
dled by Russia is a fundamental challenge to the
international system established in 1945. This
not only attributed to tensions between national
players in the system, but also the legitimacy of
the system itself. Professor Paul touched on the
question of legitimacy. America’s own behaviour
has undermined its legitimacy through its uni-
lateral behaviour. Professor Feng Shaolei men-
tioned the Kosovo crisis, which also exemplifies
this point. Next, the system is also challenged by
rising powers. While China benefits from the in-
ternational order, it but does not necessarily want
to maintain it as it does not recognize China’s
political system as it is not compatible with the
liberal order led by USA. This brings up two key
questions: to what extent can the West remain
united under the current world order and to what
degree can rising powers recognize this order?

Questions/Comments from the Audience:

1) Russia was ranked 6th in military
spending and now it is ranked 3rd. Also, there
is a massive re-armament programme in Rus-
sia. What are the reasons to not call this internal
balancing?
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2) Much of the strategic behaviour in the
post-cold war period is hedging - how do you
define it? Is it different from Southeast Asian
states are adopting? What can be used to define
India’s behaviour?

3) What is the difference between India
and China’s response to the Ukraine crisis on
the other hand? What is the difference between
India’s response to Ukraine and the Soviet inva-
sion of Afghanistan on the other?

4) TIs the Russia-China-India alliance for
India’s status elevation useful?

5) Who is challenging the world order? Is
it Russia or the West? What is the purpose of
NATO’s expansion to east? Is it to secure Eu-
rope from Russia, which it was very weak in
doing after the fall of the Soviet Union? The
reason was to decrease Russian space? Who is
responsible for the Ukraine Crisis? Is it Russia?
Russia helped Ukraine to survive economical-
ly? Is it a Russian organized coup-de-at?

6) It is a bit a stretch to make it think
World Order can be impaired by the crisis in
Ukraine. It is different from Berlin crisis of 1948
and is more ‘regional’ in nature. The post 1989
order in Europe along with the understanding
between Europe, Russia and America is broken
down. These understandings need to be studied
and questioned historically.

7) No Russian historian has produced
a document to show that this was agreed that
NATO would expand eastwards.

8) In 1990, when Iraq intervened into Ku-
wait, it seemed like a threat to American world
order, but it was not, can this be the case of the
crisis in Ukraine. What will India and Russia do
with its new power and status? Will Japan go
down this route, why is it not doing so?

9) What are the debates on leading schol-
ars on China-Russia relations?

10) Small states are not irrelevant in great
power relations. Though China is given an in-
ternational status, denied Russia was denied of a
military and/or material status. Small states are
playing a destructive role. E.g.: Georgia, where
the small state decided to gain from the conflict
between USA and Russia, also Ukraine for that
matter. Ukraine is different for 2 reasons: 1) it
is tied to ideology-associated with it being a
source of the Slavic civilization; 2) Choice of
the economic system: Ukraine is fundamental
to Russian security.
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11) Russia was not defeated militarily
after the Cold War. Instead, it reconstructed
communism by the efforts of the communist
people.

Responses:

Professor Rajesh Basrur:

1) Hedging is defined as establishing stra-
tegic partnerships, i.e. trying to build capabilities
without strong commitment. A lot of it is sym-
bolic meaning. In response to Ukraine, China
has taken active steps towards drawing closer
to Russia and India’s response has been to stay
as far away as possible. India’s response to Af-
ghanistan is not all that different from Ukraine.
The difference is that there was a public state-
ment stating its position in the case of the latter.

2) Through the Russia-India-China
grouping India is two things: (1) establishing
political communication to different audiences:
To the US it sends the message that is not depen-
dent on it. To the Russians, that despite growing
relations with Washington, its ties with Russia
is still important. To China, that it is not a part
of any containment strategy against it. (2) Sta-
tus: The idea is to tell major and smaller players
that they belong the ‘great powers’ club.

3) Japan is not going about establishing
its status actively was because it was better
integrated into the international system after
World War 2.

4) India is responding to China’s rise
through by engaging in balancing behaviour. It
builds ties with the US to build its capabilities
as India competes with China for status. Hence,
it uses a bandwagoning strategy against China
in this regard.

Professor Feng Shaolei:
Ukraine crisis is a key test for China’s for-
eign policy.

Professor T.V. Paul:

1) While Russia is building military capa-
bilities to balance, it cannot be called ‘balance
of power’ as the process assumes parity equilib-
rium with other forces competing with it. Rus-
sia’s building of capability in no way changes
the outcome in the way the order is structured.

2) Hedging is commonly used as there is
no other term to look at the world given the com-
plexity of alliance structures. While there was the
alliance structure in the Asia Pacific, there has

been a ‘pivot’ amongst Southeast Asian countries.
Countries which were not initially ‘American al-
liance’ countries, are now becoming so. There is
hence a limited hard balancing going on amongst
ASEAN states towards China. There are multiple
layers of balancing. India’s behaviour is also soft
balancing, but also limited hard balancing as it is
building its air force, navy and so on but it is not
to the extent of an arms race.

3) Russia’s interventions have not really
helped its national security in the long run. Be-
ginning from the Afghan intervention in 1971
or Georgia. Immediate tactical gains are not
long term strategic gains in terms of regional
influence.

Professor Huang Jing:

1) The expansion of NATO does not
challenge international order but instead it rein-
forces the American led world order as it keeps
up with the momentum of the disintegration of
the Soviet Union.

2) Ukraine is important to Russia as per-
haps China is to Taiwan or Kashmir is to India.
It is the collapse of stability in Ukraine that un-
dermined the collapse of its stability to Russia.

3) The strategic mistake made by the
West was that it overplayed its hand in Ukraine,
which intensified the crisis.

4) The Ukrainian crisis is not a just a Eu-
ropean problem, as it tests America’s ability as
a global leader.

5) China faces a dilemma: It cannot stand
with Putin as it will lose credibility internation-
ally, this would damage its key relations with
the United States.

Panel 3:
Changing Asia: the shift of regional power
balance — Russia and China

UKRAINE CRISIS AND THE REALIST WORLDVIEW
OF CHINA'S FOREIGN IN POLICY ELITE

Da Wei: Director, China Institutes of Con-
temporary International Relations

The realist Worldview of the China’s
Foreign Policy Elite
It is natural for political leaders and foreign
policy elites from all over the world to have re-
alist view, but for Chinese elites, they have a
particularly strong tendency to be realist.
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1. A nation-state centric world view. Chi-
na strictly sticks to the “territorial integrity and
sovereignty independence” principle, so some
issues like Taiwan issue, Tibet-related issue and
territorial disputes over the South China Sea are
linked with the “core national interest”. Nation
state is the basic unit that Chinese foreign policy
elites use when they try to do the strategic plan-
ning, and the Chinese leaders’ main concerns
are challenges from other nation-states.

2. All the major countries pursue power
and glory. China thinks it is natural for US to
pursue its leadership and hegemon. China itself
wants to achieve “national rejuvenation”, Presi-
dent Xi’s priority. When talking about power,
China’s elites refer to material power resources.
Even soft power is regarded as material power
such as exporting of cultural industry.

3. The continuous national security con-
cern. Historically, China worried about its sur-
vival as a country, facing the invasion of other
countries, and then China faced the insecurity
of the backwardness of its economy. Although
China becomes the No. 2 economy today, Chi-
na still has concerns over the political security,
middle-income trap, and containment by the su-
per powers.

4. Deeply influenced by the view of
structural realism. China always talks about
bipolar world and then the course towards
multipolar world. In recent years, China talks
about the avoidance of “Thucydides trap”, us-
ing the language of polarity of the structural
realism to describe the international environ-
ment.

5. Great influence of the geopolitical
view. Many Chinese foreign policy elites like
to use terms such as “encirclement” or “con-
tainment” in a very strict and rigorous way. In
recent years, they emphasize the importance of
sea power and link it with China’ great power
position in the world.

6. The anarchic nature of the world poli-
tics. Many believe that the international institu-
tion and interdependence cannot stop hegemon-
ic countries.

The reasons for Chinese elites to have
such a strong realist view can be explained
by historical memories when China encoun-
tered the West in the 19th century and the
lessons learnt from the collapse of the Soviet
Union.
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The Ukraine Crisis

The crisis intensified the realist world-

view in China.

1. The return of the power politics and
geopolitics. China views the Ukraine Crisis
as the latest development of the Russia-West
confrontation since the 1990s. Russia’s politi-
cal space was viewed as squeezed step by step
in last 20 years. Many see the importance of
military powers in that process, for example, as
Russia is a militarily strong country, no coun-
tries or international institutions can stop Russia
from annexing Crimea, despite of the existence
of sanctions.

2. From the crisis, Chinese get an updated
understanding of the power of the West. Before
the crisis, many people talked about the decline
of the West, but after the crisis, the financial and
economic sanction against Russia make people
realize that the West’s power is not limited in
the military aspect. Chinese are talking about
whether similar sanctions would be imposed
against China in the future.

3. Another power of the West is the dis-
course power, the dominant ideology that pro-
voked “colour revolution”. The crisis started
with the political instability in Ukraine since
2004 and in the year of 2013. A series of “colour
revolution” since this century has posed serious
concerns to Chinese leaders.

Generally speaking, China has the sym-
pathetic attitude on Russia, but many people
also ask is Russia’s response right or not. The
mainstream view is that it is not Russia’s inter-
est to have too strong response. There is an in-
ternal challenge to China’s realist view: on the
one hand, the Chinese sympathize with Russia,
but on the other hand, the Russia’s annexing of
Crimea put China into an awkward dilemma be-
cause China cannot support that considering the
sovereignty issue.

This crisis put China into a difficult posi-
tion to balance Russia and the West. China and
Russia’s strategic cooperation and alignment
seems unlikely. It is quite clear that in China the
main stream view is a real meaningful align-
ment with Russia cannot be achieved on this is-
sue. Although the two countries have some kind
of strategic cooperation to support Russia, it is
a challenge for them to balance.

China’s Approach to Ease its Realist Con-
cern:
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China’s realist worldview stems from the
fact that for a long time China’s foreign policy
has been defensive and responsive to the out-
side world. In recent years, President Xi put
forward that China wants to be more proactive
and China launched a lot of new initiatives and
declared that it will not follow the pure realist
logic. However, China still lacks the detailed
and practical strategic planning, and the lan-
guage China is using sometimes seems too re-
alistic and its theoretical basis is still not very
clear. Now China has two-fold approach: hard
realist defense and soft idealist cooperation.

The harsh policy can been seen when Chi-
na perceives its interests being affected. China
use the harsh policy to ease its concern over is-
sues as, for example, the South China Sea issue
and East China Sea issue and other core interest
issues like Taiwan, Tibet and so on. In recent
years, China has tried to modernize its military
capability and strengthen its internal balancing
to ease such concerns.

On the other hand, partially since the last
half of last year, China launched massive coop-
erative policy agenda, trying to go beyond real-
ism. China tries to manage the realist relation-
ship with major countries like the US. China
calls for the so-called “New Model of Major
Country Relationship” with the US and other
major countries. Although it is still a realist
logic, but China tries to manage it very well.
With regard to the relationship with neighbor-
ing countries, China tries to strengthen the in-
terdependence and build the new institutions,
with “One Belt One Road”, RCEP, and FTAAP
being the examples.

As China’s capability grows, China will
have a clearer and well-elaborated foreign
strategy. The proportion of realism in China’s
future strategy depends on how realist the West
strategy is viewed by China. Therefore, it is an
interaction process.

HOW DOES THE UKRAINE CRISIS INFLUENCE
RUSSIAN-CHINESE  RELATIONS: CURRENT TRENDS
AND FUTURE PROSPECTS

Vladimir Portyakov: Deputy Director,
Head of Research, Institute of Far Eastern Af-
fairs, Russian Academy of Sciences

Ukraine crisis to some extent affects
Russia’s relations with the People’s Republic

of China. China’s attitude to Russia in this
crisis was benevolent or at least objectively
neutral, thus sharply contrasted the reaction
on the part of the US and European leaders
and mass media.

China did not join the West in political and
economic sanctions against our country. On the
contrary, it positively responded to the willing-
ness of the Russian authorities to expand ties.
Some realist experts begin to say the rapproche-
ment between Russia and China, and Ukrainian
crisis would become a “turning point” in their re-
lations. In order to understand why our bilateral
relations resistant to any large changes, it may be
worth to look at the Pre-history in brief.

During 25 years of history, Russia-China
relations developed from “good-neighbourli-
ness” to “comprehensive partnership and stra-
tegic interaction”. As a result, bilateral relations
have a self-sufficient nature, and have stable
immunity against all sorts of perturbations in
the world that developing gradually. Bilateral
relations are shock-resistant, because as allies
they struggle for preservation of cultural and
civilizational diversity of the world and strug-
gle for strategic stability in central Asia against
the so-called Colour Revolution.

The partnership ties are important and
targeted at supporting their independent and
autonomous foreign policy, and also the other
to sustain chosen respective way of societal
development. Sino-Russian relations are not a
static phenomenon. They react to the most im-
portant global processes and challenges of the
time as well as to adapt to the changing situa-
tion. In the case of the Russia-Georgia conflict
in 2008, China did not deter from abiding to
its universal principle of sovereignty and ter-
ritorial integrity of states and the same time to
take the position that generally satisfied Russia.
Essentially, China worked out the matrix of its
self-positioning in case such or similar crises
arise in future. In the essence, such matrix is
meant not to damage relations with Russia in
whatever the circumstances, to declare abid-
ance by the principles of territorial integrity and
peaceful resolution of conflict by means of ne-
gotiation and sustaining strongest possible ties
with the other conflicting party.

China sees economic and political support
to Ukraine promised in December 2013 as a
huge help. The agreement on Strategic Partner-
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ship achieved at that time does not only meet
China’s own pragmatic interest, but also help in
stabilization of the situation in Ukraine and pre-
vent it strongly moving towards the West. But
unfortunately the situation developed the other
way.

Major Features of China’s Reaction to

the Ukrainian Crisis

China found itself in an “uncomfortable
position” or “in difficult situation” and demon-
strated its “strongest unwillingness” to be in-
volved in this crisis. The cautiousness of Beijing
at the initial stage of the crisis can be explained
partly by the traditions of Chinese diplomacy.

The main one is how to minimize the ac-
tual and potential damage that might be caused
to China by events in Ukraine. Ukraine is seen
as a link to the Silk Road Economic Belt, and
Ukraine was one of the largest suppliers of mili-
tary and technology production to China in the
post-Soviet period. That is why when the events
that lead to the ousting of Victor Yanukovich
on February 21, 2014, China demonstrated
its willingness “to respect the choice made by
the Ukrainian people” and to develop ties with
Ukraine as with “important strategic partner”.
When Petro Poroshenko was elected as the
President of Ukraine, China hoped the situation
turn stable. Xi Jinping congratulated President
Poroshenko on his election and sent Cai Wu as
a special representative of China to take part
in the new Ukrainian President’s inauguration
ceremony. After the first agreement was signed
in September 2014, Xi Jingping met Putin in
Dushanbe and called upon Ukraine “as soon as
possible to start the inclusive dialogue in order
to reach comprehensive political resolution of
the crisis.”

At the same time, China asked Ukraine
not to become a pawn in the Western game and
not to “burn bridges” in its relations with Rus-
sia. China explained its position in the Global
Times that “the conflicting parties are waiting
for China to take a clear position in this crisis.”
However, China did not play a decisive role in
the conflict. This is arguably a very reasonable
position. What is important to stress is that,
China maintained its neutral position for sever-
al months regarding the confrontation between
Kiev and militia in the south-east of Ukraine.
But after the so-called election in Donetsk and
Lugansk People’s Republics in November 2,
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2014, Beijing’s news analysts began to mention
the militiamen in the eastern region as “anti-
government forces.”

The next important assessment is the role
of'the US in the Ukrainian crisis. They were very
cautious because China is interested in forming
a “New Type of Major Powers Relations” with
the US. Also some Chinese experts in the first
stage of the conflict hoped that the US begin to
pay more attention to Europe, thus the course of
“Return to Asia” would be weakened. But after
Obama’s visit to East Asia in April, it was clear
that the frictions with China would remain as
much as before.

Indeed, there are two perspectives among
Chinese experts: those who study Russia, es-
pecially Central Asia, assess America’s posi-
tion quite sternly and negatively, emphasizing
that “from the very start of the crisis America
chose to interfere in the Ukrainian situation by
all available means”. Furthermore, they argue
that the US position is in response to Russia’s
vetoing of the US draft resolutions on Syria
and Iraq. On the other hand, Chinese special-
ists on the US ignore the Ukrainian crisis in the
bilateral relations between China and the US.
An example would be Professor Wang Jisi, who
recently published an article on “Contemporary
World” in which he, while reviewing in detail
“the international problems, on which the views
of Beijing and Washington are not similar”,
granted no attention to the Ukrainian crisis.

China made no pronouncement on the vote
on the anti-Russian resolutions submitted by
Western countries at the UN Security Council.
Beijing did not join the anti-Russian sanctions
of the West and condemned them as an ac-
ceptable instrument of political and economic
pressure. China and Russia continued to coop-
erate actively within multilateral formats and
Xi Jinping supported Putin many times during
the member’s meetings of last year. As for the
bilateral trade of China and Russia last year, it
achieved more than 95 billion USD. Perhaps,
China substitutes Western countries in Russia’s
trade. European Union’s share in the RF trade
declined by one percentage in 2014, but the
share of China increased from 10.5 to 11.2%
last year.

Agreements on joint designing of the wide-
body aircraft for non-military exploration and
foreign- exchange swap were signed last year.
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The West sees China as the major “beneficiary”
in the Ukrainian crisis because of the natural-
gas supply agreement, but Beijing rejected
such claims, saying that it is totally unreason-
able. There are also some differences in the
Chinese position in Russia’s role in Ukrainian
crisis, which to some extend may influence the
future.

Despite criticism on this idea, China fa-
vours a ‘Russian zone of influence’. As for the
position on Crimea, many Chinese newspapers
including Renmin Ribao, try to remain objec-
tive. At the official level, some Chinese schol-
ars stated that Crimea’s entry into Russia was
justified, but this position was not effectively
expressed in the print media. On the other hand,
the view that having acquired the Crimea, Rus-
sia lost Ukraine — was expressed in print and
discourse.

Prospects for Russia-China Relations

There has been a major decline in Rus-
sia’s economic growth and the IMF predicts
a decline in GDP over the next two years.
There role of Russia in China’s foreign trade
might decline and there are not any good
prospects for trade due to devaluation of
Rouble. It is likely that the share of China in
Russia’s trade will increase to 13-15% but it
is still comparatively less than its share trade
with the US. Several complexities downplay
two national projects of international co-
operation — that is, the Eurasian Economic
Union (EAEU) being propelled by Russia,
and the concept of the “Silk Road Economic
Belt” (SREB) being actively promoted by
Beijing.

There are three realistic scenarios for evo-
lution of bilateral Russian-Chinese:

1. sustaining of the reached level;

2. consistent improvement;

3. some deterioration.

It can be argued that after the Ukrainian
crisis the probability for realisation of the sec-
ond scenario slightly grew from 25 to 30%
(from total 100%), while the probability for
realization of the first scenario — preservation
of the status-quo — would reduce from 70% to
65%. The third scenario hypothetically can be
realised in case of coincidence and synergetic
effect of all afore-analyzed unfavourable fac-
tors. Nevertheless, its probability at the level of
5% would remain insignificant.

IS CHINA TRYING TO PUSH THE US OUT OF EAST ASIA?

Wang Dong: Associate Professor, Insti-
tute of International Studies, Director, Center
for Northeast Asian Strategic Studies, Peking
University

The rise of China, both economically and
militarily, has increasingly posed a challenge
to the US primacy in East Asia. Arguably, the
interactions between China, the rising power,
and the United States, the incumbent domi-
nant power, will to a great extent shape a fu-
ture regional strategic landscape. One of the
key questions for understanding the future tra-
jectory of regional order, of course, is China’s
strategy of dealing with the predominant pow-
er the United States. Is China trying to push
the United States out of East Asia and build a
China-dominated regional order? Contrary to
some Western analysts’ accusations, it will be
argued that rather than intending to push the
United States out of East Asia, China is pursu-
ing a hedging strategy.

There is an emerging discourse of China
pursuing of the so-called “Monroe Doctrine” in
the past few years. This discourse is because of
the growing perception of China’s assertive be-
haviour. But this has misread China’s intention
and misinterpreted China’s behaviour attribut-
ed to an absence of the Chinese perceptive. The
recent example of Air Defence Identification
Zone (ADIZ) and how that has been misread
by part of the community will be discussed.

China’s hedging strategy in East Asia can
be defined as an insurance strategy that aims at:

— Reducing or minimizing risks brought
by the uncertainties in the system,

— Increasing freedom of maneuver,

— Diversifying strategic options,

— Shaping the preferences of adversary.

It is a portfolio or mixed strategy that con-
sists of both cooperative and competitive stra-
tegic instruments ranging from engagement,
enmeshment, fang fan (taking precautions
measures), qian zhi (something softer than
hard balancing and harder than soft balancing)
and balancing. Any hedging portfolio will be
a combination of both these cooperative and
competitive strategic instruments.

China and ASEAN
For many years since the end of the Cold
War, under the guidance of “peaceful develop-

ment” strategy, Beijing avoided security com-
petition with the unipolar hegemon, the United
States, actively engaged and reassured ASEAN
countries through “good neighbour” diplomacy,
and successfully created a stable external envi-
ronment for its economic growth. For example,
in 2002, China and ASEAN initiated the process
to establish a free trade area; in 2012, China and
15 other regional states formally embarked on
the Regional Comprehensive Economic Part-
nership (RCEP) negotiation process, marking a
key step toward a deeper level of regional eco-
nomic integration.

In political and security arenas, China ac-
tively supported and participated in ASEN-cen-
tered regional multilateral regimes such as the
ASEAN Regional Forum (ARF), ASEAN+3,
East Asia Summit (EAS), ASEAN Defense Min-
isters Meeting Plus (ADMM-Plus). In 2003 Chi-
na signed the Treaty of Amity and Cooperation
in Southeast Asia (TAC) with the ASEAN, and
the two decided to establish the China-ASEAN
Strategic Partnership for Peace and Prosperity. In
2011, Chinese President Xi Jinping called for the
building of a more closely-knit China-ASEAN
Community of Common Destiny.

Beijing’s expansion of its ties with the
ASEAN is part of its hedging portfolio that
aims at fulfilling the following goals: minimiz-
ing the risks brought by U.S. hegemonic behav-
iour through engagement and accommodation
of U.S. primacy; diversifying its strategic op-
tions vis-a-vis the United States and preserving
and expanding China’s freedom of maneuver;
as well as shaping U.S. preferences through
engagement and persuasion (both peaceful and
forceful).

The Shanghai Cooperation Organiza-

tion (SCO) and China’s Foreign Policy

Activism

The SCO has evolved into a premier region-
al security regime that encompasses China, Rus-
sia and Central Asia states and keep expanding,
China has expanded security ties with Russia
and Central Asia states, diversified and secured
sources of energy supply, and enhanced coopera-
tion with member states against threats posed by
the “Three Evils” (sangu shili), namely terror-
ism, separatism, and extremism. Since the Presi-
dent Xi Jinping assumed office, the new leader-
ship has advocated the so-called fen fa you wei
(proactive) policy agenda which includes ambi-
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tious proposals to build a “Silk Road Economic
Belt” extending through Central Asia and a new
“Maritime Silk Road” with the ASEAN coun-
tries, “One Belt and One Road” in short. Sup-
posedly, China’s “One Belt and One Road” was
designed to promote economic growth through
building connectivity in the region, boosting
exports, enhancing access to natural resources,
and to integrate China’s neighbours more closely
with the Chinese economy.

China’s foreign policy activism naturally
raises the question whether or not China aims to
“push the United States out” of the Asia Pacific
and form an exclusive, China-dominated regional
order? Arguably, the SCO, where China remains
the main architect and promoter, is a counter-
balance to the United States, or as some western
analyst puts it, “China’s NATO.” However, the
worry that the SCO would be developing into an
anti-U.S. coalition might be overstated. Chinese
Foreign Ministry actually repeatedly ruled out
the possibility that the SCO would “evolve into a
political and military bloc.”

China-Russia Relations

Since his assumption of office, President
Xi’s first foreign visit was to Russia. During
that trip, he declared that the China-Russia
relationship was “the most important bilateral
relationship in the world”. Apparently, Xi’s
visit was meant to send a message to the United
States and the West that Beijing and Moscow
had an option. It is not surprising that the two
want to be close when Beijing is increasingly
disturbed by perceived U.S. heavy-handed piv-
ot/rebalancing to Asia, and Moscow’s relations
with the United States more and more strained
after Vladimir Putin was re-elected Russian
president, particularly, in the wake of the recent
crises over Crimea and Ukraine.

Despite some realist scholars’ urge for
forming a China-Russia alliance, Beijing and
Moscow apparently are not prepared to go
down that road. In fact, Putin himself has pub-
licly brushed aside the possibility of forging a
political and military alliance between Russia
and China, even when the Ukraine crisis broke
out. Beijing has so far settled for the strategy of
“forging a partnership without forming an alli-
ance” (jiebang er bu jiemeng), which features a
very typical hedging behaviour.

Falling short of the extreme pressure from
US, which will be a serious strategic security
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treats, Beijing and Moscow will continue to
pursue a hedging strategy, forming a tactical
coalition in groupings such as Group of 20
(G20) or the BRICS countries, but shy away
from forging any formal alliance.
The CICA and New Asian Security
Concept

In his May 2014 speech at CICA summit,
Chinese President Xi Jinping unveiled China’s
“New Asian Security Concept,” stating that “it
is for the people of Asia to run the affairs of
Asia, solve the problems of Asia and uphold
the security of Asia.” He also called for the
development of regional security cooperation
architecture and specifically criticized the Cold
War mentality. Xi’s speech was read by some
Western analysts as a declaration of China’s
“Monroe Doctrine”. However, such anxiety is
overblown.

The reason is also very clear. Careful
reading of President Xi’s speech, is that there
is nothing surprisingly new or by no means re-
visionist in nature. China has always been criti-
cal of the Cold War mentality and the alliance
system associated with it, and China has always
been stressing for the respect of sovereignty
and non-interference in internal affairs. At the
core of Xi’s “New Asian Security Concept” is
his call for the realization of “common security,
comprehensive security, cooperative and sus-
tainable security”, definitions and concepts that
have been widely accepted by the international
community. It is clear evidence that China has
been socialized into the existing system, since
these terms have been clearly internalized into
China’s foreign policy discourse.

China’s efforts to revive the CICA can be
viewed as part of its hedging portfolio, an effort
to enmesh the United States into a region-wide
security architecture so as to reduce strategic
risks, increase China’s freedom of action, and
shape U.S.” preferences.

China-U.S. Relations

Both privately and publicly, Chinese lead-
ers have acknowledged that the US is the domi-
nant power in the region. In December 2011,
Chinese Assistant Foreign Minister Le Yucheng
noted in a speech given at the MFA-affiliated
Foreign Affairs University that the United
States “has never left the Asia Pacific”, confess-
ing that China “has neither desire nor capabil-
ity to push the United States out of” the region.

Most recently, Chinese vice Premier Wang
Yang acknowledged at a Forum on Sino-U.S.
Commercial Relations, held in Chicago that “it
is the United States that leads the world, and
China does not have any ideas or capabilities to
challenge the leading role of the United States”.
It is very clear that China wants to reassure the
US its intention. But interestingly, in 2013 and
2014 respectively, Chinese president Xi Jinping
reiterated his belief that “the vast Pacific Ocean
has enough room to accommodate” the devel-
opment of two major powers, the United States
and China. The Chinese comment, sometimes
misconstrued by Western analysts as imply-
ing for a division of sphere of influence in the
region, in fact reflects Chinese leaders’ con-
viction that China, as the rising power, does
not need to be on a collision course with the
United States, the established, dominant power.
Rhetoric aside, these statements and remarks
show that Chinese leaders are trying to avoid
the emerging security dilemma between China
and the United States, and thus seeking a non-
zero-sum path forward for China-U.S. rela-
tions. Chinese leaders have been advocating the
concept of build a new model of major country
relationship between China and US, which is
an intellectual framework for transcending the
destiny of great power conflict between rising
powers and established powers, the so-called
“Thucydides trap.” Policy makers and schol-
ars in both countries envision the possibility of
shared responsibilities and even shared leader-
ship between the United States and China.
Conclusion

Rather than trying to push US out of East
Asia, China has adopted a hedging strategy
that helps minimize risks, expand freedom of
maneuver, diversify its strategic options and
shape the preferences and behaviour of the
United States. Indeed, Beijing has explicitly
acknowledged the U.S. predominance in the
international system and reiterated its willing-
ness to participate and reform the existing sys-
tem. This is the message that Wang Yang gave
last year.

Lastly, for a more peaceful future to
emerge in East Asia, the United States and Chi-
na, as an incumbent power and a rising power,
would have to accommodate each other, and
negotiate and renegotiate the boundary of their
relative power, as well as their respective role
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in the future regional order where Beijing and
Washington would learn to share responsibili-
ties and leadership.

Discussant: Kanti Bajpai:

The papers deeply analyze Chinese calcu-
lation, Chinese strategy and Chinese strategic
thinking, and a few things could be said about
China, where the three papers have reached
agreement:

China is realist, fairly prudential realist.
Although there is some disagreement, everyone
seems to believe that China acts as a fairly pre-
dictable realist power.

China, like anybody else, seems to hedge
between committing to a deeper relationship
with Russia, and engage with the West and oth-
er countries in the Asia-Pacific.

China’s estimation in respect to American
policy seems to have changed. There is ac-
knowledgement in China that the US is more
powerful. Particularly, US’s soft power, power
of discourse or its ideologies seem to be quite
important, and the acknowledgement of that in
Beijing is more than earlier.

In respect to the Chinese calculations, any
kind of very deep relationship with Russia,
amounting especially to an alliance, is unlikely
and will be very problematic. But the relations
will be strengthened, and there are opportunities
for China at this moment with Russia, not only
economic but also diplomatic and political, and
China will perceive those.

China still seems to be very attentive to
its domestic instabilities and weaknesses, par-
ticularly ethnic issues, when it looks into the
Ukraine problem and its broad grand strategic
choices and its positions.

The crisis in Ukraine offers some changes,
some varieties, and some longer term perspec-
tives on Chinese foreign policy grand strategy.

All the parties are hedging: India is hedg-
ing, ASEAN states are hedging, China seems
to be hedging, Russian is not quite giving up
upon the West either and not quite committed to
China, thus they are hedging, the Europeans are
good hedgers, and even the US is hedging as it
does not give up on giving Putin a way out and
at the same time trying to balance against him to
change his behaviour. The large systemic ques-
tion is: if multiple countries are hedging, is that
good for systemic stability? If most of the major
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powers are fairly flexible and not committed to
an alliance like structure, it induces more sta-
bility. But it could be the case that, deterrence
theory and theories of alliance and so on, could
bring on the wars and instability.

Question of international order: Taking
into account the portrait of liberal international
order, it seems that the state is a basic unit, and
then sovereign, force is not acceptable, trade
and investment flow should go in an unim-
peded and globalized liberal order and should
not be used as the instruments of diplomacy.
Non-interference into domestic affairs seems
tare key principles, expect in cases of violence
or state failure. Institutions matter can help re-
solve conflicts and provoke stability.

Questions/Comments from the Audience

1. Is it reasonable or realistic to expect
systemic primacy to be sustained forever in the
indefinite future, and if it is not, what are the
ways in which we can envision a more stable
equilibrium, say, in 10, 15 or 20 years’ time or is
there sustained primacy as the source of order?

2. China and the US will learn to share
responsibility and leadership. There is an argu-
ment that has risen recently, that there are two
Asias, one is Economic Asia and the other is
Security Asia. Some argues that Economic Asia
is led by China while Security Asia led by the
U.S, a dual leadership may be achieved if China
takes its role as economic power and the US
takes its role as a security protector in the re-
gion. What is your opinion on this?

3. Which Chinese foreign policy elites
are realists? If China continues its growth, it
will sooner or later develop its own detailed
and practical foreign policy approach beyond
the framework of realism. How exactly can the
growth of capabilities make China to go be-
yond realism? What is the causal link between
growth of capability and rejection of realism?

Responses:

Da Wei:

1) In China realism is too dominant limit-
ing its freedom of action.

2) As China’s power and capability
grows, it will be more confident to feel safe.
The sense of security is extremely important to
develop foreign policy of major powers.

3) Among the elites, actually there are
different ideas and debates. There are different
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schools of thoughts, different academic focus
and different levels among the elites. For ex-
ample, there are some strong realists, and there
are some ones who are more liberal. But I think
the main stream is realist. There are different
ideas among scholars who follow the US or the
West and those who follow Russia. There is a
huge difference between academic opinions
and those that get reflected in the media.

4) Sino-Russia relations will not acceler-
ate beyond a point and Sino-US will not dete-
riorate to an intense low-point either. This is a
new type of major power relationship which is
a strategic partnership.

5) Institutions are not necessarily neu-
tral and realists try to emphasize the power
manoeuvre within them. This view prevails
amongst many Chinese observers.

6) There is no conspiracy about how Chi-
na will take over the US. In fact, China does not
have a consensus about the goal and the vision
of itself in the future. We don’t know what kind
of China we are going to build in the future.

Wang Dong:

The new structure we are seeing now in
Asia is perhaps unsustainable. In theory, at
least five different future scenarios can be en-
visioned:

1) Unfolding of the new Cold War, very
likely to happen if China follows the path Yan
Xuetong advised to try to compete with the US
for the regional dominance. It will be very per-
ilous to follow this path.

2) Sustaining a “Status Quo” forever, but
it sounds unlikely to be sustainable.

3) American’s full recovery and China’s
rise is intermitted, for example, by the aging
population, and China becomes another Ja-
pan. Then China will fail to overtake the US,
therefore, US’s dominance structure will be re-
stored.

4) China-dominant order because of US’s
forever decline and China’s full rise. But this is
an unlikely scenario as well.

5) Gradually China, as an emerging pow-
er, and the US as the dominant power, try to
learn to co-exist with each other, negotiate and
renegotiate on their respective boundaries of
power and share the responsibilities and leader-
ship. It will be the most optimistic scenario, but
still needs to be chartered out.

6) What kind of domestic constraints do
Chinese foreign policy elites have? How much
autonomy do they have for now? Do their strat-
egies and does their rationality get affected as a
consequence?

7) Chinese former leader Deng Xi-
aoping said, those countries that stand with
America are richer and richer, and those who
follow up with Soviet Union became poorer
and poorer. Since that last century, Sino-US
relations have become the cornerstone of
China’s foreign policy, and it has the most
important position. While China pays more
attention to the Sino-US relations, it also
builds the partnership or the strategic rela-
tions with Russia. Since the Ukraine crisis,
how to develop China’s partnership relations
with Russia while in the same time keeping
the most important bilateral relations with
US? What is Singapore’s role in this crisis
and how it can play an active role?

8) To what extent do the European and
American sanctions seem to have restrained
Russia’s behaviour?

9) What would be a breaking point for
Russian-China relations to go downwards? In
contrast, what would be a promising point?
There is 25-30% chance in this particular
period for bilateral relationship to improve,
more concrete points need to be established.
There have been several hesitations and oil
gas will not do it, so what would be more
substantive points for the two countries to
actually work it out?

10) Before the Ukraine Crisis, Prime Min-
ister Abe went to Russia for 5 times, and Abe
and Putin invested in each other significantly.
Due to the Ukraine crisis, Japan retreated its
arms and even went ahead to impose sanctions.
What is a long term prospect in Russia-Japan
relationship? Based on realism, Russia and Ja-
pan could build a partnership to counter-balance
China’s rise in the region.

11) According to China’s peaceful rise
strategy, China talks softly but acts very tough.
All these are conspiracies to scheme take over
the US. Is this a legitimate argument? On see-
ing China’s trajectory over the years, it seems
to have a good amount of weight.

12) It is a very typical hedging behaviour
that China does not want to choose between
Russia and the US.
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13) It is very typical for Japan to hedge.
Largely due to its alliance with the US, Japan
initially wanted to hedge a little, trying to give
itself more freedom or options, but it has no
choice but to take the de facto position, which is
to choose to side with the US. As a junior part-
ner, Japan has no choice but to bandwagon with
the US.

14) China wants to yield its power, in-
crease its prestige, and wants to be a great
power, but that does not mean China wants to
overthrow the US and challenge US hegemo-
ny. This was a Cold War position that changed
over time.

Panel 4:
Transformation of the world strategic
balance after the Ukraine Crisis and its
theoretical explanations: the Decline
of Unipolar Structure and Behaviour
of States

DECLINING UNIPOLARITY,
GREAT-POWER RELATIONSHIPS AND SYSTEMIC TRANSITION

Liu Feng: Associate Professor of interna-
tional relations at Nankai University

This article inscribes itself on the debate
over U.S. decline by answering the following
questions: To what extent is U.S. power declin-
ing? Does the world undergo systemic transi-
tion? What is the key determinate of a peaceful
systemic transition?

First, it is inaccurate to equate the decline
of U.S. power with the end of U.S. unipolar-
ity. Decline is a process rather than a final
outcome. The decline of U.S. power is thus
reversible in the short or long term, if the U.S.
can continue to boost its economy and reduce
some unnecessary military spending. Second,
through relative decline does not mean abso-
lute decline, it has significant implications in
international relations. As a consequence, we
see continued competition for the reform of
quota and voting shares between the U.S. and
emerging powers in major international eco-
nomic institutions, which reflects the need to
redistribute benefits in the international sys-
tem. Third, it is useful to make a distinction
between the decline of a material unipolarity
and the decline of social unipolarity. In this
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sense, power and legitimacy are two essential
pillars for the maintenance of U.S. hegemony
or hierarchy.

On one hand, material unipolarity will be
put to an end if a peer superpower will emerge.
On the other, social unipolarity cannot be held
if most secondary powers do not support the hi-
erarchy and turn to balance against the United
States.

Three possibilities have been put forward
by scholars from many different perspectives.
First, the unipolar system will last for at least a
few decades, in which case U.S. power and he-
gemony would remain unchallenged. Second, a
return to a multi-polar world “marks the end of
era of the post-World War II Pax Americana”,
as suggested by some realists. Third, the rise
of a new bipolarity, in which case China could
achieve power parity with the U.S. and share its
global dominance.

Which possibility occurs is primarily de-
termined by the alignment and realignment
among great powers in the coming decades.
This central argument has been informed by
conventional wisdom that the specific relation-
ships established between dominant powers and
rising powers determined the prospect of peace-
ful systemic transition in the past few centuries.
It has been argued that the transition of power
from the Great Britain to the United States was
relatively peaceful because these two countries
were friends with similar domestic institutions
and shared culture.

In reality, however, it is not so easy to iden-
tify the nature of the relationship between great
powers in a specific period. Today, is China a
friend or a foe for the United States? Are Russia
and China truly friends?

The relationship between great powers or
between any social actors in general, can be bet-
ter understood by making a clear differentiation
between the nature of the relationship and the
status of the relationship.

The nature of the relationship refers to the
“fundamental or essential characteristics” — or
the essence of the relationship, which can be
classified into three types: friends, rivals, and
enemies. Although the friend/enemy dichotomy
has been commonly employed in international
relations, bringing rival as a “middle type” into
the analysis helps us to clarify some misleading
and inaccurate concepts like “neither-friend-nor-
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enemy”’ or “half-friend-half-enemy.” The status
of the relationship means the current form or
manifestation of interaction, usually identified in
a specific period. It also has three types: coop-
eration, competition, and confrontation.

Three European powers — France, Ger-
many, and Great Britain — and Japan belong to
the first group; all of them are long time for-
mal allies of the United States. These countries
are the friends in the sense that they have no
core interest-disputes with the United States.
Sometimes, tensions in the security realm may
arise with the United States but are often me-
diated through consultation and coordination.
In these instances, their relationship could be
labeled as competing friends, but the competi-
tion usually limited in a relative short period
as well as on a few issues. For example, the rift
between the Bush administration and France
and Germany over the Iraq War in 2003 was
the most salient intra-alliance tension in the
post-Cold War era.

For the U.S., China and Russia are real
or potential challengers of its hegemony in
the post-Cold War era. The strategy towards
China and Russia is a mixture of containment
and engagement. The considerations of con-
tainment are focused on the security realm, as
the United States has moved to further expand
the NATO frontier into the central European
heartland, to strengthen its military ties with
traditional Eastern Asian allies as Japan, South
Korea, the Philippines and Australia, and to
develop a global antiballistic missile defence
system. There has been a continuing debate
on the likelihood of a serious rivalry between
China and the United States.

These Powers are not trying change the
US-led world order, but at times they pur-
sue their national interests especially in the
neighbouring areas. China feels ‘uncomfort-
able’ with the US strategy towards it, at times
making it feel that is being contained. How-
ever, Chinese leaders think pragmatically in
this regard as it has benefited from participat-
ing in the US-led international order, espe-
cially with its participation in international
economic institutions.

President Xi Jinping stated that China is
a builder and contributor to the international
system and this remains world view of most
Chinese leaders. This is why Chinese lead-

ers have good reason to avoid conflict. Hence
‘does friendship matter’? Some argue that the
peaceful transition from the UK as a major
power to the United States occurs because of
their ‘friendship’. However, this might not be
the case. It has been argued by Charles Kup-
chan that diplomatic engagement can change
enemies to friends. China, Russia and the Unit-
ed States need to find a common ground for
diplomatic engagement.

NEOCLASSICAL REALIST THEORY OF U.S. ALLIANCE DYNAMICS
IN A (POST?) UNIPOLAR WORLD

Jeffery Taliaferro: Associate Professor of
Political Science, Tufts University

Recent events such as China’s increas-
ing assertiveness in the East China Sea, Rus-
sia’s annexation of Crimea, Russia’s support
to insurgents in Eastern Ukraine to the emer-
gence of the so-called Islamic State, might
amount to the conclusion that the post-Cold
War order which has been largely dominat-
ed by the United States is undergoing major
change, this view is mistaken. We are still in
a unipolar system and the US still holds an
overwhelming preponderance on all forms of
material power. None of the middle powers
such as Russia and China have or are seek-
ing to build material capabilities to challenge
the United States on a global scale, especially
when it comes to military capabilities and the
ability to project power in different parts of
the globe.

That said, there are two important things
to note: 1) like every other past configuration
power in the history of inter-state politics, uni-
polarity will come to an end and there will be a
new distribution of power, eventually. Current-
ly, a transition not of the international system,
but within the international system is being wit-
nessed. The 2 questions in this paper are: First,
what might explain the variation in the ability
of United States to organize collective efforts
(alliance management) to deter or contain revi-
sionist major powers, such as Russia and China,
and revisionist non-state (or quasi-state) adver-
saries such as the al Qaeda and the Afghan Tali-
ban, and more recently the so-called Islamic
State? Second, what might explain variation
in the ability of the unipole to restrain allies in
volatile regions (alliance restraint) from under-
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taking particular strategies deemed harmful to
U.S. national security interests over time?

The argument is that this depends on the
intersection between the international system
and American domestic politics. Since the US
has had such an abundance of power and that
the past challenges it has faced are not exis-
tential threats. That has had the perverse ef-
fect of raising the domestic hurdles American
presidents face when it comes to mobilizing re-
sources when it comes to pursing their security
policies.

Neoclassical realism is to some extent an
offshoot of structural realism. It begins with the
supposition that the international system and the
distribution of power matters. But it parts com-
pany with the structural realism of Mearsheim-
er, Waltz and Giplin in two respects: (1) the in-
formation that the international system provides
to states, varies. Sometimes states find them-
selves in highly prescriptive environments in
which the identity and the magnitude and time
frames of the external threat they face are quite
clear. The realm of possible options available to
states to redress threats or seize opportunities is
also quite clear. But there are other situations
in which states face more permissive strategic
environments, in which the identity and the
magnitude of the threats they face are not quite
clear. There is a greater level of uncertainty
and the number of options available to states
is much broader. It is this ‘permissive strategic
environment’ that the United States has been in
since the demise of the Soviet Union. None of
the threats that the US has confronted have been
the types of existential threats that it confronted
during the Cold War or during World War 2.

The type of adversaries the US has con-
fronted over the past 25 years fall into 4 cat-
egories:

(1) Recalcitrant minor powers, generally
suspected of building nuclear weapons, such as
states like Iran, Iraq (2003) and North Korea;

(2) Minor powers with revisionist aspira-
tions like Serbia;

(3) Failed or failing states: Afghanistan,
Somalia, Bosnia Herzegovina, Haiti;,

(4) Transnational terrorist organizations:
AQ, AQAP, ISIS.

None of these are actors that can threaten
the survival of the USA. This means that it the
US has had considerable latitude in defining

how it could respond to these threats and the re-
sources to addressing these threats is relatively
minor. This does not amount to alliance man-
agement and restraint.

Neoclassical Realism does not only look at
the relative distribution of power among states.
It also tries to look at how do international sys-
temic variables play themselves out through the
intervening variables of domestic politics and
elite perceptions. During the Cold War, with an
ever-present threat, domestic hurdles for suc-
cessive presidents were relatively low. NCR
states that FP executives never have unfettered
access to material resources. They need to ex-
tract material and human resources and gener-
ate political support for doing so. Since the end
of the Cold War and the existential threat to the
United States, mobilization threats for US presi-
dents increased. The types of selling tactics that
the Bush, Clinton and Obama administrations
have had to use, have to be far more strenuous
than those of their Cold War predecessors. It is
harder for Obama and his successor that it will
be more difficult for them to put screws on their
allies. The abilities of them to get Congress to
accept economic sanctions, restrictions on for-
eign military sales, cancelation of foreign mili-
tary programmes or restrictions on technology
transfer will be more difficult.

The paper represents an attempt to devel-
op a framework on the US’ ability to mobilize
bilateral allies to deal with recalcitrant ‘new’
powers such as Russia in Ukraine and China in
the South China Sea.

FROM THE HEGEMONIC UNIPOLAR TO THE MULTIPOLAR
WORLD: TRANSFORMATION OF THE INTERNATIONAL SYSTEM
AND GLOBAL STRATEGIC BALANCE, PLUS ITS CONSEQUENCES
FOR THE FUTURE

Alexei Voskressenski: Dean, School of
Political Affairs and World Politics, Moscow
State University of International Relations
(MGIMO-University)

The global economy must be seen as a sin-
gle system and however regions configure differ-
ently in international political order and partially,
by not wholly in political economic order. From
these 2 premises, 3 conclusions can be drawn:
(1) the international system is based on Europe-
an/Western political and economic rules — they
were accepted because they were extremely Uni-
versalist; (2) Rising non-western states must be
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accommodated within the system. The system
could be revised by military conflict or evolu-
tionary means. Two spheres can be looked at,
economic and then political order.

Economic Sphere:

USA: In today’s single economic system,
there are trade and financial imbalances be-
tween states, which weaken the US economy.
This is interpreted as a relative decline in the
US economy. Would this result in balancing?
Currently, this appears to be an interim period.
In the past 110 years, the segment of the US
economy within the world economy was no
less than 25%. There is no sign of military de-
cline of the USA. Three key things can change
the structural dominance of the United States:
(1) Loss of internal capital in USA; (2) USA
will need to purchase foreign technology;
(3) demographical factors. While the latter two
are intact, imbalances in these respects will in-
fluence debt, there may be a rise in unemploy-
ment, possible rise of the Euro against the Dol-
lar and what is important is risks of default in
some European states that became important
in making economic and other decisions on a
global level.

China: Its model of economic rise was
based on high income tax, small provision of
social benefits, growth in subsidies and cheap
labour. This is not sustainable. China needs
to rebalance its internal sphere which accom-
panies challenges. China needs to increase its
consumption by 10% a year which is very dif-
ficult to do for China. Moreover, the growth in
China could be much less than official figure,
some analysts predict no more than 3%. USA
grows at 2.5% and some analysts predict that
growth may be 3%. So largely, both countries
will be growing at the same rate.

Russia: Russia used petrodollars to rise
economically. Then it tried to de-link from
the financial system to lower the risks of los-
ing material capability. Russia tried to do it
partially, though now the economic system is
a whole unit and it is difficult to predict to
what extent Russian attempt may be success-
ful. Russia wants to strengthen itself econom-
ically by creating the Eurasian Union (where
it is important to see the rules that would
be imposed on the members of the Eurasian
Union). Like China, Russia then tried to de-
link politically from the West to make a con-

siderable point that Russia does not need de-
mocracy at least in a Western sense. It linked
itself with more compatible countries where
it felt it could play a leadership role and re-
gain former status.

Political Sphere:

There is a view that the world is unipo-
lar, but the reality is different. The rise of other
powers will change US dominance. There will
be a realist-style international competition and
this would give a chance to Russia to raise its
status, power and so on.

The other vision is that of multipolarity,
put forward by China and Russia. Through
multipolarity China tries 1) to adjust better be-
tween different factions of their ruling elite;
2) to play US globalist elements against US
hegemonic militarism; 3) to limit protection-
ist restrictions on trade; 4) to reduce vulner-
ability to US pressure despite the increasing
dependence on US markets. It is important,
in this vision to enhance regionalism as it is
a source of capital accumulation and to use
middle powers and to reach resources in the
developing world. This Chinese vision of mul-
tipolarity is different from the Russian vision
of multipolarity. Hence, rebalancing may not
solve current problems, but new great power
cooperation is needed.

The open socio-political order is more
competitive and more legitimate since it is
based on democratic governance. There is
a competition that is going on and the open
political access cannot be constructed in some
countries for certain reasons. Liberal demo-
cratic theory underestimated the ability of
authoritative or autocratic states to modern-
ize. This called a trade imbalance and most of
the current problems. The transition to open
socio-political access in some states became
subject to stricter conditions and this was then
seen as a loss of democracy. The transforma-
tion was vulnerable to external impacts. The
theories of national and international security
confront the need to consensus and the need to
development.

Conclusions:

The main challenges of the existing politi-
cal order must be dealt with:

1) De-securitization of financial and
trade imbalances must be achieved;
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2) Constructive and political ties must
be built with states which have different socio-
political structures;

3) De-personalize foreign policy inter-
action;

4) De-westernize IR theories;

5) Curb unconstructive nationalism in in-
ternal politics that subvert rebalancing;

BALANCE OF POWER, COMPONENTS OF POWER, AND SINO-
AMERICAN COMPETITION

Steven Lobell: Professor, Department of
Political Science, University of Utah

What impact will the decline in the uni-
polar structure and the emergence of a hege-
monic multipolar world have on the behavior of
the United States and the other major powers?
What are the logics and mechanisms of bal-
ancing under the conditions of declining uni-
polarity? In Asia, is great power competition,
counter-balancing, and contestation an unfor-
tunate tragedy of great power politics and is it
occurring already between a declining U.S. and
an emerging China? Is the “Thucydides Trap”
of hegemonic war inevitable between the U.S.
and China or are President Xi Jinping and some
American officials correct that a New Model of
Major Power Relations (NMMPR) is possible?
Is the American pivot or rebalancing to Asia, the
Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP), and the Air-
Sea Battle (ASB) strategy a form of economic
and military containment, as Chinese officials
maintain? Will the crisis in the Ukraine impact
America’s pivot from Europe?

The Obama administration’s pivot to Asia
reflects heightened U.S. economic, diplomatic,
security, and military attention to the Asia Pa-
cific region. The pivot entails boosting the U.S.
presence in the Pacific including new troop de-
ployments to Australia, new naval deployments
to Singapore, and U.S. military personnel sta-
tioned in the Philippines and to possibly include
air or naval forces; new agreements such as the
U.S.-Singapore agreement to allow for four U.S.
warships, the new Littoral Combat Ship (LCS);
reaffirming existing alliance agreements; a
commitment by the Navy to deploy 60% of its
fleet in the Pacific rather than 50%; the devel-
opment by the Navy and Air Force of a joint
operating concept known as the Air-Sea Battle
(ASB) strategy to better integrate surveillance
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and airstrike platforms to attack coastal powers;
and greater U.S. engagement with multilateral
institutions in the Asia-Pacific region including
membership in the East Asia Summit (EAS),
enhanced commitment to ASEAN including a
permanent ambassador to ASEAN, the U.S.-
Korea Free Trade Agreement, and negotiation
of the TPP. The pivot also signals that the U.S.
is balancing its historic involvement in North-
east Asia with a renewed emphasis to countries
in Southeast Asia including Indonesia, Malay-
sia, the Philippines, and Vietnam.

Though Sino-American relations have
witnessed an uptick in competition, it does not
mean that conflict, competition, counter-balanc-
ing, and hegemonic war — or more broadly that
the tragedy great power politics is inevitable in
a post-hegemonic order.

In February 2012, then Vice President Xi Jin-
ping introduced the concept of a “new model of
major power relations (NMMPR).” Hillary Clin-
ton later stated that “together the United States and
China are trying to do something that is histori-
cally unprecedented, to write a new answer to the
age-old question of what happens when an estab-
lished power and a rising power meet?”

In an interview with Evan Medeiros, the
Senior Director for Asian Affairs in the Nation-
al Security Council, the belief of a new model
of great power relations was repeated:

“Medeiros stated that “We see the con-
cept as a way to encourage — to ensure that
China’s rise is a force of stability in the re-
gion...When we say a ‘new model,’ the ques-
tion is ‘what’s new’? And my point is its new
only insofar as we are able to develop pat-
terns of interaction and habits of cooperation
that allow us to avoid the historic trap of an
established power and a rising power inevita-
bly coming into conflict.”

In a post hegemonic multipolar or-
der, two alternative realist strategies for
the United States challenge the optimism of
NMMPR and reflect a return to great power
politics. Deep engagement entails maintain-
ing and possibly expanding America’s hege-
monic leadership. Proponents contend that
America’s military preponderance dissuades
China from territorial expansion and from
challenging U.S. leadership, and reassures
allies such as South Korea, the Philippines,
Australia, and Japan.
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An alternative realist strategy is offshore
balancing which entails American retrenchment
in Europe, Asia, and the Middle East. Proponents
argue that the concentration of American power
including the pivot to Asia, the ASB, and the TPP
is self-defeating, and is antagonizing and provok-
ing soft and even hard balancing by China includ-
ing Beijing’s A2/AD asymmetric strategy.

A New Model of Realist Major Power Re-
lations (NMRMPR) is  possible.

An alternative theoretical paradigm can
better explain the current and future trends in
the international arena; the extant realist ap-
proaches miss how states assess power trends,
the fungibility or usefulness of material capa-
bilities, and whether states balance against the
accumulations and concentrations of power.
Aggregate power is not very fungible. More
important than increases in China’s relative
share of material capabilities is whether Bei-
jing has or will have the appropriate real assets.
Finally, when states balance, they target their
counter-balancing against the specific elements
of a rival power.

U.S.-Chinese territorial, economic, and
military competition is on the rise. In terms of
Sino-American territorial and maritime dis-
putes, one point of contestation is China’s uni-
lateral change to the status quo in the form of
the nine dashed map that includes a ‘u’ shape
line (the so called nine-dash line) which claims
the bulk of South China Sea as China’s - much
like Russia’s unilateral change to its borders
with the Ukraine.

Another recent Sino-American territorial
dispute is that China unilaterally declared the
East China Sea Air Defense Identification Zone
(ADIZ). Sino-American military contestation
is also on the rise. Since the 1990°s, rather than
directly challenging the United States, China
has advanced its anti-ship missiles, short and
medium range ballistic missiles, cruise mis-
siles, stealth submarines, and cyber and space
arms to challenge U.S. naval and air superior-
ity, especially in China’s littoral waters. These
anti-access/anti-denial asymmetric weapons
raise the cost for the U.S. in projecting Ameri-
can force by undermining fixed bases in Japan
and Guam, and aircraft carriers.

Economically, Sino-American contesta-
tion has resulted in competing regional trade
organizations.

The U.S. is working to advance TPP and
China is pushing to advance the Regional Com-
prehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP) which
excludes the U.S. In the debate over the direction
of America’s post-Cold War grand strategy,
two alternative realist grand strategies for the
United States challenge the optimism of Xi Jin-
ping’s NMMPR and reflect a return to great
power politics of counter-balancing, competi-
tion, and contestation.

Offshore balancing maintains that the con-
centration of U.S. power has provoked China to
counter-balancing through soft balancing such
as the RCEP and hard balancing through an A2/
AD asymmetrical strategy.

Alternatively, a second realist strategy of
deep engagement maintains that American pri-
macy requires improved capabilities to defeat A2/
AD strategies and to discourage China from mov-
ing beyond this asymmetrical strategy to build a
blue-water navy. Moreover, American allies have
complained that Washington needs to play a more
engaged role in the region including new naval
deployments and new military cooperation.

For the United States, offshore balancing
entails that Washington engage in a policy of
global restraint, wherever possible. Based on the
premise of balance of power theory, offshore bal-
ancing translates into U.S. retrenchment though
not complete withdraw and rejection of treaty
commitments from locales including Europe,
the Middle East, the Persian Gulf, and Asia, and
re-negotiating security treaties with Japan, South
Korea, and NATO. Offshore balancing is not an
isolationist grand strategy and it does not call
for the U.S. to rely on weak neighbours, large
oceans, and nuclear deterrence to retreat.

American off-shore balancing involves
regional states playing a larger role of counter-
balancing China. By the U.S. playing a more
restrained global role, regional balances will be
restored by local states. An attempt by China
to achieve local dominance will provoke the
other regional states to counter balance. Spe-
cifically, China’s rise will be countered by India
and Russia, as well as Japan, South Korea, and
Vietnam. American retrenchment from Asia is
particularly easy since there is no imminent
regional hegemon and therefore time for local
states to form a counter-balance.

For offshore balancing proponents, a strat-
egy of deep engagement or attempting to extend
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America’s global leadership is self-defeating
for three reasons. First, the underlying assump-
tion of offshore balancing is that the accumula-
tion of American power, including a strong U.S.
military pivot to Asia and the Air-Sea Battle
concept, is self-defeating and is provoking soft
and hard counterbalancing by China.

Second, deep engagement encourages
reckless behaviour on the part of America’s al-
lies. Based on the logic of moral hazard from
the insurance industry, U.S. treaty and security
commitments embolden allies to act more reck-
lessly and aggressively than if they had no secu-
rity commitments. Moreover, they risk pulling
the United States into their local disputes.

Third, deep engagement is expensive and
contributes directly to American economic de-
cline. The logic is two-fold: first, military ex-
penditure squeezes-out and diverts resources
(both financial and human capital) available for
domestic investment, which reduces the size of
the pie for future spending, including military
and entitlement programs. Second, deep en-
gagement encourages free riding and discour-
ages burden sharing by allies.

To be the security partner of choice by re-
gional states requires that the U.S. remains pow-
erful and engaged in the region. By extending
the American security umbrella to its allies, they
do not need to provide as much of their own se-
curity. By keeping their own military spending
artificially low they do not provoke the security
dilemma. Deep engagement proponents chal-
lenge the claims of offshore balancing. Finally,
deep engagement proponents do not accept the
claim that military spending contributes to im-
perial overextension, overstretch, and decline.
First, they argue that the U.S. is a wealthy coun-
try and can afford to spend 4.5% or more of its
GDP on defense. Second, they discount the claim
that there is a direct connection between military
spending and economic decline.

The “Thucydides Trap” and the tragedy of
great power politics between the U.S. and Chi-
na are not inevitable, even in a post-hegemonic
and multipolar world order. In recent testimo-
ny before Congress, Daniel Russel stated that
“there are those who argue that cold war-like ri-
valry is inevitable and that the United States and
China are condemned to a zero-sum struggle for
supremacy, if not conflict. I reject such mecha-
nistic thinking.”
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Disaggregate Power: When American deci-
sion-makers assess China’s power trend to fore-
cast future power projections and enmities, they
ask themselves several questions. First, which
components or elements of China’s national pow-
er are increasing and will they peak above or be-
low their own components of national power? The
four general categories of national power include:
changes in political leadership or ideology; shifts
in territory or population; growth in real assets in-
cluding equipment, plant, knowledge, technology,
and inventory; and the increases in land-based
military, naval, and air power.

Moreover, in assessing trends, state leaders
ask themselves whether specific components of
China’s power will peak above critical thresh-
olds and red-lines of power? Finally, state lead-
ers will ask how interchangeable are resources
intended for one task used for another?

For the United States, the foundation of its
military security is its Command of the Global
Commons. Command of the Commons allows
Washington to extend its reach far beyond its wa-
ters edge. Command of the Commons represents
the United States’ command over the globe’s sea,
space, and air. According to Barry Posen, this is
supported by nuclear-attack submarines, surface
fleet and aircraft carriers, satellite communication
and anti-satellite technology, fighters and bomber
aircraft, air and sea lift capacity, explains why
there is no balancing against the United States.

In contrast to the expectations of balance of
power theory, components of power can explain
why there is no significant Asian counter-bal-
ancing against the U.S. despite its unprecedent-
ed strength. First, continental land-powers such
as Russia do not assess America’s Command
of the Commons as a major challenge to their
vital interests. Second, China’s barrier to entry
to developing a naval capability of command
of the global commons is high. In disaggregat-
ing U.S. power, the real assets for Command
of the Commons include specific weapons and
platforms that are expensive, and require a huge
scientific and industrial base.

Third, China is a continental land-power
and shares borders with fourteen neighbouring
states, some of whom have nuclear weapons
and large land armies, and whom Beijing has
engaged in border disputes and wars. Instead,
as continental powers, they have pursued a
maritime asymmetric strategy of access-denial
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capability to defend maritime approaches and
shores. Moreover, China has limited geographi-
cal access to open seas, which like Germany and
Russia, can easily be blockaded and chocked.

In disaggregating China’s power, one ele-
ment of concern for Washington is that Beijing
is acquiring access and area denial capability.
It might also undermine the resolve of America’s
allies in the pacific, encourage bandwagoning with
China, and lead Beijing to believe that the U.S.
will abandon its allies. Concomitantly, though
China is a continental land-power, Beijing does
not need to become a peer or even a near-peer na-
val competitor with the U.S. and its allies to pose
a major danger. In contrast to the expectations of
power transition and long cycle theories, China
will not necessarily wait until its GDP or military
spending surpasses America’s to challenge.

China’s military power is increasing rela-
tively to the past levels and at a faster ratio ac-
cording to reports by the Defense Department
and IHS Jane’s. However, China’s military pow-
er does not necessarily translate into outcomes;
China needs the appropriate elements of power to
pose a credible threat. In disaggregating China’s
national power and given that Beijing does not
have a blue-water navy but just commissioned
its first aircraft carrier, its first at-sea landings,
and has no integrated carrier task group, Wash-
ington should not exaggerate China’s challenge.
Washington should monitor China’s naval power
trend and specifically the supporting production,
plant, skilled labor, and capacity to construct a
green or a blue-water navy to determine whether
Beijing is in fact challenging America’s Com-
mand of the Commons.

Targeted Balancing: When states counter-
balance, they target their balancing against the
particular power trend that challenges vital in-
terests, in both unipolar and multipolar orders.
If no components of power of an emerging
state challenge vital interests, then no targeted
balancing will occur even if the state’s aggre-
gate capability is growing or is large. Targeted
balancing includes a combination of naval con-
struction to maintain naval supremacy, technol-
ogy such as anti-ballistic missile and anti-rock-
et defense, blinding cyber warfare capabilities,
and stealth attacks to destroy its anti-ship mis-
siles, submarines, destroyers, and fighters.

The U.S. pivot or rebalancing represents
an enhanced economic, military, and diplomatic

presence in the Asia-Pacific. However, it does
not mean that the United States and China are
destined for strategic rivalry, confrontation, or
hegemonic war. The import of this model for
understanding what role America sees for China
and Russia in the Asia-Pacific is several-fold.
First, if no components or elements of power of
China’ power (or Russia’s) poses a threat then
it should not provoke American counterbalanc-
ing or a preventive war despite China’s growing
material capabilities.

In contrast to arguments which emphasize
shifts in power alone, China does not need to be-
come a peer or even a near-peer competitor to
pose a major danger to the United States. China
does not need to possess a comprehensive tool-
box of capabilities. Rather, as a partial power,
what matters is whether China has the correct
elements. The same holds for Russia. Ameri-
can leaders should assess power trends based
on components or elements of national power
rather than balancing against aggregate shifts
and transitions in capability. Specifically, rela-
tive American military or economic decline and
even if the U.S. is surpassed in 2027 or 2035 by
China does not mean that America is necessarily
less secure.

Discussant Alexander Korolev:

1) LiuFeng: The typology of great power
relations is slightly complicated.

2) Jeftery Taliaferro:

a. There are differences between the ob-
jects balancing is targeted against as discussed
in the paper. China and Russia are continental
nuclear powers, are in the same category as
terrorist organizations like Taliban and ISIS.
There are different dynamics of mobilizing in
both these categories is entirely different.

b. International system in transition is
when there is ambiguity. When there is a clear
unipole, is it really ambiguous?

c. Is the ability to project power across
different regions a good indication of American
superiority? Due to its geographical character-
istics, does it have choice to project power in
any other way?

d. The discussion about domestic poli-
tics loses the neoclassical realist link between
domestic and systemic levels.

e. Ifthe US fails to mobilize its allies, what
will it mean for the sustainability of unipolarity?
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3) Alexei Voskressenski: While the distinc-
tions between the categories of modern political
systems are clear, do ‘natural’ and ‘open’ access
societies really differ in their international pur-
suits? Are they not driven by national interests?

4) Steven Lobell:

a. According to the argument made, it
seems that there is assumption that policy mak-
ers make right and correct evaluations of power.
Who decides what component of power should
be balanced against?

b. While power is multidimensional and
there are many components of power. Can this mere
fact, guarantee confrontation will be avoided?

Questions from the Audience

1) Russia’s main challenge is not Amer-
ica’s navy, but NATO as it gives institutional
power to the US. Hence, which competent of
power matters in the emerging order? In the
case of China, America’s navy and alliances
would be the biggest component of American
power to balance against it. China attempts
to break these alliances have only reinforced
American hegemony. What action would chal-
lenge its hegemony like Britain did towards
Germany?

2) Susan Strange provides a similar assess-
ment of the sources of structural power that justi-
fy give America’s power longevity. Do emerging
powers have the ability to challenge these forces?
America has been able to socialize its hegemony
and has greater freedom to use force because it is
advantage of being the hegemon.

3) In reference to the argument that Chi-
na’s growing blue water navy is a challenge to
American hegemony in the Pacific, it is unclear
what the ‘Chinese challenge’ means? Do Chi-
na’s naval capabilities rising numerically attri-
bute to a challenge? Or will it be a challenge
only if China deliberately builds up an offensive
naval strategy to push USA out of East Asia?

4) Examples of Chinese ‘behaviour’ in
the South and East China seas are referred to.
From the Western perspective, it is easy to see
this as ‘assertiveness’. But from the Chinese
perspective, while the ADIZ may have been
handled in a clumsy manner, it must be ac-
knowledged that China has the right to set an
ADIZ. There is Lot of hypocrisy in the way
China is analyzed. China is prepared to work
on joint development.
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5) To what extent domestic hurdles in
mobilizing resources in American foreign pol-
icy apply to the post-9/11 context?

6) If the hurdles at the end of the Cold
War were so high, why are foreign policy exec-
utives pursing a demanding strategy of primacy
and not off-shore balancing?

7) When does public opinion become a
constraint on elite decision making?

8) How does ‘international status’ fit into
neoclassical realism?

9) If the USA is going to remain in pow-
er for the foreseeable future, why is the USA so
anxious about security?

10) Being a unipolar power, the US has to
take a disproportionate share of the burden of
maintaining order. How does it divide its com-
mitments?

11) Can some sort of mutual deterrence be
achieved between the US and China in the area
of ‘cyber-space’ and ‘the outer space’?

Responses:

Steven Lobell:

1) The problem with aggregate paper is
that states act according to dictates of aggregate
power. They risk the pathological outcome of
balancing against a state that does not really
pose a challenge.

2) In the case of Britain and Germany,
there was a very powerful Germany in the
1880°s. There was no British balancing against
it, though this would be expected according to
balance of power logic. The reason for this was
that there were no German ‘elements’ (such as
the navy) that existed. As Germany developed
its navy in 1902 onwards, that’s when the bal-
ancing behaviour occurred in Britain. If Brit-
ain began balancing against Germany in the
1880’s, it would have led to the pathological
outcome of doing so against a power that did
not really pose a challenge.

3) States can misperceive power. The
danger of this is balancing based on aggregate
power.

4) Inorderto define ‘which elements’ should
be monitored it is important to look at the ‘structural
modifiers’. Hence, if the US is a naval power, then
it will see naval elements as a challenge.

5) In order to define what the ‘challenge’
is. It is important to look at specific elements
such as manpower, capacity and so on.
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Jeffrey Taliafaro:

1) After 9/11, there were less domestic
hurdles indeed. But the aftermath of the Iraq
War and the subsequent events that followed,
domestic mobilization hurdles became greater.

2) Off-shore balancing may not neces-
sarily be less costly for the USA. There would
need to be an enormous network of foreign
bases and elaborate security alliances.

Liu Feng:

1) There are three schools of thought per-
taining to understanding China’s naval strategy:

a. China should be a continental power,

b. China should be a naval power,

c. China should be both.

The debate surrounds the notion that
whether China should develop its own aircraft
carrier. The debate is not relevant now as it has
done so. For China’s leaders there are 3 reasons
for China to develop its naval capabilities:

a. China tries to deter US in its neigh-
bourhood,

b. Defend its right on territorial rights in
disputed areas,

c. Tries to achieve a comfortable region-
al environment.

2) Atwo dimensional analysis is less lin-
ear than Wendt’s single dimensional analysis.

Alexei Voskressenski:

1) Misperception of the elite can result in
conflict.

2) The perception amidst the Russian
elite is that USA will collapse and so will the
dollar. Hence the strategic perception - the USA
will collapse.

3) Stability is also a fundamental inter-
est. Stability is a specific equilibrium between
a country and a region, political order and de-
velopment.

4) Rising powers challenge the West
differently (China economically and Russia
militarily). There are chances of an accord
and the future is still unknown — BRICS is a
symbol of it.

Background

Economists consider carbon pricing the
first-best solution to climate mitigation. In-
deed, internalizing the cost of carbon emis-
sions is crucial for sending the right price
signal and promoting a shift to a low-carbon
economy. Although a growing number of
jurisdictions have implemented emissions
trading schemes (ETSs), carbon taxes or a
combination of both, an international carbon
market under the UNFCCC is for the time out
of reach.

However, the likely bottom-up nature of
the new climate agreement opens doors for col-
laboration between coalitions of the willing.
Under an agreement based on nationally de-
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termined contributions by individual countries,
climate action will be driven by national gov-
ernments who will have much leeway in choos-
ing climate policies and measures.

In this context, governments pursuing
ETSs could aim to collaborate on their sys-
tems, for example through harmonizing their
standards for carbon market operations and
recognizing each other’s emissions units. Such
a “carbon market club” could take place in par-
allel to, but outside the UNFCCC context.

A carbon market club could offer a range
of benefits, from greater cost effectiveness
and market liquidity to reduced concerns
about competitiveness distortions, free-riding
and carbon leakage. Importantly, by provid-
ing membership benefits, a club can encour-
age a wider uptake of carbon markets and
consequently drive more ambitious mitiga-
tion action. At the same time, the need for
exclusive benefits raises challenges and there
are implications of the trade system that need
to be taken into account. This includes for
example the issue of exclusivity in emissions
unit trading or the potential imposition of
border adjustment measures (BAMs) on non-
members.
