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Abstract: The starting point of the conclusions of politicians and experts
was the recognition of the changed nature of threats to the New World
Order. In post-Westfalia system of international relations the main
actors are not sovereigns, but transnational actors of world politics,
including transnational terrorist and criminal networks. In this situation,
the support of global security threat serves the underground world —
terrorists, shady business structures, failed states. The unconventional
nature of the threat to peace and stability of the New World Order
requires an equally innovative response which transcends the formal
constraints of international law and the traditional doctrine of deterrence.
An analysis of the U.S. foreign policy concepts suggests that today’s
academic and political community has promoted consensus of neoliberals
and neoconservatives, supporters of the institutional functionalism and
representatives of the school of Realpolitik. This consensus was based on
the recognition of the admissibility of pre-emptive strikes on the territory
of failed states, sponsoring international terrorism, or the implementation
of open interference in the internal affairs of “rogue states” for human
rights and democratic freedoms guarantee.

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the most obstinate individual sportsmen and
women, seeking to defend their own rights,
employ the legal system more actively than
before when solving disputes that arise
between them and sport organizations, which
are now subject to a greater level of scrutiny
and public interest. Last but not least, it is
possible to trace efforts at the international
level to capitalize on the malfunctioning
of sports governing bodies in order to add
sporting and cultural events to the list of
possible targets for Western sanctions against
Russia, applied in retaliation for Russia’s
policies towards Ukraine.

The most powerfull governing bodies
over football are FIFA and UEFA. FIFA,
the Fédération Internationale de Football
Association, founded in 1904, governs the
World Cup (the quadrennial international
football tournament), while UEFA, the Union
of European Football Associations, is one of
the six sub-branches of FIFA, and runs the
European championship. As pointed out by
Richard Parrish, “FIFA’s responsibilities include
drawing up regulations and provisions and
ensuring their enforcement. Every person and
organisation involved in the game of football
is to observe FIFA ‘law’. The tasks of UEFA
are to regulate the game at a European level
and settle disputes between national member
associations within Europe”.?

In May 2015, seven high-ranking FIFA
officials were detained by Swiss police on
suspicion of corruption following a request
made by the American Department of Justice.
Subsequently, the president of FIFA, Joseph
Blatter, and the head of UEFA, Michel Platini,
have been suspended for eight years from
all football-related activities following an
ethics investigation. The exact timing of these
interrelated events, given the fact that corruption
in FIFA is acknowledged to have been going on
for a quarter of a century already, and has long
been an open secret, leaves room for speculation
that they were set in motion with the side aim
of applying pressure to the governing bodies of

football, which were unwilling to side with the
anti-Russian sanctions policies of the West.

As football is both the most important
and most commercialised sport in Europe,
efforts are now being made in earnest, and by
the EU in particular, to raise the standard of
governance in the European football sector,
focusing specifically on the principles of
democracy, transparency and inclusiveness,
seeking to represent all interested stakeholders.*
Thus, in this article, the review of literature
on the specifics of EU relations with FIFA/
UEFA sheds additional light on how the EU
functions in relation to sports governance.
Not long ago football’s governing bodies
had full autonomy: there was practically no
outside control or regulation. The headquarters
of both FIFA and UEFA are in Switzerland
(outside the EU immediate territory).’
And the EU’s competencies in the field of
international sport, even today, cannot be seen
as strong. Nevertheless, over time, the EU has
accumulated policy instruments allowing it to
limit the autonomy of both FIFA and UEFA,
and to execute some forms of influence over
them. For both economic and political reasons,
as well as due to the internal faults of football’s
self-regulating bodies, the EU has become more
closely involved in regulating football.

The EU as a metaorganisation

There are various theories that can be applied
when studying the EU’s influence over international
sport governance. These include agency theory,
stewardship theory, institutional theory, resource
dependence theory, network theory, stakeholder
theory, a democratic perspective and managerial
hegemony theory.® One of the most popular of
these theories is the principal-agent theory (agency

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theory),” although it is a little far-fetched to present
the relationship between the EU and FIFA/UEFA
as one between a principle entity and its agents.
The EU, plainly, does not control FIFA/UEFA; and
neither FIFA nor UEFA act of behalf of the EU.

This article favours the global governance as
an analytical approach. It allows for the role of
the EU to be identified better as an agent in the
arising global multi-actor (sport) governance,®
participating in the development and maintenance
of rules and norms that limit the international
behaviour of both state and non-state actors. The
notion of governance per se implies a collective
process of political regulation (steering) in the
absence of a single governing centre or organising
principle. The global governance narrative, in its
turn, brings to the forefront vertical and horizontal
dimensions to this process. By choosing global
governance as an analytical tool, we can better
understand the ‘dynamic interplay’ between civil
society, business and public sector actors involved
in global and European politics.

Accountability is a key aspect of global
governance. In the context of global politics
it is particularly challenging to enforce,
since “governmental and non-governmental
organisations around the world practice a very
wide range of incompatible systems of domestic
governance, making it exceedingly difficult
to reach agreement on formal and informal
norms, standards, responsibilities and sanctions

associated with decision making”.!’

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The integrated FEuropean system of
governance (meaning setting of rules and
their application, as well as enforcement) is
a multilevel one. In the EU decision making
is termed multilevel as it connects national
administrations with each other and the European
institutions without establishing a clear hierarchy
between them. It is blurring the distinction
between centralised and decentralised decision
making by networking various types of decision
makers."" As a result, European governance
is not monopolised by national states, and
civil society organizations are involved in
the respective political process. At the same
time, the EU system can be presented as a
transnational governance, as it is characterised
by complexity, its non-hierarchical features, and
horizontal/diagonal policy networks. There are
many reasons to evaluate governance within the
EU as ‘experimentalist’? or ‘innovative’,”® as
European policymaking is endued with unique
features that distinguish it from policymaking
at the national level. It combines supranational
legal regulation with self-regulation (executed
by the economic subjects themselves, although
under strict European and national control) and
co-regulation (typically referring to situations
where the industry develops and administers its
own arrangements, while a government provides
legislative backing to enable the arrangements to
be enforced).

European social dialogue is an important
and attractive example of co-regulation.
In a wider sense, it presupposes discussions,

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consultations, negotiations and common
actions, undertaken by two sides — by trade
unions and organisations of employers. At the
European level, it has two main forms: bilateral
(a direct dialogue between social partners
under the control of the European Commission)
and trilateral (with the involvement of other
European institutions). In the international
arena, the EU, while being an unconventional
foreign policy actor and a multipartite entity at
one and the same time, is capable of promoting
alternative modes of governance, based on its
own example.

Indirect influence

Since the 1970s, the EU’s involvement
in affairs of sport has been pushed through by
private actors, demanding observance of the
Single European Market (SEM) freedom of
movement principle, as well competition rules,
in the sport’s sphere as well as elsewhere.!* The
EU’s freedom of movement law establishes a
worker’s right to travel within the territory of
the EU in the pursuit of employment. Thus, in
2001, FIFA and UEFA on the one side, and the
EC — represented by Commissioners Monti,
Reding and Diamantopoulou — on the other side,
reached an agreement concerning FIFA’s rules
on international football transfers, based on the
European Court of Justice’a (ECJ) Bosman
preliminary verdict,'® in which the Court ruled
that the old system of transfers placed an undue
restriction on the free movement of footballers
as workers and was, in fact, prohibited by
Article 39(1) of the EC Treaty (now Article
45(1) of the Treaty on the functioning of the
European Union). Jean-Marc Bosman, a
Belgian professional footballer, and all other
EU, as well as Icelandic, Lichtensheinian and
Norwegian football players were subsequently
given the right to a free transfer at the end of
their contracts, with the provision that they

were transferring from a club within one
EU association to a club within another EU
association.

In 2005, in the Simutenkov ruling,'” the
ECJ held that the 1994 EU-Russia Partnership
and Cooperation Agreement provisions
(Art. 3 (1)) also protected Igor Simutenkov, a
Russian citizen legally employed in Spain as a
footballer, against discrimination in terms of
working conditions, renumeration or dismissal.
Revision of European football rules concerning
the number of foreign players in teams was
once again reconsidered. This new ECJ ruling
meant that non-EU sportsmen covered by this
and other agreements with similar clauses (for
example, the ACP-EU Partnership Agreement,'®
signed in Cotonou in 2000) should not be
discriminated against, when legally employed
within the EU, either.

The Bosman and Simutenkov cases proved
quite influential for the whole international
transfers situation in European football, leading
to, in a practical sense, the end of any distinct
category of person called a foreign player.
Although national federations could still try
to limit ‘foreigners,’ it became much easier for
individuals to overcome these limitations. In
other words, the EU successfully challenged the
monopoly exercised by the governing bodies of
the sport and legitimised the claims of players.
Nevertheless, FIFA and UEFA remained the
leading actors in football governance, making
every effort to restrict any concessions to other
stakeholders. Challenges brought before the
ECJ and/or the EC to club ownership rules,
selection criteria, the use of transfer windows to
regulate player movement and the FIFA player-
agent regulations remained unsuccessful.”

In 2007, the EC White Paper on sports
noted that self-regulation allows for most
challenges that affect sport to be dealt with, if

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good governance and EU law are respected.?
In all honesty, changing the predominantly
self-regulating mode of European football
governance was beyond the means of the EU,
even if it wanted to. That said, the Commission
did strongly contribute to the development of
co-regulation in addition to self-regulation,
namely — to the creation of a structured dialogue
with interested stakeholders. A European
social dialogue between employers (clubs) and
employees (footballers) was launched for the
professional football sector in 2008, allowing
for discussions, consultations and negotiations
on labour related issues. The Commission of
the EU provided important resources to the
European sectoral Social dialogue committee
for professional football (SDCPF) and
supported its projects and studies.

In 2012, the social dialogue in European
professional football, including parties such
as UEFA, the European Professional Football
Leagues (EPFL), the European Club Association
(ECA) and the Fédération Internationale des
Associations de Footballeurs Professionels
Division Europe (FIFPro Division Europe)
— consisting of 29 member associations —
concluded its first agreement on the minimum
requirements for standard player contracts.”!
At this point, FIFA remained the only
excluded organisation that could be interested
in participating in the SDCPF. According to
Arnout Geeraert, “FIFPro’s participation in the
social dialogue has unquestionably improved
its representativeness and legitimacy, and has
thus enhanced its position in the governance
of European football. By providing expertise
and indirect financial support through, for
instance, the reimbursement of travel expenses,
the Commission further contributed to the
empowerment of FIFPro. Finally, by making
sure that actors are brought together in a
room, where they are obliged to dialogue, the
Commission made sure that FIFPro was able to

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influence the decisions made by the governance
network™.?? Football’s powefull governing
bodies could no longer afford to neglects
previously marginalised interest groups such
as clubs and players. The EU institutions were
performing a useful monitoring function,
ensuring that the activities of international
football’s governing bodies’ do not extend
beyond the limits set by EU law.

The EC has overseen measures against the
use of doping and match-fixing, the activities
of sports agents, and regarding transfer rules,
demonstrating a regulatory approach to
professional sport as an economic activity, with
its regulating principles primarily established
by states and not by private professional
leagues. The EU has also brought about
substantial change in football rules based on EU
competition policy, legitimasing the associated
claims of clubs and players and putting into
question the supremacy of the governing bodies
such as FIFA and UEFA.

Direct competence

The 2007 Lisbon Treaty, which came
into force at the end of 2009, for the first time
endowed the EU with direct competence on
matters of sport.?® Articles 6 and 165 of the
Treaty on the Functioning of the European
Union empower the EU institutions ‘to
support, coordinate or supplement the actions
of Member States,” though no European
harmonisation of national laws has been
admitted in this sphere. The emphasis has
been on the social, cultural and educational
particularities of sport, distinguishing it from
other industries.

Article 165 allows the EU to directly fund
sports-related programmes. The first budget
line specifically dedicated to sport was opened

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in 2014 as part of the seven year Erasmus+
programme. It envisions support for grassroots
projects and cross-border challenges, such as
combating match-fixing, doping, and violence
and racism in particular?* Having acquired
direct competence in the field of sport, the EU
has become relatively assertive. At the same
time, due to the EU’s still limited competence
in sports, its policy is ultimately defined not by
the supranational EC, but by the Council, which
consists of member-states’ representatives.
Since 2009 the Council has become a more
active player in the field. In general, EU action
in this sphere has started to provide added socio-
cultural value to the efforts of member states.
According to Richard Parish, Article 165
establishes a formal rolling political agenda on
the meaning of the ‘specific nature of sport’.
In the Bernard case®® Article 165 was cited to
confirm the view of the ECJ that the specific
characteristics of sport allow football clubs
to seek compensation for training of their
young players who then wish to sign their first
professional contract with a club in another
member state. Also, in 2013, the ECJ rejected
FIFA and UEFA appeals over broadcast
rights.?” In this and other similar cases, it chose
to side with those member-states who wanted
to keep all of the World Cup and European
Championship on free TV (the member states
have the right to select a series of top sports
events to be broadcased on free television).?®

The traditional model of football gover-
nance in Europe was characterised by a
pyramidal and hierarchical structure, running
from international federations down to national
federations and clubs. Lots of amateur clubs
formed the basis for the top professional clubs
playing on national and European level. In the
2000's,inpartdueto EUinfluence, the traditional
model underwent some transformation,
becoming relatively more democratic on the
way. Unsatisfied stakeholders (such as football
clubs, players and fans) turned to the assistance
of EU institutions as an alternative way to
settle disputes which had previously found no
accommodation within the internal structures
of football governance.”® In this way the
vertical channels of power which previously
prevailed in the traditional governing pyramid
of European football, were undermined, while
structures of network governance emerged
and developed in which different stakeholders
exerted power in different ways and in different
contexts in a complex web of interrelationships
between public, private and non-profit actors.*

The 2015 FIFA crisis

Good governance is a sin qua non condition
of self-regulation for sports’ governing bodies.
Weak governance undermines financial
stability and the potential any sport has to fulfil
its social functions. It also opens a window of
opportunity for arbitrary external political and
ideological, as well as commercial, pressure.
FIFA has for quite a long time been criticised
for its flawed governance, lack of transparency
and accountability.’! According to Pielke, who

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wrote an article evaluating the accountability
mechanisims in the global politics of football,
FIFA “demonstrated time and again that it has
essentially no hierarchical, supervisory, peer or
public reputational accountability, and minimal
fiscal accountability”.> Lack of adequate
governance in international football was
acknowledged in a number of EU documents,
as well as by some member states, Britain and
France in particular.

In the meantime, as Pieth argues, “FIFA —
even though by law still a non-profit association
—isinfacta potent corporate entity. This calls for
a sequence of particular governance measures
developed in the corporate world”.** In his
judgement, FIFA has made distinct progress by
introducing international accounting standards
and professional auditing, yet there is still room
to further upgrade their systems of internal
control.

Most of FIFA revenue comes from the World
Cups. For example, in 2011-2014, FIFA’s total
revenue was $5.718 mln, with operating profit of
$338 mln.** FIFA redistributes the majority of this
revenue back into football through investment
in development programmes, international
football tournaments, football governance
and organisation of the next FIFA World Cup.
However, a proportion of any profit is held back
to create a cash reserve, officially to be spent on
insurance to cover the possibility of last-minute
cancellation of a World Cup event. From a
financial perspective, the last FIFA World Cup in
Brazil in 2014 turned out to be a major success.
Revenue significantly increased compared to the
previous four-year period as a result of higher
income from the sale of rights, particularly in the
area of marketing and television.

The biggest scandal in the history of
FIFA erupted at the end of May 2015 when

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Swiss police detained its seven highest-ranking
officials in Zurich on suspicion of corruption,
fraud, racketeering and money laundering.
Overall, charges were pressed against 14 current
and former football bureaucrats. According
to the data made public by the US Ministry
of Justice, $ 150 mln in bribes were received
during 24 years.*

Before the scandal broke, Britain called
on UEFA head Platini to oppose the president
of FIFA, Joseph Blatter, and come out for a
boycott of the 2018 World Cup in Russia in
retaliation for Russia’s policy towards Ukraine
and the annexion of Crimea. Denmark proposed
holding an alternative tournament in 2018
with the participation of countries of Europe
and Southern America; in addition to this, a
group of U.S. senators called for Russia to be
removed as host of the 2018 World Cup as well.
Neither Blatter, nor Platini, by all appearances,
demonstrated enough willingness to yield to
this political pressure and side with the West’s
anti-Russian sanctions.

In the midst of its corruption scandal, the
European Union has called for FIFA to quickly
reform itself. Natalie Vandystadt, a spokeswoman
for the EC, said: “Millions of fans around the
world have lost patience and they deserve better”.3¢
In June 2015 the European Parliament, with no
power to take enforceable decisions related to
sports, adopted a resolution recommending that
FIFA’s decisions to award the 1998, 2010, 2018
and 2022 football World Cups to France, South
Africa, Russia and Qatar respectively be reviewed.
The move, attesting to how highly policised the
issue had become, was a direct result of the FIFA
corruption and all of the suspicions of bribery
hanging over its decisions.”’

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Tibor Navracsics, EU Commissioner for edu-
cation, culture, youth and sport, was of the opinion
that FIFA was no longer fit to run international
football.*® The European Commission, however,
declined to back calls for a boycott of the World
Cup scheduled to take place in Russia in 2018.
Russia, in its turn, insisted that it won the right to
host the next World Cup in a fair competition.

The President of Russia, Vladimir Putin,
reacted to the whole situation by proposing
that a resolution be adopted by the UN General
Assembly that would confirm in international
law the principle of sportasbeing depoliticized.®
He announced this idea at the World Olympians
Forum, which took place in Moscow in October
2015. However, no resolution is likely to stop
present-day natural process of sport becoming
politicised, especially at a time when public
interest in sport has seriously increased.

Politicisation generally means that more
and more decisions in the associated sphere will
become publicly contested and that they will be
discussed by representatives of civil society, and
that there are conflicting positions as concerns
solution of the problems. Today it seems
impossible to stop the politicisation of football
governance, though in international politics in
general a lack of politicisation remained quite
common till the late XX century. Also, the
EU itself used to be a depoliticised polity not
so long ago, demonstrating a predominantly
functional way of decision-making. Now
we are witnessing both the processes of the
politicisation and (albeit slow and painful)
democratization of European integration,* with

Conclusion

Football is a global sport that connects the
world in a unique way. The European Union
recognises the autonomy of international
football organizations, and is far from assuming
a primary responsibility for the sport.

Whiletheconceptofpoliticisationgenerally
relegates us to an increased involvement of
civil society in collective decision-making, the
concept of democratisation implies reforms
allowing civil society to actually participate in
governing processes. There can be politicisation
without democracy, as well democratization
with or without politicisation. One can conclude
that, overall, the EU is exerting a benign
influence over football governance, helping to
make it more democratic.

FIFA encompasses a wide spectrum
of stakeholders ranging from its member
associations to players, referees, players’
agents, clubs, marketing professionals, the
fan community and the public at large. This
general interest, by itself, does not imply legal
accountability to the general public. Yet, while
formally non-governmental, FIFA is in practice
expected to act as a quasi-public body. The
EU in particular expects international and
European football governing bodies to respect
the core principles of law (especially the rule
of law, the separation of powers, transparency,
accountability and democracy).

All taken into consideration, these moves
towards democratisation and the upgrading of
football governance, and measures to increase
its transparency and accountability — which are
enhancing its legitimacy — are the best means to
guarantee against (the unwelcome) intrusions
from outside into football’s affairs, irrespective
of these intrusions’ motives.
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Abstract: In the globalizing world of financial and economic
interdependence, a polycentric, multi-level, and hierarchical system of global
financial regulation is emerging. The article highlights two vectors of recent
development in international financial regulation: the rise of cooperation
through the mechanisms of the Group of Twenty (G-20) on the one hand,
and the efforts to maintain the US leading role in global finance, on the other
hand. In the circumstances of the global financial crisis of 2008, the G-20
countries initiated an international reform of financial regulation. According
to G-20 decisions, international standard-setting organizations developed
transnational regulatory regimes in the fields of banking, derivatives and
bankruptcy resolution, and the states now implement these regimes in their
jurisdictions. The so-called “soft law system”, which is not legally binding,
allows the states to sustain national sovereignty in their financial policy. The
United States play a leading role in the international financial reform, as well
as in the shaping of the global financial regulation system. The American
regulators push for extraterritorial application of the US norms and take other
unilateral actions on the international arena. The article also touches upon
legitimacy problems of the emerging system of global financial regulation.
The most important constrains are the excessive influence of the financial
industry (“regulatory capture”), the weakness of civil society participation,
and also the fact that for the rest of the world the American norms lack
legitimacy, as they are adopted by regulators assigned by officials elected by
population of a foreign territory.
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In the globalizing world of financial
and economic interdependence, a system of
global financial regulation is emerging, being
now in the process of making. It is a multi-
level system, which consists of interacting
global, regional, state and sometimes local
levels. This emerging system is polycentric
and at the same time hierarchical which is
reflected in two seemingly conflictual vectors
of recent development in international financial
regulation: the rise of cooperation through the
G-20 and financial networks and, at the same
time, the maintenance of the US leading role.

Concept and practice of network
financial regulation and its limitations

Well before the financial crisis of 2008 a
range of transgovernmental standard-setting/
regulatory organizations — the Basel Committee

on Banking Supervision (BCBS), the Interna-
tional Organization of Securities Commissions
(I10SCO), the Financial Stability Board (FSB),
and some others — gained importance at the
international level and overshadowed the tradi-
tional Bretton Woods era international financial
regulatory institutions — the International Mone-
tary Fund (IMF) and the World Bank (WB).
There are multiple interpretations of the role the
network financial organizations play, as well as of
the status of documents that they issue.

In the concept of network financial
regulation, the BCBS, 10SCO and FSB are
treated as global financial regulation already
in existence.! Recommendations developed by

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them are regarded as a soft law system which
is supposed to be able to solve the legitimacy
and efficacy problems of the global financial
regulation.? There is a point of view that
eventually these soft law norms tend to gain
a more binding character and become more
obligatory in nature.’?

The transgovernmental organizations4
play less important role in other conceptions and
analysis systems, in accordance to which global
financial regulation is determined or should
be determined either by exterritorial reach of
the American® (or American and European)
financial regulatory norms, or by substituted
compliance with regulatory requirements of the
stronger states.® In this framework the role of
the United States of America as a leading actor
in the global finance prevails.

In the global financial regulation, suprana-
tional modes of governance are not used, except
for the regional level in the European Union
(EU). During and after the financial crisis,
the architecture has been evolving where the
Group of Twenty designs general directions
of the global financial reform, translates them
to the standard setting organizations — the
BCBS, the IOSCO, the FSB, and they develop
recommendations for the states. After that,
the states implement the standards in their
jurisdictions, i.e. enact national legislation, and
then national regulatory agencies adopt rules
and regulations, enforce them, and supervise
the compliance with them by financial

companies. The role of states is central in this
architecture.

The concept of network financial
regulation and of actions taken by respective
organizations is American in its very nature
and reflects neo-liberal ideology. Unlike the
IMF that works on the basis of an international
treaty, the financial networks develop a soft law
system that is not legally binding, but voluntary.
This is a new quasilegal environment of the
transnational financial regulation that some
researchers qualify as a “law-like institution”.”
Network regulators use soft power instruments
like persuasion, authority weight, and economic
interest.

In the absence of binding rules, the global
financial reform created transnational regulatory
regimes that are based on the American model.
The transnational regime of banking regulation
(Basel III), the regime of derivatives regulation
and that of resolution (or liquidation) of
systemically important companies on the verge
of bankruptcy have been elaborated, and the
process of their implementation in countries
began. So, these regimes are multi-level —
the key points are agreed at the G-20 level,
recommendations are developed at the level of
standard-setting bodies, and the implementation
takes place at the national level.

USA as the biggest factor in global
financial regulation environment

Besides the transgovernmental organi-
zations, the institutional environment of the
emerging global financial regulation includes a
vast range of actors. First, there are traditional
Bretton Woods bodies of international monetary
and financial regulation, the IMF and the WB.
These two have an international treaty as a
legal foundation for their work, but they failed
to demonstrate strong leadership when the
global financial crisis broke up in 2008-2009.
The latter fact is supposed to contribute to the
growing importance of network regulators.

Second, there is the financial industry, or
transnational financial corporations, exerting
big influence on the regulators at all levels,

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and the situation of regulatory capture is an
important factor of the whole environment.
During the financial crisis, the socio-economic
consequences of negative externalities became
so salient for the public, that steps had to be
taken by governments to reduce the financial
industry’s influence on policy-making. But in
the medium-term perspective we might expect
it to reemerge.

Civil society groups should have
constituted as a third important factor of the
environment, but they are relatively weak when
we consider the case of financial regulation.
This, partly, is due to the technical complexity
of financial regulation. But the major reason, of
course, is the fact that civil society groups find
it hard to compete with the financial industry,
with its vast economic and political resources.

The forth factor, actually the most
important one, is the factor of the United States
of America, a major power exporting its national
financial regulation norms and standards to the
rest of the world. In its national jurisdiction, the
US has carried out a strict reform of financial
regulation that became a model for other
countries. The Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform
and Consumer Protection Act were signed by
President Obama on 21th of July, 2010, and
the national regulators proceeded to develop
the rules and regulations implementing the
provisions of this Act. The rules adopted in US
to implement Basel III are in certain aspects
stricter than the international agreement itself.
In implementing national reform in the field
of derivatives’ regulation the US is ahead
of all other jurisdictions. The US regime for
liquidation of bankrupt financial firms became
a pilot for respective international liquidation
regime.

The Board of Governors of the Federal
Reserve System (the Fed), the Securities
and Exchange Commission (SEC), and the
Commodities Futures Trading Commission
(CFTC) took active and effective part in
developing key lines of the global financial
reform during the financial crisis. The influence
of the American Federal Reserve, not only as
a monetary regulator but as a regulator of the
banking holding companies and systemically
important non-banking financial firms as well,
spreads far beyond the borders of the US. Two
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American securities and derivatives regulatory
agencies —the SEC and the CFTC —also possess
some influence over international regulation in
respective sectors. They continuously elaborate
new and alter existing norms of global financial
regulation, shaping it in a way that serves
American national interests, thus enhancing
American leadership in global economy and
finance. To exercise their influence, American
regulators use channels provided for by the
Group of Twenty, financial regulatory networks
as well as traditional Bretton Woods institutions.
Their influence is based on the axial role of
US financial system in global finance and on
the status of dollar as an international reserve
currency and international means of payments.

The United States played a pioneering role
in the global financial reform. Early documents
of the Obama’s administration on financial
reform stressed the necessity of international
cooperation.® But later, while developing their
national rules and regulations according to the
Dodd-Frank Act, American regulators started
contravening the Group of Twenty’s decisions
concerning the harmonization of the global
financial regulation. Substituted compliance
is a concept intended to help harmonize
international rules, while implementation
of the global reform is carried out at the
national level. Substituted compliance allows
a foreign company to work in a host country
and to comply with its home country rules
and regulations, thus lifting unnecessary
regulatory burden of double regulation. This
principle is endorsed by international financial
organizations, but is either rejected in the US —
as in the case of the Fed’s regulation of foreign
banking organizations operating in US, or
receives limited American acceptance — as in
the case of derivatives regulation by the SEC
and the CFTC.

Moreover, American financial regulators
insistently push forward the extraterritorial
reach of their standards. The Dodd-Frank Act
provides for extraterritorial implementation
of the Volker rule, of the derivatives rules and

of its other regulations. European regulators
and policymakers claim that this leads to
fragmentation of transatlantic and global
financial regulation, undermining its legitimacy
and efficiency.’ But the US officials reply that
as they have adopted a more stringent national
standards, their extraterritorial reach will only
enhance global financial stability."

States and companies can hardly afford to
lose access to the American financial markets.
This is the major reason for them to comply
with American rules. It is important to take
into consideration that the extraterritorial
application of laws of a state is a mechanism to
create traditional, legally binding transnational
financial regulation, which could be enforced
onto competitors of the United States.

In the framework of its export control
policy, the US government carries out a policy
of financial control which is intermittently used
as an instrument of extraterritorial sanctions.
When applying these mechanisms, American
regulators, especially the Federal Reserve,
widen their global reach. For example,
in summer 2014, the Fed fined French
transnational bank BNP Paribas for violating
American sanctions on Iran. Together with the
French banking regulator, the Fed issued a joint
order to BNP Paribas to adopt a program of
compliance with the American sanctions laws,
when acting globally.

Legitimacy challenges to the emerging
global financial regulation

In general, legitimacy of decisions of
network financial regulators depends on
states. The input legitimacy of the global
financial regulation, executed through the
transgovernmental networks, stems from the
national financial regulators. In their home
countries they are nominated by the executive
and confirmed by the legislative branches of
power. In the financial regulatory networks,

heads and staff of national regulatory bodies
cooperate, e.g. [OSCO is comprised of national
securities and derivatives regulators, the
BCBS - of central bankers and some other
regulators of the banking activities.

The output legitimacy is determined by the
efficacy of the decisions made, or augmentation
of the public good, which in case of international
financial regulation means global financial
stability. In practice such efficacy is in question,
especially in the last 2-3 years, as global financial
reform looses momentum and the unification of
normative base seems unreachable, but also due
to the problems of redistribution and conflicts of
interests.

If our intention is to measure legitimacy by
transparency and openness of the system, we need
to acknowledge the fact that network regulators
move in this direction indeed. Regulators
publish their proposals on the Internet, invite
public comments, promulgate comment letters,
and also inform the stakeholders on what has
been changed in the original versions of the
documents. Activity, principles and process of
decision-making are highlighted on their web-
sites. If the Basel I accord was concluded behind
the closed doors, the development of the Basel
II and Basel III was open to the public — the
proposals were disclosed in advance, comments
were invited and seriously considered when
making the final version of the documents.

But in fact, what could have become an
important contribution to enhancing of the
legitimacy, becomes a limiting factor. The
overwhelming majority of respondents to these
calls for comment are financial companies, or
other business groups. According to Pagliari and
Young, in 1999-2013 civil society groups, such
as consumer protection advocates, organized
labour, research institutes and NGOs, wrote
no more than 6% of aggregate public comment
letters in response to a wide range of financial
regulatory consultations in US, EU and at
international level."

The most important limitation to the
enhancement of legitimacy of the global financial

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regulation stems from the fact that for the rest of
the world the American norms lack legitimacy, as
they are adopted by regulators assigned by officials
elected by population of a foreign territory.

Conclusion

The United States maintain leadership in
the field of international financial reform, as
well as in the shaping of the global financial
regulation system. During the negotiations
on the Transatlantic Trade and Investment
Partnership, the European Union proposed
to consider legally binding treaty provisions
on the unification of financial regulation
standards, but the American side did not
support the idea. The reason might be that in
the existing “soft law system” it is easier for
the US to pursue its national interest in the
world of global finance.

While promoting financial reform, the
USA reserves a right for itself to execute a
completely independent national financial
regulatory policy, based on the territorial
approach, without accepting new European
norms. Presumably, one of the goals of
the American policy, as concerns financial
reform, is to sustain hierarchy in the US-EU
relations.

During the financial crisis and right after it
the European Union demonstrated its intention
to become a leading player in the global financial
regulation as well. But the analysis of actions
taken by US and EU on certain directions of
financial reform showed that the EU could not
catch up and start to set global agenda. The
Americans maintain leadership in generating
ideas and realizing them in several fields, as
well as in transatlantic financial competition.
It became a clear competitive advantage of
the US that it has the most developed expert
and technical capacity to create standards of
financial regulations and to try imposing them
on the rest of the world.

The main actors working to sustain
American global leadership in the financial field
are the major American financial regulators
themselves. The Federal Reserve, the SEC,
the CFTC not only exercise functions of
national financial regulation and supervision,
but also take an active, and often leading
part in developing international norms. Their
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influence stretches to other countries, as the
American regulators push for extraterritorial
application of the US norms and take other
unilateral actions in the field on international
global regulation.
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Abstract: This article contributes to the discussion surrounding
involvement of interest groups in the political process on the
European and global level. My purpose here is to examine how
groups of interest can affect EU’s role as a global actor and find
out which mode of lobbying regulation could strengthen Europe’s
position in global governance. In this article, I am trying to bind
concepts which at first glance might seem quite remote: groups of
interests and global governance. By analyzing Europe’s position
on the Transatlantic Trade and Investment Partnership (TTIP)
and the Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP), I argue that European
ambitions on international arena are undermined by inner
tensions. These tensions are mainly caused by discrepancy in
positions of different groups of interest who try to influence the
outcome of the political process and, thus, make it less stable
and predictable. At the same time, adequate lobbying regulation
could increase accountability and transparency and, therefore,
help to overcome inconsistencies in EU’s position in global
governance system. The results suggest that without proper
backing from inside actors like business groups and civil society
associations the EU will constantly wobble and will not be able
to fully achieve its global goals.

Being the second world’s

largest

economy, the EU has been trying to promote
its standards, values, norms, and mechanisms
at various levels by enhancing foreign trade,
institutional cooperation and taking part in
global governance. At the same time, the EU’s
status as a global actor has been in relative
decline mainly because of the Eurozone crisis.
Therefore, integrated Europe had to lower
its appetite and turn back to more practical
interests, shifting its focus and ambitions along
the scale from idealism to realism. The whole
process of negotiations on the TTIP provides
us with a clearer vision of Europe’s fears and
inconsistencies regarding its role in global
governance.

This article constitutes an attempt to
clarify the essence of the dependency between
lobbying regulation within the EU and the

Union’s potential to act globally. The first section
presents a summary of the EU’s approach to
global governance. This is followed by study
of the TTIP case with the due attention given
to the issue of impact of lobbyist and groups of
interest and their role in shaping the agreement
both in the USA and the EU. The next section
applies theoretical framework to practical
context and describes different ways for
lobbying regulation in the EU and anticipated
results of it. Finally, the conclusion sums up
the main findings on Europe’s position in TTIP
negotiations regarding the lack of lobbying
regulation in the EU.

EU in global governance

The European aspirations to play an
important part in global governance were
formulated in time of globalisation, EU’s
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enlargement and strengthening on the inter-
national political arena. The EU has to fortify
internal governance inordertobeableto promote
its principles and ideas of “good governance”
in the entire world.! It is worth mentioning
that the concept of “good governance” lies
at the core of the European external strategy
together with “effective multilateralism” and
“transatlantic partnership.” However, good
governance has no clear definition. In general,
it covers fundamental principles of state-
society interactions and encompasses rules,
procedures, interests’ articulation, management
ofresources, and the way the power is exercised.
“Good governance” is aimed at protecting
human rights and democratic values, promoting
development and reducing inequalities.

The EU is constantly looking for new
opportunities to promote its principles of good
governance abroad —as ithappened, for instance,
with Cotonou Agreement in 2000. Europe
showed readiness to use trade and foreign
policy aid as a means to export its values and
to bind issues of trade and development with
political ones. Another example is European
Neighbourhood Policy which suggests the
quality for the EU’s relationships with its
neighbouring countries depending on their
adherence to European values.?

Another strand in the EU’s strategy of global
governance is multilateralism. The concept of
multilateralism is challenging in itself. Generally
accepted interpretation was given by Robert
O. Keohane who considered multilateralism as
“the practice of coordinating national policies
in groups of three or more states, through ad
hoc arrangements or by means of institutions. It
thus involves (exclusively) states and often (not
exclusively) institutions, defined as ‘persistent
and connected sets of rules, formal and informal,

that prescribe behavioural roles, constrain activity,
and shape expectations.””.? But understanding of
multilateralism could not be complete without
such qualitative notions as justice, international
obligations under treaties and respect for law.

The EU is strongly committed to the
principles of effective multilateralism in the
Union’s foreign policy. According to European
Security Strategy, an international order should
be based on effective multilateralism. Realising
its interests, the EU sees its role as a promoter
of the European model and systematic attitude
on the global level.* This contributes to the
EU’s strategic choice.

Transatlantic partnership is another core
element of the EU foreign policy. Despite
existing divergence between European and
American concepts and practices of global
governance, transatlantic relations remain
‘irreplaceable’ in fostering the EU’s role as a
global actor. A new European Security Strategy
proclaims: “The strategic relationship between
the European Union and the United States is of
primary importance to transatlantic prosperity
and stability, with the EU and the USA
accounting for over 30% of the world trade
and over 50% of global GDP”.’ Europe shows
its strong commitment to act together with the
US not only when dealing with security issues
such as international terrorism, weapons of
mass destruction, conflict prevention and
peace keeping, but also when working on
economic and legal issues. Having moved
from the policy of “building bridges across the
Atlantic” in 1995% to “essential partnership”

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in 20117 and then to “unique partnership” in
2014,% today the EU-US relations represent
full-featured partnership encompassing non-
governmental and parliamentary cooperation.

EU-US cooperation is organised through
on-going dialogues on most issues covered by
the action plan of the Transatlantic Economic
Partnership (TEP) launched in 1998 on
London Summit including the Transatlantic
Business Dialogue (TABD), the Transatlantic
Consumer Dialogue (TACD), the Transatlantic
Policy Network (TPN), the Transatlantic
Environmental Dialogue (TAED), and the
Transatlantic Legislators Dialogue (TALD).
These formal structures have contributed
to wide engagement of lobbyists, groups of
interests, non-governmental organisations and
civil society activists. Representatives from
firms and corporate lobbyists took part in the
work of the Transatlantic Economic Council
and advised the European Commission and
the US government. From the very beginning,
lobbyists were incorporated into the process
of negotiations. Deepening transatlantic
cooperation facilitated formation of influential
transatlantic lobbies both in the EU and the
US with whom we are dealing in current TTIP
talks.

TTIP as a means to global governance

The US and the EU, taken together,
represent over 60% of the global GDP, 33%
of the world trade in goods and 42% of the
world trade in services in particular. A free-
trade agreement between these two largest
economies after China would establish the
biggest zone of economic integration covering
46% of the world GDP.Despite close economic
cooperation between Europe and US, which
are very important trade partners for each
other, they compete for the global markets and
have long-lasting economic conflicts, some of
them currently being under the World Trade
Organisation (WTO) examination.

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Some sort of transatlantic free trade area
was first proposed by Germany in the 1990s,
but at that time it was not appreciated. Later
on, in 2006 the German Chancellor Angela
Merkel returned to this issue. However,
the 2008 financial crisis provoked growing
protectionism on both sides of the Atlantic and
yet again delayed the beginning of respective
negotiations. Finally, in 2011 a group of high-
ranking international experts launched the work
on preparing recommendations for a wide-
ranging free-trade agreement. On February
12th, 2013 the then EU Commission President
Jose Manuel Barroso and President Barack
Obama officially announced the beginning of
talks on the future agreement.

TTIP is more ambitious and expansive
than any standard trade agreement. It is divided
into 24 chapters, grouped into 3 parts: market
access, regulatory cooperation, and rules. The
negotiations are mainly focused on the most
controversial issues which are tariffs reductions
or eliminations, technical barriers to trade
(TBT) and non-tariff barriers (NTBs). Potential
gains from TTIP depend heavily on the extent
to which tariffs, technical barriers and non-
tariff barriers are eliminated. The main goal of
TTIP is to remove divergent standards between
EU and US — which is very ambitious and
challenging. Mutual recognition of equivalent
rules and standards could lead not only to
economic growth of participants but also to
setting very important international norms and
standards.

An idea of transatlantic economic integra-
tion is a far-reaching geopolitical implication
that aims at boosting transatlantic economic
growth amidst rising threats from China and
other emerging economies.” Here, Europe
has both positive and negative motivation for
closer binding with the USA because the very
idea of transatlantic cooperation promises not
only economic and political benefits but also
guaranty that Europe won’t be excluded from
the global governance, keeping its market
closed for the others and staying aside of the
others markets at the same time. By slowing

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down negotiations on TTIP with the USA, the
EU risked to speed up America’s talks on TPP
and cut itself from the world most important
market in twenty years from now.'” The 11th
round of negotiations on TTIP (which took
place on 19-23 October 2015 — soon after
the draft agreement on TPP was adopted by
12 countries) has showed European concern
and readiness to make substantial concessions
in order to stay involved in global economic
cooperation.!!

Lobbying TTIP in Europe

Although aspirations and predicted effects
of the free-trade agreement are mostly positive,
potential economic gains remain a subject of
heated discussions. TTIP affects a huge number
of industries, sectors, and enterprises. Not
surprisingly, the negotiations launched attracted
unprecedented attention and provoked protests
from both civil society and certain business
structures.

Major European fears stem from the risks
of standards harmonization at consumer’s
expense. Large number of protests were
conducted by European farmer’s associations
who are concerned about competitiveness of
high-standard European agricultural sector
in comparison to the American one, where
genetically modified food and hormones are
widely used to make the final price of the
product lower. After several rounds of behind-
closed-doors EU-US negotiations, the level
of social anxiety in Europe was particularly
high. Taking into consideration concerns about
democratic deficit and the lack of transparency,
the Council decided to publish the European
Commission’s mandate and make the whole
process more open. The Commission launched
public consultations, and several groups of
experts under DG Trade and DG Enterprise
tried to enroll players affected by TTIP. Now
business groups, trade unions,consumer,
health and other interest groups were granted
an opportunity to express their position and
concerns. Along with that, in November 2014

the new European Trade Commissioner Cecilia
Malmstrom promised that civil society would
be more involved into the TTIP negotiations.'?

The whole TTIP issue became a subject
of heavy media coverage in Europe. Widely
known internet resources like EurActive.
com, corporateeurope.org, and lots of others
published series of reports or report-like
investigationsdedicatedto TTIPanditsill effects.
They launched an anti-TTIP campaign which
resulted in civil interest being mobilized. Self-
organised European citizen’s initiative against
TTIP called “STOP TTIP” is worth mentioning
here. This initiative was officially refused a
registration under the European Commission'
but they continue their outside lobbying
campaign along with gathering signatures contra
TTIP. One of the major arguments voiced by
“STOP TTIP” campaign leader Pia Eberhardt
is that Commission officials, who were not
democratically elected, have the right to decide
on agreement that contradicts the principles of
democracy and affects every single European
citizen. Moreover, Commission is suspected of
conducting behind-the-closed-doornegotiations
with business lobbyists, sacrificing democratic
rights to satisfy corporate interests. Under
harsh criticism Commission had to announce
open consultations on TTIP. But almost a year
after the Commissioner Malmstrom’s claim,
the consultation policy on TTIP has not become
less business-biased. Out ofthe total number of
meetings with groups of interest, only 16,7%
are held with the public interest groups and only
one out of five business lobbyistsis registered,
which can easily be checked by analyzing the
list of the Commissioner’s meetings.

It is difficult to deny the fact that organised
civil interest groups can make a real impact on
perceptions of TTIP by the public and officials.

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The issue of the effectiveness of public groups’
ability to shape opinion can beadditionally
clarified byanalyzing the example of the Anti-
Counterfeiting Trade Agreement (ACTA)
defeat. By the Treaty of Lisbon, the European
Parliament was given the right to approve or
reject international trade agreements. ACTA
is a curious case when a campaign initiated
by a small number of citizen groups against
the agreementratification in the EP turned out
to be successful. The TTIP scenario does not
have to be exactly the same, but still is a good
example to show the influence of civil groups
and possible outcome of interest mobilisation.

US position on TTIP

In the USA the TTIP issue receives less
public attention and is definitively perceived not
as negatively as in Europe. Americans do not
seem to beconcerned with consumer protection
weakening as much. Instead of that, major US
worries circle around possible erosion of the
US energy advantage and of weakening the US
financial regulation. The United States were
hardly hit by the recession caused by the 2008
financial crisis and want to exclude another
overheating of markets and to prevent risky
transactions. Now that the American economy
shows signs of improvement,no serious
agreement is to jeopardize the hard-won and
delicate economic balance. Another sensitive
issue is the US energy market. Shale gas boom,
along with improvements in technology and
efficiency, make it possible to keep the price on
energy resources considerably low. Exporting
liquefied natural gas would make the prices
higher, anyway.

The interests of huge transnational
American companies are articulated by the
American Chamber of Commerce, which is the
most powerful pro-TTIP lobby group. The main
national discussion on TTIP is concentrated
within the Senate which includes ‘trade
liberalisers’, ‘fair traders’ and ‘trade skeptics’.
Despite that division, the Senate is generally
considered to be in favour of the TTIP.

It should be mentioned that lobbying
regulation and practice of interest representation
in the USA is different from the one in the EU.
Lobbyists and groups of interest traditionally
play an active role in the American decision-
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making processes, and the regulation of their
activity is much stricter, than in Europe.
According to the Lobbying and Disclosure Act
of 1995, all lobbyists are required to register
with the Clerk of the House and the Secretary
of the Senate and to provide semiannual reports
of their activities and expenditures. Lobbying
activity in general is highly controversial and
is often negatively depicted in mass media.
At the same time, this occupation is subject
to extensive rules and regulations which can
lead to prosecution, if not followed. It is worth
mentioning that, in contrast to Europe, in the US
officials are not allowed to conduct meetings
with non-registered lobbyists.

Professional lobbyists form a layer
between officials and civil servants, on the
one hand, and business associations and
trade union, on the other hand. The activity
of professional lobbyists is interpreted as the
right for free speech, which is constitutionally
protected by the First Amendment of the
American Constitution. The US faces its
own challenges regarding immense number
of lobbyists and growing lobbying budgets,
but it is hard to deny that this kind of tightly
regulated interest representation system
works well, when it concerns consolidation of
public position on an issue and then finding a
compromise in the Congress, which enables
the American government to act in a cohesive
way.
For the US TTIP is equally a question of
geostrategic importance. Congressional debates
on TTIP usually focus on general topics — like
overall economic impact and implications for
global governance and international standards.
Creating new global norms, technical standards,
and regulatory convergence is meant to boost
the US economy along with the EU one and
to confront growing Asian influence, which
threatens US positions in the global arena.
During negotiations, the Congress has referred
to the situation in Ukraine as a reason to pursue
transatlantic efforts to help its macro-economic
revitalisation. If signed, TTIP will definitively
have a serious impact on the future of global
economy and on multilateral structures, like the
World Trade Organisation. Therefore, neither
US, no EU want to stay on the sidelines of this
agreement.
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In the meantime, the USA is conducting
negotiations with Asia-Pacific countries on
the Trans-Pacific Partnership — a full-fledged
alternative to TTIP in creating the biggest
free-trade area. This agreement was drafted on
5 October 2015 after 7 years of negotiations and
is now under ratification by its 12 signatories.

Democratic deficit
in the European Union

European Commission is constantly
engaged in designing various initiatives in
order to increase participation of interests
groups, particularly NGOs, in politics and
therefore to increase the level of the democratic
legitimacy of the EU: “Regulation of lobbyists
refers to the notion that there should be rules
which the interest groups must abide by when
trying to influence public decision-making”.!*
However, during TTIP negotiations the
Commission has faced harsh criticism for the
lack of transparency in the ways interest groups
and particularly corporate lobbyists participate
in policy-making process.

A democratic political system should
envisage regulation of political actors’ behaviour,
and the EU cannot be an exception here. Lobbying
regulation is particularly important, because the
political system of the EU is characterized by high
degree of reliance on civil society. It is widely
agreed, that lobbying regulation has two major
aspects: public officials’ behaviour and lobbyists’
code of conduct. Speaking of lobbying regulation,
I consider both of these notions. Bringing together
theoretical considerations on democratic deficit
with lobbying regulation approaches, I argue
that an adequate regulation of interest groups’
representation increases accountability and
transparency and, therefore, can be considered
a method of dealing with democratic deficit and
contributing to consolidation of Europe’s position
on international arena.

A clear definition of democratic deficit is
given by Beetham, who says that democracy is
about popular control and political equality.!s

Both concepts require accountability which is
the key element in any democratic system, be
it national or supranational. In a democratic
system of governance, rulers should be
accountable for their actions as they defend
public interests and represent people who have
elected them. Here we come to the second major
characteristic feature of democracy which is
transparency. It is obvious that transparency
itself is presupposed by accountability. Lack
of transparency compromises accountability.'é
Theremightbeplenty ofothermoresophisticated
designs of democratic systems depending on
interpretations, positions and scholars’ opinions.
But talking about democracy in respect to the
EU, while trying to not compromise any of the
complexity of interest representation practices,
would only make it tangled.

The issue of the democratic deficit in the
European Union seems to have been there
forever. Yet there is no common attitude to it
among scholars. On the one hand, we have
such prominent intellectuals as Giandomenico
Majone and Andrew Moravcsik, who argued
that the EU should not necessarily meet all
the expectations in what is considered to be
democratic, meaning that the EU is already as
democratic asitcould, or should, be. On the other
hand, there is a polar point of view, articulated
by Simon Hix, who called the EU policy-
making an “enlightened form of benevolent
authoritarianism”.!” Most researchers’ position
falls somewhere in-between.

A “standard version” of democratic deficit
elaborated by Weiler and his colleagues'®
and, later, by Simon Hix still reflects the EU
situation today. Five major claims, described
by Simon Hix and Andreas Follesdal, are still
relevant, though reforms under the Treaty of

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Lisbon came into force.”” Obviously, we are
witnessing “an increase in executive power and
a decrease in national parliamentary control”?
which became especially problematic in light
of the Eurozone crisis.

One would argue that growing role of
the European Parliament is a step forward on
the path to a more democratic Union. There
is a clear tendency of the enforcement of the
European Parliament’s role that has been
described by democratic deficit scholars since
the mid-1980s. The Lisbon Treaty extended
Parliament’s legislative power, making it a
lawmaker equal to the Council. Among other
important decision-making procedures and
budgetary powers, the role of Parliament is
bolstered by the election of the President of the
Commission.

Finally, there is a clear tendency of a neo-
liberal “policy drift” on the supranational level.
The EU takes political decisions that are not
popular in member states. The whole institutional
system of the EU empowers governments to
conduct policies at the European level that they
could hardly follow at the national level, because
at the domestic level they are controlled by
national political actors like parliaments, courts,
groups of civil and corporate interests. Common
Agricultural Policy and the Single Market
regulation may be good examples here. Such a
“policy drift” is highly criticized by most social
democratic scholars for the lack of transparency,
lack of accountability?' and absence of groups of
interest’ from the decision-making process.”

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Conclusion

Among all European institutions, the
Commission has been criticized for the lack
of transparency more than the others have.”
Therefore, from the late 1990's The European
Commission launched several new initiatives
trying to fix the issue of its technocratic lack of
accountability. It has deliberately drawn groups
of interests in capacity of experts into decision-
making process, both to compensate the lack
of democratic participation and improve the
effectiveness of policy outcomes.?*

Today’s situation has not changed
dramatically, except for the post of the
Commission’s President who is to be elected by
the European Parliament according to the Treaty
of Lisbon. The Commission has also launched
new initiatives to grant access for those lobbyists
who are able to provide them with technical
expertise on issues that exceed competences
of its members.”® As Henri Hauser notes, “By
involving a range of public and private interests
in discussions concerning policy initiatives,
the Commission circumvents “obstruction
of national governments”.?® Interest groups’
participation in the decision-making process
allows the Commission to find a consensus
among key stakeholders. At the same time, the
analysis of TTIP negotiations has shown that the
lack of proper normative regulation of lobbying
in the EU creates misbalance in the system of
interests’ representation which lead to social
tensions and undermines positions of the EU as

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a global actor. Here we come to the conclusion
that the only way to decide who merits
participation in the political process is at least
proper legal regulation of access for lobbyists.
While self-regulation of lobbying activity has
already shown its ineffectiveness.”’

As Chari has noticed, “The basic rationale
behind implementing regulations is that the
public should have some insight into, as well as
oversight of, the mechanisms that draw lobbyists
into the policy-making environment, in order
to better understand how they influence policy
outputs”.?® Enacting a mandatory lobbying
register could increase the level of transparency
and accountability. Mandatory lobbying
registration could make it clear who is lobbying
and for what.Introduction ofpenalizing codes
of conduct for lobbyists could also increase the
level of transparency and accountability in the
Commission and promote political equality. The
process of TTIP negotiations shows the need for
open democratic debate which is only possible
along with lobbying regulation. All these
measures could help the EU to make its position
more substantive, stable and predictable which
is an indispensable condition for action on the
global level.

On the whole, the EU represents a
complex public-sector organizational system
with its own specific features and unique path
of development. In this article I wanted to
examine an impact of interest representation
and lobbying regulation on the outcome of
multifaceted negotiations and shaping the
global governance. Stricter lobbying regulation
can contribute to strengthening the EU’s
position on the global level as it was shown by
analyzing TTIP case. For now, we may assume
that lobbying regulation could foster coherence

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Abstract: Since the 1990s, the European Union is aspiring global
leadership in the area of climate change, which is reflected in its
active participation in the negotiations on the international climate
change regime. However, those ambitions have not always turned
out to be appropriate or justified. Despite the fact that the European
Union was able to achieve certain results during the Kyoto Protocol
negotiations and even more significant results in the process of
its ratification, for the most part EU negotiation strategy based on
normative considerations, had not been successful, it was especially
evident during the 2009 United Nations Climate Change Conference
in Copenhagen. Partly the disappointing results of EU performance
during the Copenhagen negotiations are to be blamed on some of
the key features of EU functioning logic, for example, the overall
tendency to rely on scientific evidence in policy-making, which did
not allow the EU to assess other parties’ interests adequately. As the
results of the negotiations of parties to the UNFCCC in December
2015 in Paris have shown, the European Union did manage to work
out its previous mistakes and build a broad informal international
coalition. Contrary to the pessimistic expectations, the agreement
was adopted and it took into account quite a few of the EU proposals.
However, the Paris Treaty has a number of flaws and inaccuracies, so
the ability to eliminate them in a timely manner by the international
community and the EU in particular, will determine the future of the
new international climate change regime.

Over the past few decades, the international
community has faced increasingly destructive
effects of human activity on the environment,
among which climate change has become one
of the most debated issues, not only among
environment specialists, but also among policy-
makers and civil society groups.

Accordingtothe United Nations Environment
Programme (UNEP) data, the average surface
temperature has already risen by 0,89°C from
1901 to 2012," while 2014 has become the hottest

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year since the beginning of observations.? Among
other possible effects of global climate change
one should point out the transformation of global
and regional hydrological cycles, increased
intensity of extreme weather events and natural
disasters, accelerated glaciers” melting, reduced
ice and snow depth (including permafrost), the
rise of the sea-level, changes of ecosystems’
characteristics. Without adequate measures
undertaken on the international level, these trends
are likely to develop further in mid- and longer-

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term perspective, as well as dramatically affect
the international relations.

Back in the 1972, the UNEP has laid the
basis for international coordination in the field of
environmental governance. In 1976, the World
Meteorological Organization released its first
assessment report, exposing the anthropogenic
causes of climate change.’ The main findings
of this report were afterwards confirmed by
the report of the Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC) in 1990.* Subsequently,
the evaluations and conclusions of the latter
report were incorporated into fundamental
international treaties that form the legal basis
of modern international climate change regime:
the UNFCCC, signed at the “Earth Summit”
in Rio de Janeiro in 1992, entered into force
in 1994, and the Kyoto Protocol on Climate
Change to the UNFCCC,’ in 1997, entered
into force in 2004. These documents define the
essential measures to combat climate change.

It is particularly interesting to analyze the
role of the European Union in the development
of global climate change regime. While in the
1970s the EEC countries were developing
their own environmental practices, following
in the wake of the environmental leader of that
time (the US),® by the 1990s the EU itself was
widely perceived as a valid actor in the sphere
of international environmental policy. Moreover,
when matters of global climate change were
considered, the European Union was now
internationally recognized as a global leader.

It is also very important to mention
here, that European Union studies require
application of slightly different theories, than

those of national states. In this article we will
be using organization theory approach that will
allow us to look into some of the functioning
logic of the European Union climate policy,
bearing in mind, that the EU is an exceptional
example of a very deep regional integration
and thus can neither be considered a state, nor
an organization. Essentially, it is something in
between.

The EU climate change policy relies
on the principles of multilateralism and
international law, commitment to sustainable
development, and the precautionary principle.’
The EU promotes the principle of effective
multilateralism, i.e. it seeks to sign multilateral
treaties that could improve the efficiency
of international cooperation in response to
various global challenges. In terms of climate
change policy, such efforts are justified by
the impossibility to limit the greenhouse gas
emissions within the borders of the EU only,
as it will not provide the desired effect on the
global scale. According to the Netherlands
Environmental Assessment Agency 2014
Report, 28 EU Member States, taken together,
are responsible for 11% of the total amount of
greenhouse gas emissions, while, for example,
China emits 29%, US — 15%, India — 6%,
Russia — 5% and Japan — 4%.% Therefore, in
order to reduce the emissions by the amounts
recommended by the Intergovernmental Panel
on Climate Change (IPCC), a collective action
of all states (or at least the major emitters among
them) is required.

All the EU Member States are committed
to sustainable development, as it appears to be
one of the major guiding principles of the EU’s
policies. Sustainable development involves a
balance between three policy areas: economic
development, social equity and environmental
protection.

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The precautionary principle deserves
special consideration, since it reflects the general
tendency to rely on scientific and expert data
during policy formulation due to the need to find
compromise between a large number of Member
States, with often conflicting national interests.
Even though the precautionary principle may
be named amongst guiding principles for the
European Union environmental policy since
1991, when it was included in the EU treaties,
it was never fully defined by the EU. Some
insights on this principle may be found in the
Communication from the Commission from 2
February 2000, which states that it will be applied
to situations “where scientific information is
insufficient, inconclusive, or uncertain and
where there are indications that the possible
effects on the environment, or human, animal or
plant health may be potentially dangerous and
inconsistent with the chosen level of protection™.’
It is also stressed in this document, that the use
of the precautionary principle must not lead to
discriminative or inconsistent policy, moreover —
the policy measures must be reexamined and if
necessary modified when new scientific data
becomes available.

In addition to adhering to the precautionary
principle in domestic policy, the EU is actively
promoting its implementation on the global
level. In particular, it was included in the
UNFCCC. The European Union’s cooperation
with the IPCC may serve as an example of
practical implementation of this principle. In
1996, the EU defined its vision of the objectives
and actions required to reduce the greenhouse
gas emissions, based on the [IPCC data, which,
in particular, included the goal to prevent global
surface temperature rise above 2 degrees Celsius
compared to pre-industrial levels. The Council of
the EU confirmed the 2-degrees target in 2005.
According to Van Shaik and Shunts, despite
the fact that this target was based on somewhat
uncertain scientific evidence, choosing a target,
expressed in a simple number, seemed politically
and functionally justified. It allowed to develop
precautionary measures, based on a model, that

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connected the global temperature rise to the
concentration of the greenhouse gas emissions
in the atmosphere, which in turn were regularly
monitored by the IPCC.'

In addition to the aforementioned guiding
principles, one may certainly find common
interest of the Member States serving as the
drivers of the EU climate change policy. First
of all, the development and introduction of
renewable and alternative energy technologies,
as well as improvement of the energy efficiency
can help to reduce the dependence of the EU on
imported fossil fuels, which connects the issue
of combating climate change to energy security.
Secondly, the development and introduction
of innovative and environmentally friendly
energy technologies, in addition to the obvious
benefits for the environment, enables the EU to
achieve significant competitive advantage in the
future, as an exporter of developed technologies.
Additionally, these actions may include many co-
benefits, such as the reduction of potential costs
of eliminating the impacts of climate change and
benefits to health and ecosystems. According
to the 2015 estimates, the monetary value of
reduced import of fossil fuel could be around 500
billion Euros by the year 2030. Moreover, co-
benefits to healthier life conditions from reduced
air pollution on their owne could prevent 6000
premature deaths per year by 2030." Thirdly,
as S. Shunz points out, the EU climate change
policy and actions in the field on the global level
came in very handy, providing some justification
for the further integration.'

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When speaking about the legal basis of
European Union’s climate change policy, one
should mention that environmental issues lie
within the area of the shared competence of the
EU and its Member States (with the exception of
the conservation of marine biological resources
under the Common Fisheries Policy which
belongs to the exclusive competences), i.e. the
Member States have the right to exercise their
competence only in so far as the European Union
has not already done so.! The international
agreements in the field of environmental
protection are to be signed both by the EU and its
Member States. The legal obligations undertaken
by the European Union within the framework
of international agreements on environmental
protection and climate change complement
those of the Member States. In the case of
non-compliance with any of the provisions
of a respective treaty, such as, for example,
any commitments to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions by 8%, pledged in the Kyoto Protocol,
the responsibility lies not only on the European
Union, but also on the individual Member
States that failed to meet their obligations. After
the ratification, such international agreements
become an integral part of the EU law. The
responsibility to monitor their implementation
and settle any possible disputes falls within
the jurisdiction of the Court of Justice of the
European Union."

The EUisrecognized as arightful participant
the international climate change regime in
accordance with Article 22 of the UN Framework
Convention on Climate Change, which states, that
“Regional Economic Integration Organizations”
are allowed to participate in all activities on the
same terms as the national states.'* Therefore,

the EU presence in the international climate
regime also complements that of the Member
States, which in turn gives rise to a number of
problems that other international actors do not
have. Although the shared competence in the
field of environmental protection is a purely
internal phenomenon for the EU, it often creates
many difficulties for third parties and the EU
itself. It dictates the need to harmonize the
interests of individual Member States, as well as
to articulate a common European position prior
the negotiations.'® In case the common position
does not fully meet the national interests of
one of the Member States, according to the
UNFCCC principles, they are free to present
them individually. This, however, contradicts the
logic of the functioning of the EU.

Since the 1990s, the European Union
pretends for a leading role in the global climate
change governance by actively participating in
the negotiations on the international climate
change. As some European authors suggest,
an important element of the EU strategy was
to develop internal mechanisms to combat
climate change, which were to become a role
model for the international community,!” as
well as to promote fundamental principles and
rules specific for its own perception of required
measures to combat climate change on the
international level.

Duringthe UNFCCCandtheKyotoProtocol
negotiations, the EU managed to become one of
the key players in the process, despite periodic
internal disagreements (in particular, according
to S. Oberthiir, the European Commission has
been deprived of the right to represent the EU

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in the negotiations under the UNFCCC).!
From 1995 to 1997, the European Union was
generally successful in asserting its vision of
the Kyoto Protocol goals, particularly in terms
of commitments to reduce the greenhouse gas
emissions, taken by developed countries (8%
for the EU, 7% for the United States and 6%
for Japan). At the same time, the EU made a
limited impact on the formulation of most of the
Protocol mechanisms, in particular with regard
to the adoption of its “flexible mechanisms”,"
which were pushed into the agreement by the
United States.? In its internal policy, the EU
did not adopt the carbon/energy tax, on which
the Member States have failed to work out a
common position in 1992.%!

In 2001 it became evident that the United
States have abandoned the idea to ratify the
Kyoto Protocol and began attempts to refocus
climate change actions from global to regional
level (e.g., by promoting such platforms as the
Asia-Pacific Partnership on Clean Development
and Climate Change).” The EU, inits turn, made
considerable efforts to counter such attempts.

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The EU actively negotiated with all the parties
to the Kyoto Protocol in order to accelerate the
ratification process and to prevent the collapse
of the newly formed climate change regime.
By doing so, the European Union, according to
some of the authors, has gained the fame of the
Kyoto Protocol’s savior.”

The EU has also put a lot of effort to
convince such countries, as the Russia and
Japan, to ratify the Kyoto Protocol, so that it
would initially enter into force by 2005 despite
the US actions. The price for the ratification
was rather high: the EU had to comply with
weakened accounting rules, which was more
favorable for Canada, Russia and Japan, and
the lack of restrictions on the use of “flexible
mechanisms”. Since the beginning of the
2000's states with growing economies, such
as Brazil, India and China, started playing a
more prominent role in the negotiations on the
international climate change regime. This fact
has not been ignored by the EU, and after 2005
it launched bilateral dialogue processes and
signed bilateral agreements on cooperation in
the climate field with Australia, Brazil, Canada,
India, Mexico, Russia, the USA, South Africa
and Japan in order to provide some support
for internal European climate change policy
development and, more importantly, to stand a
chance to influence the negotiating position of
these countries.

It seemed that in 2009 the American
administration of the newly elected Barack
Obama was ready to support the EU global
climate change policy vision at the 15th
Conference of the Parties to the UNFCCC in
Copenhagen. The goals were indeed ambitious,
as the EU hoped to sign a new, legally binding
international agreement on climate for the
period after 2012. Given the importance of the
talks, the negotiation process was carried out
on three levels, instead of the usual two: at
the level of working groups, at the ministerial

level and at the level of the Heads of States
and Governments. However, to the great
disappointment of the EU, the final document
of the Copenhagen 2009 Summit did not
replace the Kyoto Protocol and did not contain
any legally binding emission reductions targets.
Despite the EU efforts, the final Copenhagen
accord, largely prepared by the United States
and the BASIC countries,> with close to
zero involvement of the EU,* mentioned the
2-degrees goal, and contained only voluntary
and abstract commitments to reduce the
greenhouse gas emissions by 2020, taken upon
themselves by some of the parties. It was also
agreed to establish the Green Climate Fund,
formally founded at the annual Conference of
Parties (COP) in Cancun in 2010, and set a
goal to draw funding for climate projects to be
realized in developing countries from various
sources for a total amount of 100 billion dollars
per year by 2020.® According to experts from
the Massachusetts Institute of Technology,
such voluntary approach can contribute to the
reduction of GHG emissions, but would not
allow to reach 2-degrees target,”” which could
be regarded by the EU as a serious setback in
terms of its own regulatory-oriented approach
to the issue. However, it is crucial to look at the
possible causes of the lack of EU’s influence on
the negotiation process.

Duringthe preparations forthe Copenhagen
negotiations, the Member States and the Euro-
pean Commission managed to settle on the idea

that the EU should play a leading role in the
international negotiations on a new agreement,
and the new document should contain a
legally binding commitment to reduce GHG
emissions. At the same time, Member States
failed to agree on specific indicators: Italy and
Poland opposed the 30% emissions reduction
target by 2020, which eventually forced the EU
to look for a compromise at the summit itself.
Groena, Niman and Oberthiir have collected
very interesting information on the negotiation
process in Copenhagen during interviews
with individuals who were directly involved
in the process. Firstly, under the conditions of
economic crisis there was no unity in matters of
the financial support for developing countries.
If Britain, Germany, France, Denmark, the
Netherlands and Sweden were ready to allocate
funds for this cause, the Eastern EU Member
States seemed not so eager. Thus the compromise
was never found. Secondly, the situation
was additionally complicated by the need to
coordinate the positions on external obligations
with all Member States, which resulted in the
overly averaged vision on some of the items,
such as, for example, the position on reducing
greenhouse gas emissions from forestry.”
And since the EU could not participate in the
negotiations without an established common
position of the Member States, its ability to
respond promptly to incoming offers was
dramatically undermined.

Another possible reason for the lack of
success in Copenhagen was, quite paradoxically,
the excessive openness of the EU’s position.
Other parties knew exactly what they will be
offered, realized the importance of the new
agreement to the EU and expected it to sign any
version of the final document. EU proposal to
cut its own emissions by 30% instead of 20%
by 2020, did not have any practical effect, since
it didn’t have any real value to other parties,
that built their negotiation strategy on the basis

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of national interests rather than normative
objectives. The FEuropean Union has also
underestimated the fact that the United States
and the BASIC countries have taken a very
conservative negotiating position, preferring
to minimize possible international interference
into their domestic policies. Given the lack of
a plan “B” or any valuable bargaining chip
on the EU side, except for increased emission
reduction goals, the EU was actually outplayed
by other parties.

As in the case with the Kyoto Protocol
negotiations, during the Copenhagen talks,
the EU was too focused on its normative
considerations, in particular on the idea that
international climate change policy should be
based on the recommendations of the scientific
community without political interference, and
partially neglected the interests of its partners.
The inability to adequately assess external
conditions could have been also caused by
the Brussels bubble phenomenon, defined by
Shpaner B. as a “limited to an elite circle of
mostly Brussels-based politicians, lobbyists and
interest groups and the sphere of “arcane” policy,
i.e. a setting in which participants exclusively
operate behind closed doors and with a prime
emphasis on interpersonal communication”.”
The nature of the information circulating within
the “Brussels bubble” can be judged by the
content of publications in such transnational
media as «EUObserver», «European Voice»
and «The Financial Times», the main target
audience of which are the Brussels’ residents.
Most publications in this media are filled with
optimism, regarding the European integration
and the ability of the EU to influence global
environmental policy.® It is obvious that the
officials involved in the process of developing
a common EU position climate change may be
trapped within the “Brussels bubble”, which
imposes certain restrictions on the information
and opinions they receive.

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Further meetings of the Parties of the
UNFCCC have somewhat advanced the course
of the negotiations. However, the formulation
of the emission reduction goals set has never
occurred. According to Biedenkopf K. and K.
Dupont, the EU has temporarily withdrawn
itself from actively promoting this idea.’' The
Cancun conference in 2010 resulted in securing
some elements of the Copenhagen accord into
the UNFCCC framework. Given the failure in
Copenhagen, the EU has more easily reached
a common position prior the event, and, due
to the lower level of politicization of this
conference, which was not aimed at securing
any obligations, the USA and the BASIC
countries were more inclined to cooperate.
Therefore, there were no difficulties during the
final document formulation, which suited all
parties, including the EU.

The Durban conference in 2011, in its
turn, has become a micro-breakthrough for the
European Union, since the parties arranged the
exact date to sign a new agreement to replace
the Kyoto Protocol. Despite some resistance
from a number of countries, including India,
which the EU managed to overcome during
the high-level talks with the representatives
of those countries literally in the final hours of
the summit,* the parties agreed to sign a new
agreement in 2015.

The summit in Doha in 2012 has not
brought any significant results: the participants
have agreed on a second commitment period
for the GHG emissions reduction from 2013
to 2020 under the amendment to the Kyoto
Protocol.** The extent of its impact turned
out to be very limited. Since the participating

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countries are only responsible for 14% of
global GHG emissions, the US, Canada, Russia
and Japan did not sign the amendment.

The main result of the Warsaw conference
in 2013 was the proposal to establish the
Warsaw mechanism for loss and damage,
which involves compensation for irreversible
damage from climate change to developing
countries. However, the parties failed to agree
on the specific details of this mechanism, and
the initiative will be revisited in 2016.3*

The Lima conference in 2014, which was
burdened by the developing countries’ discontent
with the amount of promised financial support in
exchange for a transition to alow carbon economy
and clean energy technologies development, has
ended with moderate results. All 196 UN Member
States agreed to take concrete commitments to
reduce GHG emissions in the framework of an
Intended Nationally Determined Contribution
(INDC)* mechanism. A coordinated position
of the European Union, the United States and
China, announced at the very beginning of the
summit, played its role in this process. The
final document of the summit (“Lima Call for
Climate Action”) included streamlined wording
of a very modes set of procedural steps and
reflected “work in progress” instead of concrete
suggestions for the Paris 2015 Conference. It is
also very noteworthy that the legal status for the
Paris agreement remained undecided.

During the preparations for the Paris
Conference of the Parties of the UNFCCC, the
European Union was advocating a strong legally
binding agreement, aimed at an overall reduction
of GHG emissions by 60% by 2050 compared to
2010 indicators. It would have implied that the
INDC of all states should include specific targets
for GHG emissions reduction and those of the
developed countries should be more ambitious.>

Communication from the Commission to the
European Parliament and the Council: The Paris
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The European Union declared its readiness to
reduce emissions by 40% by 2030 and became the
first major economy to submit its INDC in March
2015. The decision was made despite the strong
resistance from “Visegrad Group plus two™’
Member States, that insisted on smaller 25%
reduction, fearing unaffordable financial costs.*
The EU also called for strict rules and procedures
for measuring, reporting, and monitoring
compliance with the provisions of the agreement,
as well as for a five-year cycle to review and clarify
the obligations in accordance with the scientific
data updates, changes in domestic circumstances
and capacities of the parties. According to the
EU position, the new agreement was to allow
the emission trade between markets as well as
commitment transfer between countries. The
EU believed that the agreement should provide
a framework for investment in programs and
practices aimed at reducing GHG emissions and
the negative effects of climate change, and that
all the parties needed to improve their investment
climate. At the same time, as noted by G. Erbach,
the volume of the climate finance will depend
on the ambition and the quality of the INDCs,
national investment and adaptation plans.*

The Paris Conference outcomes turned
out to be by far more promising, than those of
previous meetings, primarily because the parties

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managed to adopt a universal treaty, which is
due to enter into force in 2020 in case 55 nations
representing no less than 55% of global GHG
emissions ratify it. Although, as with the Kyoto
Protocol, it is possible that some states, such
as the United States in particular, might not
seek ratification. In the latter case, much will
depend on how the terms of Paris Agreement
implementation will be reflected before and
during Presidential elections that will take place
at the beginning of November 2016.

The Paris Agreement”® removes strict
differentiation ~ between  developed and
developing countries and introduces a common
framework that commits all parties to take action
in combating climate change, based on their
Intended Nationally Determined Contributions,
which are expected to be revised and
strengthened over years. All parties are expected
to submit reports on emission levels and policy
implementation efforts for international review.
Therefore, the new treaty can be characterized
by hybrid nature of its approach, since it includes
both bottom-up elements, that provide flexibility
and maximize participation, and top-down rules,
that ensure accountability. The legal status of
the treaty is equally hybrid. While some of its
provisions are indeed legally binding, the rest
of them, such as, for example, some aspects of
emission reduction targets and finance, are either
vague or voluntary.

It also seems that many of the European
Union’s views on the agreement have
found their way into the final text, due to its
considerable diplomatic efforts in building an
efficient coalition with various states and a very
determined leadership of the hosting country
(France). The parties managed to push for the
compromisedespiteexistingdisagreementseven
among the old alliances, such as G77*' and the
BASIC countries, which eventually dissolved
during the talks because of different interests.
This can be considered as a major breakthrough

G717 is a coalition of developing countries, which
was formed to collectively promote member
countries’ interests within the UN framework.
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for the EU negotiation strategy. The EU was
once again true to inclination towards informal
mechanisms when building the secret “High
Ambition Coalition”, which managed to bring
together the EU Member States, the US and
79 African, Caribbean and Pacific countries,
including Brazil, to form a common position
6 month prior the negotiations.*

As a result, the 2-degrees goal was once
again affirmed, but the governments agreed to
aim at even more ambitious goal to limit the
global temperature increase to 1.5 degrees,
supporting the request from the vulnerable
developing countries. What is still more
important, the Paris Climate Agreement commits
all nations, regardless of their development
status, to work towards it. The five-year cycle
mechanism that encourages parties to review
their nationally determined contributions was
also included in the document and has legal
force. The first ‘soft’ deadline to voluntarily
review and possibly raise the INDCs is 2018.
It is not yet clear how countries will respond
to this call.

The new agreement, however, does
not introduce any legally binding financial
obligations, meant for developing countries, and
even though the 100 billion dollars annually by
2020 for mitigation and adaptation commitment
was again included in the text, it is neither clear
how those funds will be accumulated, nor what
the contribution from the developing countries
themselves will be, since their participation
remains voluntary.*

The compromise was found on the very
sensitive question of the role of emission
trading systems and flexibility mechanisms.
The new agreement, as stated in Article 6,
introduces three different approaches, that
would initially suit parties advocating either

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in favor of market mechanisms or against
them. First of them introduces a voluntary
“cooperative approach that involves the use of
internationally transferred mitigation outcomes
towards nationally determined contributions”,
in other words allowing the linkage of emission
trading systems; the second — a “mechanism to
contribute to the mitigation of greenhouse gas
emissions and supportsustainable development”
is probably succeeding the Clean Development
Mechanism, established by the Kyoto Protocol
and the third one creates a framework for
non-market approaches “to assist in the
implementation of their nationally determined
contributions, in the context of sustainable
development and poverty eradication”.** The
accounting rules for the first approach have not
been specified in the Paris agreement and will
likely be developed over the next few years, the
main problem here remains to be the possibility
of double-counted emission reductions.

Whatever the fact all of the three initiatives
will require further development and clarification in
order to ensure their efficiency and accountability.
While the new treaty awaits its ratification, this
work will be undertaken by a new Ad Hoc Working
Group on the Paris Agreement, that will meet for
the first time in Bonn in May 2016, the nest COP
meeting is set for November 2016 in Marrakech.

The European Unionseems very optimistic
about the new agreement, as the EU Climate
Action and Energy Commissioner Miguel
Arias Cafete has stated: “This agreement is a
major win for Europe. But more importantly,
it is a major win for the global community.
Europe has led the efforts in Paris to get an
ambitious and legally binding global climate
deal. <...> Now, what has been promised
must be delivered. Europe will continue to
lead the global low-carbon transition we have
agreed”.* But apparently delivering, what has
been promised, might require considerable
efforts.

The new agreement was signed in rather
unfortunateinternational conditions: amoderately
high level of global political uncertainties and the
oil price volatility. While it is yet hard to estimate,
how certain international tensions might affect
the deal, the fall in oil price is very likely to have
its negative outcomes. A protracted period of low
prices with a certain degree of confidence might
stimulate oil consumption and negate the efforts
of transition to a greener economy. The signal
was sent to energy industries to end business
as usual strategies and shift the investment
into the dimension of low-carbon technologies,
however ensuring that this message was heard,
will probably require governmental support and
political will to keep the industry compatible
will the zero carbon aspirations.

The Paris Agreement has the potential to
become a turning point in global climate change
governance, but without deliberate and verified
details on the finance and accountability it is
not likely to form a strong international climate
change regime. Additionally its performance
relies heavily on the review of the Intended
Nationally Determined Contributions on a five-
year cycle. It will require a joint effort from all
parties to ensure its effectiveness, and since the
European Union has seemingly worked on its
previous mistakes the future of the agreement
might as well be very optimistic.

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Abstract: The article discusses the importance of higher education institutions
in the forming and development of scientific knowledge in the big emerging
powers of Asia. It is noted that recently, the positions of the leading Asian
universities have become very much stronger (it is confirmed by the world
rating) due to the radical education reforms (trajectories were very close to
each other) that were carried out by the countries of Greater East Asia during
the last 25 years. The special programs on the comprehensive development of
education were accepted, and its funding was perceived not just as a necessary
public expenditure, but as investments to provide the economy with a highly
skilled workforce and well-educated professionals.

The drastic changes in models of education management are of particular
significance. The autonomy of educational institutions can be very high on
local level. It is necessary to point out the private sector, which has a crucial
significance for Taiwan, South Korea, Japan and China.

Exactly universities began playing a major role in scientific research in these
states. International cooperation in the field of education is also of great
importance as it particularly promotes the formation of a cluster of people
interested in the development of their own country in an international
context.

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Abstract: In less than a century of its existence Saudi Arabia has developed
from mass illiteracy and lack of education of its population into the current state
of complex structure of educational and research institutions and organizations
equipped with most modern and advanced technologies and top world specialists
in accordance with the highest international standards. It is especially important
that the Kingdom has managed to achieve such success in no time. Until lately
scientific development in Saudi Arabia was mostly concentrated on applied
research, especially in the Kingdom’s key economic sphere — energy. Despite the
country’s abundant financial resources, science was considerably underfunded
and lacked any development strategy. Meanwhile, in the last 15 years the Saudi
Kingdom has made a huge leap in scientific development with a clear action plan
worked out, a solid structure of scientific institutes formed and the world experience
efficiently used. The success came with the Saudi authorities’ realization of the
importance of scientific and technical progress both for the national economy and
political positions of the state in the region and in the world. The article aims to
analyze the scientific policy of Saudi Arabia on the stage of its birth and in the
current state by means of studying official documents, statistics and the existing
institutes in the scientific system of the Kingdom.
