Discussion Summary

Like the end of the Cold War, and the
terrorist attacks of 9/11, the COVID-19
crisis promises to have lasting effects on
the international system or at least on state
behaviors. The crisis is likely to be a watershed
event, as Eugene Rumer argues, but there is
little chance of it transforming the international
system or behaviors of individual states. If
anything, the pandemic may reinforce the
entrenched views of foreign policy elites and
their approaches to the conduct of international

relations. However, there are also other options
that may be valid.

The end of the Cold War provided a brief—
in historical terms — respite from the struggle
between democracy and authoritarianism,
and less than a generation later geopolitics
returned as one of the principal drivers of
relations between states. Eugene Rumer
argues that the 9/11 attacks only reinforced
the U.S. foreign policy establishment’s belief
in the virtues democratic governance and
importance of promoting it as the answer to the
terrorist scourge. According to this perception
it is still early in the era of COVID-19 and,
probably, other pandemics to follow, to make
an appraisal of the actions of the big three —
the United States, China, and Russia — current
developments already suggest that states will be
states, their elites will be guided by their, rather
than some common, interests and assessments,
and existing behaviors may be even reinforced.
Thus, in the United States, the conversation is
unfolding about the advantages of democratic
governance in handling global pandemics, in
Russia legislators are proposing new measures
to heighten the political stability but outside
Russia these attempts are seen as limiting
the impact of the few remaining independent
actors in Russian politics. China, having —
apparently — managed to stem the spread of the
virus, similarly is acting to heighten stability to
save the maximum out of the years of reforms
while in the USA China blamed for limiting
information in the country from reaching
foreign or domestic audiences. And in a strange
coincidence, as Eugene Rumer pointed out,
Russian, Chinese, and U.S. media all continue
to spread disinformation about the origins of
the virus.

However, as pointed by Alexei
D. Voskressenski, China’s rising is based on
international development principles and
not only on “Chinese characteristics,” i.e.
international development principles are
adapted to China’s specifics, this development
is successful, made the country possible to
survive American sanctions and proved to
be able to successfully overcome pandemic.
Russia, though has its own interests, supports
China and sees Chinese globalization as an
important step to establish real polycentricity of
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the world, a tool to de-facto de-westernization
of the international system thus enabling
more room for Russia’s independent national
development and more comfortable place in
world system.

If we look at COVID-19 from the angle
of searching a vaccine as a metaphor of
political solution, as proposes Chih-yu Shih,
there are at least two relational threads in the
discussion on COVID-19. One comes from
the divides between and within nations, caused
by the structures of class, power, and stage of
pandemic, as well as discursive practices of
civilizational imagination, racial discrimination,
and partisanship. The level of personal risk, the
ability of self-help, the opportunity of treatment
all vary according to these relational settings.
The other thread reflects the divide between
the virus and mankind. There has been an
apparent determination in the public discourse
everywhere to conceive of the virus as alien
to mankind. However, the virus and mankind
belong to the same ecology instead of being
external to each other as the public discourse
has assumed.

Both divides require certain relational
treatments in order to reconstruct the mutual
constitution of all sides each falsely conceived
of as autonomous entity. The first divide
undermines solidarity for any human society to
remain mutually beneficial. The second divide
falsely externalizes what is actually internal, to
the effect of continuously self-estranging. This
process of self-estranging needs elaboration.

If the virus were alien to the ecology that
supports mankind, quarantine would be the
proper solution. Quarantine the virus, then
the infected, then the potentially infected,
then the heavily infected area, then the nation
to which the area belongs, then the race that
stereotypically constitutes the nation, and then
the civilization that stereotypically characterizes
the race — argues Chih-yu Shih.

Scapegoating on some selected internal
target is inevitable where quarantining fails.
Ultimately, however, no quarantine will succeed
as the virus and mankind are ontologically
connected through their shared ecology. The
only solution is to develop antibodies through
vaccine. In other words, virus and human have
to be mutually constituted to restore ecological
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relations in which the virus and mankind
achieve harmony.

Asking the first country that fails to
quarantine the virus to account for the
subsequent failure of others presupposes a
(misperceived) human ecology, to which
the virus does not belong. This is wrong.
Quarantine is at best functional to squeezing
time for a vaccine to come to the rescue.
Eventually, quarantine is counter-productive as
argues Chih-yu Shih. Thereafter, with vaccine,
the virus in the form of antibody and the body
are symbiotic. However, empirical evidence on
how countries are fighting virus may contradict
his view as some analysts argued.

Vaccine canbe a great metaphor of solution.
Antibody rebuilds an integral community of
virus and mankind. In fact, electoral / partisan
rivals often portray the other side of the
divide as virus, something alien, obnoxious
and contagious. This indicates democratic
failure — refusing solidarity. Externalization
of a political rival is exactly how we consider
and strategize COVID-19. Vaccine practically
re-internalizes virus. A political antibody is
not unlike an in-between process that mingles
mutually externalizing rivals. The incurrence of
in-betweenness would explore and develop the
potential of post-Westernness to deconstruct
the divides and reveal, revise and restore
the ecological relations that have already
encompassed all sides. So, we may argue that:

* Virus and mankind are related and
coexistent through antibody.

* They are ontologically relational where-
ver antibody develops and constitutes the
people.

* Danger actually arises in the long run
wherever lockdown dominates their relation-
ship.

* Politics likewise relies on political
antibody to accommodate differences, imagined
as well as practiced.

* Without political antibody, electoral
groups see and treat one another as virus.

* An electoral divide/cleavage is not demo-
cratic because it removes political antibody that
constitutes all members of the society.

* Democracy is conducive to solidarity
only if it produces political antibody of all
kinds to relate different people.
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* The relationality of antibody is a possib-
le lesson of democratic theory we could acquire
from the current pandemic.

* It is also a relational remedy to
International Relations theory plagued by the
myth of sovereign exclusiveness.

If we try to remove our COVID-19
antibody, (which is impossible) we would
jeopardize our lives, the mothering ecology, and
the viruses. Chih-yu Shih argues that Americans
have developed China antibodies for centuries.
All kinds of things and practices Chinese have
been in the States. They are revisable and
always transient and fluid. In the sense that
Americans have encountered, adapt to, and
transform Chineseness in various ways, they are
already immune from the threat of Chineseness.
In other words, Chineseness does not cause
serious problems in America, believes Chih-
yu Shih. American Chineseness is like vaccine
that was initially acquired from encountered
Chineseness. However, American leaders under
the 2020 Administration advise that these China
antibodies be removed in order to be independent
from Chineseness. What would happen to the
world is not difficult to tell. Not all Americans,
participated in this discussion, agreed with
Chih-yu Shih’s arguments, but it is clearly, if
developed further, we may argue that Russia per
see is long ago has antibodies to China because
of the long-term peaceful relationship thus
subverting American arguments of the necessary
geopolitical competition between Russia and
China in a way this competition already started
between the USA and China thus disproving
also the argument of impossibility of solid
Russian-Chinese partnership. So, an advice to
deconstruct Russian-Chinese partnership may
mean as well China antibodies be removed in
order Russia be independent from Chineseness
as argued Alexei D. Voskressenski.

A Chinese way to restore relations is, by
comparison gift-giving and ritualizing reciprocal
play, as was mentioned by Chih-yu Chi, who
participated remotely through simultaneous
e-mailing while his Zoom connection failed by
unknown reasons. This has been consistently so
throughout a history of several thousand years.

Richard Wietz disagrees with both Chih-
yu Shih as well as Eugene Rumer. His point is

that regarding relations between Russia, China,
and the United States, the most important near-
term effect of the virus has been to weaken
ties between the three countries. For example,
the slowdown in economic activity in China
combined with the restrictions on travel with
China have reduced Chinese-Russian and
Chinese-U.S. trade. Now the slowdowns in the
US and Russia will have the same impact. Many
of these reductions can be reversed as soon as
the virus is under control, which may be in a
couple years as Richard Wietz believes though
Alexei D. Voskressenski doubts that this may be
the case. Voskressenski argued earlier and also
in a published form that just in contrary — the
strengthening of economic ties between the two
countries and the coordination of their policies
on aregional level may be the economic remedy
for the post-COVID-19 epoch. At the political
level though, there has not been a major change
in their relationship — China and Russia remain
closely aligned even in military spheres while
US relations with both remain bad. The Chinese
and Russian governments have not criticized
each other for their mutual restrictions on
travel. We also don’t see mutual accusations
characterizing, for example, Sino-American on
who’s to blame for the crisis. Thus, for Russia a
further globalizing China may be an additional
support to overcome economic crises as
well as for China to seek more technological
independence from the West.

Richard Weitz is less pessimistic in his
final conclusions thus disagreeing with his
fellow-American Eugene Rumer: The crisis
could have a greater long-term impact if one
of the three states is more adversely impacted.
Furthermore, there will be likely further de-
coupling of the China and U.S. economies,
with the United States striving to reduce its
dependence on China for its health care and
other supply lines. The transatlantic alliance
may be weakened due to the U.S.-EU lack of
cooperation in their response to the crisis, falls
in defense spending, and growing support in
some quarters for an authoritarian response to
the crisis. And Russian-Chinese partnership, as
argued by Alexei D. Voskressenski, successfully
survived pandemic.

Walter Lee has shared his view on the
problem from the perspective of Chinese
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international relations. China’s transition may
be described as the “Infinite Transition” as the
Russian academics propose. However, that
raises the question of what are the criteria for
success or failure in present circumstances?
Pandemic is of course tragic, but it is what
humankind encounters from time to time in
history. Viruses are part of nature. What truly
matters in the COVID-19 case is that it comes at
a time when the global society is falling deeply
into the trap of protectionism, isolationism,
populism, exclusion, and xenophobia. Now
is not the time to point fingers to each other
but to cooperate by strong political will in
responding to our common interests in public
health and global economy. Lee believes the
success of China in fighting the first wave of
COVID-19 has strengthened the legitimacy of
the Communist Party of China (CPC) and the
Chinese government. This is evident from the
very strong bottom-up nationalistic sentiment
that people have during and after the crisis —
despite people also got furious and frustrated
about the mismanagement of the Wuhan and
Hubei governments at the early stage of the
outbreak, the suppression of free flow of
information, and the death of “whistleblowers”
suchas Dr. Li Wenliang. The success ofthe China
case is not just the result of effort made by the
government and/or because of the advantages
of the “China model” alone, but also that the
people have been generally cooperative with
and supportive for the very strict quarantine
and other public health measures imposed by
the authority plus the use of high-technology
such as big data and artificial intelligence. This
is an interesting lesson for Russia to consider.
As for future leadership of the world,
it is still largely unknown. It may depend
more on the result of the United States (US)
presidential election 2020 than any other factors.
Nevertheless, China’s response to COVID-
19 perhaps is an example to show us a society
with solidarity will be able to rebound more
quickly than a deeply divided society. A nation
has to be strong inside in order to lead outside.
If China, the US, and Russia all have solidarity
domestically (though by very different means)
and they can cooperate for humankind’s common
good, it would be hopeful that we are able to
overcome pandemic. It is interesting that the
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Chinese of the Greater China — HK and Taipei —
are both more optimistic about the positive
impact of China-USA-Russia cooperation for the
humankinds’ common good than as well as some
Russians than both Americans who participated
in the round-table discussion

The COVID-19 pandemic has a serious
impact on Southeast Asia as well, argued
Ekaterina Koldunova. Thus, the functioning of
the intraregional production chains experienced
a severe damage. Economic interaction with
China is also at risk, she believes. In 2018,
Southeast Asia became China’s number two
trading partner and the downfall of the economic
activity in China because of the pandemic will
resonate greatly in the region. In the recent
months, Southeast Asia itself has been witnessing
the symptoms of recession. Some countries
like Thailand or Indonesia had to reassess their
growth rates forecasts and to suspend military
acquisitions. Others, like Vietnam, this year’s
ASEAN Chair, so far stay as still economically
vibrant economies in the region. However, the
expert assessments tend to subtract up to 4% of
the regional growth against the pre-COVID-19
forecasts as Koldunova argues'.

The current pandemic also puts forward
a question about regional resilience among
global turbulences. Earlier this year ASEAN
found itself on the periphery of the US-China
contradictions and the first phase of their trade
deal struck in January 2020 definitely did not
consider Association’s interests.

One of the interesting conclusions of
this discussion that one may have is the re-
emergence of the three states — the US, Russia
and China — at the forefront of international
relations though the crucial impact of the Covid-
19 pandemic on the international order generally
heavily depends on how fast countries lift the
lockdowns and the restrictions on people’s
movement and jump-start the economy. The
speed of recovery is to put countries into better

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or worse starting positions in the new round of
international competition, and that has the full
potential to accelerate the already palpable and
long-term shifts in the world order. Ekaterina
Koldunova believes that the rise of China, and
isolationist trends in the US foreign policy most
likely speed up during the coronavirus and
even in the aftermath of the pandemic, seismic
economic and political changes are likely to
continue and occur, changing the geopolitical
relations in the world.

However, personal leadership and later
the outcome of the US presidential election
might change the course of events or at least
slowdown the shifts that are to be observed
in the international order. And this likelihood
is still there, since we cannot know whether
China can efficiently exploit the opportunities
deriving from the fact that it is still the factory
of the world that can provide the world with
medical supplies and the virus could be stopped
first in China. Tough it must be admitted that
a triumphant attitude of the Chinese could
backfire and make the image of a responsible
global leader incredible.

At the same time, as Czaba Moldiz argued,
the question of how to go back to normal until
the vaccineis available arises. Itis akey question
of whether using smartphone applications
can help us to lift the restrictions on people’s
movement by linking free movement with
personal health condition before the vaccine
elaborated through international collaboration
arrives, most likely, as he believes, in 18 or 24
months from now.

Eugene Rumer in this connection stressed
that the known and predicted economic
consequences of the pandemic have prompted
speculation about its impact on the foreign
policies of major powers. He raised pointed
questions: Will China abandon its Belt and Road
initiative? Will Russia pull back from Syria and
end its war against Ukraine? Will the United
States act more rapidly on its “America first”
agenda? For Eugene the answer is probably
“no, no, and yes.” However, for Richard Weiss
the answers may be different as for some other
participants as well.

At this point, as Czaba Moldich believes,
supported by Walter Lee, China is in a favorable
position since Chinese firms are front-runners in

this technology, and the Chinese leadership has
more maneuvering room to experiment in order
to find the right solutions. And that gives China
an advantage over the United States, at least for
a while. So, their conclusion supports also all
previous arguments of the Russian participants,
at least at the moment. However, the distant
future is unknown and unpredictable, and new
factors may arise to influence the development
of the situation.

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Abstract: Throughout the past decades the international relations studies
were mostly dedicated to the analysis of the superpower’s and great
power’s role in the world order. Less powerful states, namely small and
middle powers, were widely considered as objects that are not able to have
an impact on the international political processes. Nevertheless, with the
collapse of the bipolar system, new approaches have emerged and were
applied to the analysis of the existing balance of power in the international
relations. One of them is widely known as the concept of middle powers.
The conceptual understanding of middle power’s foreign policy behavior
has become significantly more complicated in comparison with the bipolar
period. On the other hand, there is still no clear definition of the term
‘middle power’. In light of this lack of a clear definition, various authors
use different methods to identify middle powers. Researchers usually define
middle powers based on such criteria as large population, natural recourses,
economic strength, military force, political stability, its formal recognition
by other actors in international relations as a significant international actor,
and its active involvement in solving regional and international issues.
The aim of this article is to review the concept of middle powers, its
historical perspective and key theoretical approaches namely positional,
behavioral and constructivist. Based on the analysis of these three
approaches the article argues that a holistic understanding of the middle
power concept is possible only based on a comprehensive approach.

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Abstract: The article explores the resource capabilities and
strategies the traditional and rising powers use to bring food,
energy and military-political security to the world most fragile
states. There is a certain complementarity in the relations
between both the mentioned actors in international relations,
since the negative externalities forming in and around fragile
states require resources that could be provided and effectively
provided by the world most powerful countries. The assumption
that the key characteristic of a power (center) is a capability
to translate outside military-political security allowed to the
authors to categorize the USA, EU and, with certain restrictions,
Japan as traditional centers of power; while Russia, China,
Brazil, Turkey, and, to a lesser extent, India and Korea as
rising ones. In terms of quantitative parameters, the United
States, the EU, India and Russia have the resources to ensure
food security, while Russia is the only major power that has
a net surplus in energy foreign trade. Russia's comprehensive
resource capability in the context of “broad” security supports
its leadership status in its efforts to stabilize and maintain
the world order. Considering the behavioral and not resource
aspect, the strategies of global and middle powers in the world
most fragile states, with the exception for the EU and Turkey,
correspond to their resource capabilities. Both deliver mineral
fuels as well as Turkey supplies crops to fragile countries
having overall deficit of such commodities. This may indicate
that these centers of power as well as Russia implement the
“donor” strategies conceptualized in the literature for the rising
powers of the modern world order.

Abstract: The rapidly globalizing socio-political, state-legal and financial-economic
development of national societies and states creates threats to ensure their national
security. The crisis in international relations, which has deepened in recent decades,
has given rise to new forms and methods of the influence of the international
community and the countries of the core of the world capitalist system on states
that are opposed to the planned expansion of the dominant Western interpretations
of the social structure. One of the effectively used areas of influence on the state
in order to undermine its national security are inter-ethnic, inter-religious and inter-
racial relations. The results of such an impact on states with the goal of undermining
its national security are: the growth and escalation of interethnic, interfaith and
interracial conflicts; the emergence of centrifugal trends in public administration;
cultivation in society of fascist, Nazi, xenophobic, extremist ideological teachings;
the implementation of large-scale internal migration of the population, undermining
the stability of its economic development. Ensuring effective strategic planning
of the national security policy in the Russian Federation requires the development
and implementation of its new promising areas. As one of the promising areas of
strategic planning of the national security policy in the Russian Federation at the
regional level (using the example of the Republic of Buryatia), inter-ethnic harmony
is provided. Under the interethnic consent in this study, using the positive experience
of its provision in the Republic of Buryatia, the authors propose to designate the kind
of interethnic tolerance inherent in some zones of long-term and good-neighborly
interethnic contacts, characterized by the absolute predominance of non-conflict,
complementary interactions between ethnic groups and their representatives
over other forms of such interaction, as well as the general positive context of
interethnic interaction. Its provision will require the implementation of a system of
comprehensive measures at the federal and regional level, the purpose of which will
be to create favorable conditions for the development of the country as a whole, as
well as of the individual peoples inhabiting it, in the atmosphere of good-neighborly
relations, positive interethnic, intercultural and inter-religious dialogue.

Abstract: The author analyzes the points of view of Russian authors on
the history of privatization in Russia, and they are compared with the
opinion of foreign researchers. Herewith, the understanding of politicians-
contemporaries of the “privatization era” is compared with scientific
opinion. The attitude towards privatization of the two political leaders M.
Gorbachev and B. Yeltsin is shown. Criteria of inclusion of works to the
historiographical review are defined — it is presence in them judgments on
a questions: whether reforms of the first half of 1990s were direct logical
continuation of Perestroika? or did Yeltsin's team, which came to power,
change the strategy of domestic policy including privatization in the
spirit of revolutionary traditions? The author characterizes the conditions
under which there was a process of understanding reforms in Russia, and
concludes: there are many similarities between the domestic neoliberal
assessment of privatization and the opinions of foreign researchers, but
there are also differences. The value of the comparative method in the
foreign literature on privatization is revealed as well the conceptions “of
inevitability of privatization” and “of destruction of the socialist system”,
common in Russian historiography, are compared. The novelty of the
problem statement lies in the fact that the research experience of Russian
and foreign authors is presented both at the conceptual level and in line
with the Far Eastern regionalism. The main aspects of the privatization
study on the Far East materials are revealed.

Abstract: The purpose of the present research is to explore nature
and degree of the subjectivity of the constellation of stereotypes,
myths united by the “dashing nineties” cliché that surround the
period of 1990s of the Russian history.

The first part of the article is devoted to the literature review on the
ontology of social “mythologization” of historical events. It reveals
that subjective interpretation of the past (“construction of history™)
is significant as a tool for legitimizing the present, primarily
the political. In addition, review reveals a number of persistent
historical narratives, associated with the 1990s , that have been
circulating in Russian political discourse.

The methodological basis of the work are in-depth interviews with
people who held positions in Russian official bodies throughout
the 1990s . Informants disclosed that life difficulties that the
majority of citizens had faced during the 1990s , coupled with
the usage of the negative ideological stamp of “dashing 90s” by
the contemporary Russian political regime are the main causes
of mythologization. In turn, respondents pointed out that each
particular mythology mentioned are the simplified derivatives
of the reception of events by ordinary people suffering from a
flawed and incomplete understanding of what was happening.
In conclusion, it is inferred that the presence of a quasi-official state
position that reinforce the philistine view of the 1990s imposes
certain restrictions on the scope and intensity of public discussion
about the role of the 1990s in the history of the Russian state, which
definitely hinders the demythologization of this period in the mass
consciousness.

remained a taboo subject in Russia for nearly a
century. While being unequivocally recognized
by such historians as Vladimir Sogrin, ' the origin
ofthe problem does nothave a singular identified
source, at least in the academic literature. A

the prolongation of the issue in question could
be mentioned. The first one — the abundance of
transparent and public discussion on actions
of previous rulers — did become a tradition
during the Soviet regime, with some exceptions
including the destalinization process during the
late 1950s. This occurrence is broadly discussed
in the monographic work “Political Censorship
in USSR 1917-1991” by Tatyana Goryaeva,
focusing on methods and impact of the Soviet
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censors.” Among the prominent features of
political censorship in the USSR she cites
“effective mechanism of large-scale exposure
on mass consciousness” — a quality which
directly refers to the historical disposition.? The
second occurrence, ensuing from the first, is
the reluctance of speaking against the popular
viewpoint, or discuss the contestable subject in
general. The evidence of that, mostly overt, is
thoroughly presented in the collective paper of
NGU professors, “Actual Problems of History
Education in Schooling Institutions of Various
Types”.* The paper, among the multiple theses,
is built upon the idea of dissolution of newly
drawn historical memory, “representing the
aspects of historical information that are
relevant for modernity”, through the lack of
academic historical activities aimed at recent
events, treated by scholars as being “too hot”.’
In both occurrences, the factor of recency
plays a major role, attributed by the cognitive
perception of masses unwilling to speak deeply
about the established opinion, supported by
its contemporaries. For the present time, the
period of Russian history which satisfies the
condition of recency and has been particularly
vulnerable to the circumscribed “taboo-ness”*
is the interval between the dissolution of the
Soviet Union (1991) and the beginning of
the first presidency of Vladimir Putin (2000),
popularly called the “90s” (devyanostyie). The
result stemming from that imposition is the
unilateral misrepresentation (usually referred to
as “mythologization”) of the period, reflected
in the popular opinion as well as single cases
of authoritative statements. Here, we cite three
illustrative examples: WCIOM (Russian Public
Opinion Research Center) and Levada Centre

survey data (as formally recognized sources of
Russian public opinion), anti-1990s Russian
TV programs and politicians’ statements.
WCIOM and Levada surveys from 2010 to
2017 show that most of the Russian population
hold a universally negative assessment of such
political attributes of 1990s as privatization,’
Eltsin’s governance® and Chechen Wars.® Brief
overlook of historically-oriented programs
on federal channels such as Pervyi, NTV
and Russia-1 gives out a list of programs
frequently condemning the period, mostly for
its criminal character, which in this context
has an indispensably political disposition. The
programs include “Istoricheskiy Process”,
“Dikie Den’gi” and other less eminent
programs. Among the negative quotes of
Russian politicians those that obtain the most
impact and coverage are the ones coming from
Vladimir Putin: from his statement on how
Russia “was close to going the Yugoslavian
way in the end of the 1990s”'° to expressive
mentioning how he had to “sleep with a gun”"!
during the period. At the same time, a powerful
source of influence which presents the period in
the positive light, or at least provides a different
argument on the topic, is close to impossible to
find among the commonly available information
channels.

Subsequently, we derive two main
implications from the introductive part.
The first one is the existence of deficiency
of coverage and perspective regarding the

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Russian contemporary political history. The
second one is the exceptional susceptibility of
the 1990s era to that deficiency that results in
the irreciprocal one-sided representation and
consequent mythologization of the period in
which the lack of perspective plays a significant
part. Keeping in mind those implications, in
this paper we challenge such representation by
exploring how the inside view on politics can
contribute to the process of demythologization
of the 1990s period. To achieve that goal, we
strive to complete a number of objectives.
The first objective is to collect a sufficient
number of interviews with 1990s government
officials using ethical methodology. The second
objective is to identify patterns in narratives
about the period from the respondents in
question. The third and final objective is to
analyze those patterns in the reference to the
demythologization process.

* % %

To achieve a sufficient understanding
of historical misrepresentation of any given
period, we must first take a look on what
research has been done in the broader view
of the subject. That would allow for selection
of related inferences on representation and
mythologization that pertinently overlap with
the current research and for screening of those
that are not applicable or incomplete. The
ideas that will later be deployed in the course
of this paper are, by most part, the products
of the seeds planted by Paul Ricoeur, found in
two major anthologies of his essays. The first
one, “History and Truth”,'? relates more to the
epistemological side of historical knowledge.
In four out of seventeen essays the problem
of historical truth is discussed, more so in the
way of dichotomic disposition. For Ricoeur,
as pointed out by George Iggers, the historical
conflict lies between the grounds of “abstract,
anonymous, typical, impersonal and rational”
understanding on one side and “living, singular,
subjective, mythical” on the other.!®* By this
phrasing, we can already point out the use of

term “mythical” in relation to the historical
viewpoint and confront it with the “rational”, as
in the demythologization process. However, the
nature of representation of history in Ricoeur’s
description is different from that of historical
understanding and is faced with the problem
of relativism. He presents two instances of
“history of the historian” and “history of the
sociologist”, in which both eliminate a “living
reality” of the mankind historical process — one
by emphasizing singular decisions and the other
by emphasizing structures.'* The recognition
of man and his values, Ricoeur argues, is
necessary for not falling into the trap of “false
objectivity” — an artificial judgement of forces,
structures and institutions.'”® This theoretical
framework fits the mission of the current
research quite precisely with one specific
distinction — Ricoeur allowed no room for adrift
subjectivity of observers, only highlighting
a scholar’s subjectivity. In the present case,
the adrift subjectivity of an observer is one of
the key research components, as the factor of
recency once again requires the application
of the first-hand experience and narrative.
The second anthology, ‘“Memory, History,
Forgetting”, being released much later, contains
amore mature and focused thought of Ricoeur.'®
Dividing three levels of historical memory
fallacies — pathological, practical and ethical-
political — he goes on to explore to what extent
the history depends on human memory and,
more importantly, individual’s memory, which
can be blocked, manipulated or commanded."”
For the current case, evidently, the ethical-
political level presents a more relevant insight.
The main cause of “forgetting” at this level is,
accordingly, command — the use of tools like
censorship and deterrence. The consequences of
such employment were described already in the
previous anthology, which Ricoeur synthesized
in the form of political deus ex machina.'® This
is a creation of political technology, emerging
from the strong necessity of state to legitimize

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its governance by commanding the memory of
the past — the term that conveniently appeals
to the present research. Thus, there is an
adequate amount of grounded theory theses in
Ricoeur’s work that complement the theoretical
foundation of (de)mythologization.

The second author deserving the major
reference, before deepening of the inquiry,
is Edward Carr. While Carr’s academic work
bares more of an epistemological character,
rather than empirically historical (apart from his
grand volumes of ethnographical descriptions),
there is a reason for including certain ideas
from passages of his “What Is History?” to
this work.!”” It is the particular contribution
that Carr made to the discourse on subjectivity
and generalization, already tackled but not
completely unfolded by Ricoeur. Of special
interest to us are the chapters “History, Science
and Morality” and “History as Progress” which
contain a detailed dissection of how the mass
of historical facts is translated into the science
of history and how one should refer to it in the
form of interpretation.® In the former, Carr
admits that one of the instruments used for the
creation of academically processed history is
generalization but, he warns: “do not suppose
that generalization permits us to construct
some vast scheme of history into which specific
events must be fitted”.?!’ We note here that
while Carr talks about the generalization as a
scholarly adopted phenomenon, he applies it to
the cases of a trivial observation, like diplomatic
dispute or even his childhood experience.” His
emanating approach to the cognitive awareness
of human nature to the historical fact and
inevitable subjectivity of the observer is close
to Ricoeur’s inferences in the causal sense, but
what is more relevant is his citing of Frederick
Powicke: “The craving for an interpretation of
history is so deep-rooted that, unless we have
a constructive outlook over the past, we are
drawn either to mysticism or to cynicism”.?
Afterwards, Carr assuredly accepts the term
“mysticism” as a form of elastic meaning of
history, which further converges his argument

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with the theoretical foundation for the
mythologization process, given the semantic
affinity.

Several authors have studied falsification
or Russian history in particular. Among them,
Alexander Lukin and Pavel Lukin, who covered
the myths about Russia’s political affiliation
towards authoritarian regime and Russia’s
“special place” in the world throughout history,
take a principal spot. They point out that there
have been two conflicting approaches among
theorists: to believe that Russia has always
had a tendency towards authoritarianism or to
use “antihistoric methodology** and search
for examples of democratic political culture
in ancient Russian history.”® Their work
illustrates the problem of mythologization of
history by scholars, which we mentioned in
the very beginning of this paper, however the
perspective of Lukins’ does not touch upon the
issue of scholar abstention.

A particular case of mythologization
as a systematic occurrence — falsification of
history by authors of school books and teachers
at schools — is investigated by Yevgeniy
Vyazemskiy, who states that historical education
plays the crucial role in socialization and shapes
national identity.? Therefore, in his view, school
education is a fruitful field for falsification
of history.”” Another effective medium of
falsification identified by Ye.Vyazemskiy is
mass media.”® Among authors who develop this
point are Marina Corn, Natalia Gorbatova and
Zoya Rudenko, all of which agree that modern
mass media and culture play a crucial role in
spreading political myths.” Corn argues that

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visual information, which has become most
accessible with the proliferation of television
and internet, is the most powerful tool in
dissemination of myths.*® Consequently, as
successively noted by Rudenko, technological
advancement accelerates and changes the
nature of mythologization.’! Moreover, since
the end of the twentieth century myths have
been spread by the intellectual elites, who first
absorb them and then translate through mass
media and culture.*> We have to note here
that the elites in question rarely themselves
participate in the part of political process that
becomes the subject of mythologization, which
furthers the relevance of the methods employed
inthe current research. Nonetheless, Corn points
out that in modern Russia the use of culture
is relatively inefficient in this sense, because
western culture has been more popular recently
especially among the younger generation.*
The myths themselves are still influential
in Russian political culture. In her description
of this effect Gorbatova argues that they
blend in with reality so that the two cannot
be separated and shape the relations between
political structures; they also help to understand
or rationalize political reality.* She adds that
ideologies become mythologized in the age
of technology.® Indeed, Osipov, Rudenko and

Vyazemskiy agree that since the late twentieth
century nationalists began to falsify the history
of their ethnos in order to achieve political
goals.’ According to Rudenko, in modern
Russia “nation building” goes alongside
globalization, which is only possible due to the
existence of myths.’” Another important role of
myths is legitimation of authorities as stated by
Gorbatova, Rudenko and Vyazemskiy.*
Osipov builds his report around political,
economic and social situation as well as myths
in the 1990s in Russia surrounding them.* He
concludes that the reforms were disconnected
from the needs of the society and only served the
highest level of elites.** Moreover, all the authors
highlight the political crisis of the 1990s as a
turning point in the history of political myths.
First, according to Gorbatova and Corn, myths
of the Soviet Union, ironically emerging from
the early-on censorship implementation, had to
be removed and then the new ones legitimizing
the newly established authorities were to be
imposed.*' Some of the reinforced myths were the

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ones present throughout all Russian history, such
as the myth of Russia’s “own way” or the myth
stating that the sovereign must be authoritarian,
which made these myths especially powerful and
easy to internalize.*? All in all, as Lukin observes,
the farther the historical period flows from the
current one, the more distant ideologically and
culturally it becomes.” In addition to that, as
argued by Vyazemskiy, history is largely based
upon subjective sources and interpretations
of the events.* The past is therefore usually
mercilessly falsified, and the more distant the
past is from the contemporary era — the more this
statement holds true.®

Overall, Russian scholars tend to base their
research on mythologization upon statistical data
from official sources, discourse analysis and the
established body of academic literature whilst
neglecting the possibility of an empirical study
that would consider the direct perspective on the
events in question. Establishing the connection
and distinction between the inside view and the
myth itself for this relatively recent time period
is achievable through accommodation of group
of narratives and it would contribute to the
development of the field.

In the following section, the methodology
of the present research will be examined,
explaining the choices in method selection
and implementation, as well as the theoretical
background in which it rests.

The major source of method adoption and
correction in this work has become the paper
by Hamza Alshenqgeeti “Interviewing as a
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Data Collection Method: A Critical Review”.#
Keeping in mind the complexity and sensitivity
of the interview theme, we can confidently
assert that the critical approach to the method
as a whole here has an essential substantiation.
It allows for constructing an approach with
due consideration to advantages and flaws of
interview method in general and in the more
defined frame of this research. Particularly,
we were willing to pay attention to the degree
of validity and ethical considerations as those
refer the most to the historical disposition of the
interview. In regard to the former, Alshenqueeti
emphasizes the differences between internal
validity of the qualitative method, which
answers the question “Are the differences found
related to the measurement?”, and external
validity, which, in turn, answers if the findings
can be generalized.”’” While the interviewing
method has a sturdy internal validity from the
beginning, the goal of the present research in
itself requires careful notice of external validity.
We perform that by bringing in the historical
data that relates to the period in question and
analyzing components with reference to one
another. That is — in addition to account of
respondent’s perspective, which is the central
object, we solidify external validity by putting
respondent’s answer in the context of historical
facts, where it would have a lower chance of
fitting in the demythologization process while
containing inapplicable judgments, specific for
a given respondent, and vice versa. In regard
to the latter, Alshenqueeti cites the following
observation by Cohen: “an ethical challenge
to researchers would be the openness and
intimacy of the interview situation as it may
lead respondents to disclose information that
they may later regret, and there is a risk that
the interaction may become a quasi-therapeutic
relationship for which most researchers might
not have been trained”.*® In cases of historical
or political character, the ethical challenge
begins way before an interview takes place.
For both ethical and scientific integrity of the
research, it is necessary to disclose all the

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available details regarding the process to the
respondent, including recording and research
guide, which narrows the final sample to the
informants openly willing to speak about the
period and their activity without concealing
core information or suffering troubling
consequences. Those considerations became a
principal foundation in the preliminary part of
the empirical research.

Accordingly, we transfer the description
to the core subject of formation of data and
the method as a research tool. The tool that
was used can be defined as a semi-structured
in-depth interview in most of the cases, with
some minor deviations which will be specified
and illustrated in the analysis. Each part of
the constructed definitions has an empirical
rationale behind it relating to the research
background details. In-depth character allows
to have a vast spectrum of fields within which
the respondent might wish to provide an
advanced number of details on an appealing
topic, which proved to be an efficient feature
in the empirical part, given that some topic
caused predicament of respondents. Semi-
structured choice is not only a way to balance
out a full-on narrowly subjective perspective
in the narrative interview and the questionable
validity of rigidly guiding structures with
limited options in respect to historical base, but
also an instrument of thematical division, as
it was decided to highlight the most prevalent
and frequently appearing compositions of
mythologization.

The final sample consists of 10 interviews,
principally collected by snowball sampling
in which the initial contact has facilitated
subsequent introductions to his acquaintances
(see Interview Table 1). All of the interviews
were collected in Saint-Petersburg in the period
between November 9th and December 12th
of 2018. The respondents held a variety of
governmental positions in the period between
1991 and 2000 with the core hallmark for
selection being the effective participation
of the respondent in the political process,
marked by decision-making. Complicated
process of gaining access to respondents
and interview arrangement excluded the
possibility of other collection methods, also
limiting the geographical scope and restricting

gender balance. It disrupted the balance of
the schedule as well — some extended periods
of time have passed with multiple refusals,
while two dates contained different interviews
practically at the same time. The initial plan
was to set up interviews in one controlled
location, though it turned out unfeasible due
to interviewees narrow locational availability.
Hence, some interviews were conducted in
remote places, to our dismay — in interviewees-
controlled environment like a personal office,
which was unsoliticed. Despite that, the
sample is representative of the political elite
community of the 1990s as a whole, featuring
male predominance (20% in the sample, 10-
15% in Russian State Duma since 1991)¥
and overwhelming majority of Moscow and
Saint-Petersburg place of residence, given the
impairments in regional politics of the period.
The age of the respondents is ranging from
46 to 80 years old respectively, with median
standing at 70 years old, meaning that the
sample is shaped mainly by the post-war Soviet
generation. In the Interview Table 1, technical
details of the interview are outlined as well,
for which a few remarks are pertinent. The
length of the interview, with the lowest bar set
at 45 minutes, varies drastically. As observed,
such difference is primarily connected with
the commitment of the respondent to the full
disclosure — the longest interviews contain
the most detailed narratives. The question of
confidentiality was discussed separately with
each of the informants, since it posed an ethical
concern. In the end, it was decided to only
conduct interviews with the respondents who
were willing to participate on terms of non-
anonymized responses to avoid problematic
arrangements and to make the sample more
congenerous.

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The following section is devoted to the
analysis of the empirical data aimed at pattern
identification, processing and embedding the
result into the process of demythologization.
The structure of the section follows the
linear thematical path of the interview guide,
divided into thematical sections: view on
mythologization as a whole, socio-economic
situation, transition to democracy, criminality
and Chechen Wars.

View on mythologization

First of all, it is considered to be crucial
to highlight the distinctive patterns that were
found in the interviewees’ reasoning on the
very fact of mythologization of the given
period and its genealogy to understand how
the more detailed parts of their narrative are
constructed. Regarding the former, exhaustive
consensus was found among respondents who
affirmed that Russian society suffers from one-
perspective representation of the period: “It was
an amazingly interesting time. It was definitely
hard time. It was catastrophic for huge, broad
layers of the society, who impoverished, lost
landmarks, found for themselves that their
whole life turned out to be a myth. As a result,
there was a feeling of terrible discomfort in the
public consciousness. Alas, it was inevitable”
(Y. Rybakov, 77 y.o., partial higher education,
member of Human Rights Council in Saint-
Petersburg, in 1990s — deputy of the State
Duma of two convocations). Meanwhile,
with respect to the latter, the information we
gathered from respondents’ answers enables
us to manifest with certain assurance that there
are two fundamental reasons for the persistent
vision of the 1990s in a negative way, which
are hardly possible to be seen separated, rather
they complement each other in the historical
context. According to respondents’ insights,
one of the premises of such one-sided view is
that the majority of Russians who were already
mature during the 1990s still, not surprisingly,
perceive this period principally through their
tough personal experience and hardships they
faced back then, projecting their experience on
the whole picture: “This is not a fairy tale, not
a stereotype. This is what people went through”

(T. Barandova, 46 y.0., higher education,
lecturer, in 1990s — assistant deputy of the State
Duma). Another presumable cause is that the
contemporary Russian government reinforces
and fuels the imagery ofthat decade on repeating
occasions via multiple state propaganda
channels and it has already integrated the
condemnation of the “dashing” 1990s as one
of the pillars of its tacit ideology and state
identification: “The “dashing” nineties is a
move that reflects how people feel that it was
hard, that everything collapsed in the nineties.
The dashing nineties is a brilliant stamp”
(A. Nezdyurov, 59 y.o., higher education, vice-
president of humanitarian center “Strategy”,
in 1990s — assistant deputy of the Legislative
Assembly of Saint-Petersburg).

Setting out the first reason, some
informants saw two-fold justification behind it:
objective and subjective in turn. The objective
side involves essentially everything what is
set forth later in this section, with regards
to factors of socio-economic situation in
country and their influence on the population’s
welfare, on its deterioration to be precise, e.g.
hyperinflation, unemployment to mention only
few of them. However, the subjective side,
referring to what is indicated partially in the
subsection of political situation and freedom,
embraces non-commonplace interpretation
of people’s aversion towards the period of
1990s as an expression of their inability for
self-realization during this period. This thesis
was supported by the remark that the transition
from the USSR to democratic Russia was
accompanied by fundamental shift in societal
paradigm. While in the Soviet Union, the
paradigm implied all citizens to be: “gray mass
[all like others] and everything that bulge and
stand out — cut off” (Y. Vdovin, 80 y.o., higher
education, publicist, in 1990s — St. Petersburg
City Council deputy), whereas in the 1990s
the incredible level of freedom, that Russia
has never witnessed before, put those people
with conformist mindset in precarious position.
The state no longer was able to reward for and
did not demand total submissiveness from its
population: “The transition to amarket economy
is very difficult. After all, before prices were set,
and you knew for sure that if today you have
bread worth 12 kopecks, it will be 12 tomorrow,
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and the day after tomorrow, and after 10 years.
And when prices were released, the first thing
that happened was hyperinflation. Money just
depreciated in the blink of an eye. Unprofitable
enterprises, especially that of the military-
industrial complex, that were previously
maintained by the state. People understood
that they are impoverished, while others are
enriched nearby. Feeling of injustice led people
to stop supporting reforms” (N. Evdokimova,
70 y.o., higher education, Executive Secretary
of the Human Rights Council of St. Petersburg,
in 1990s — deputy of the Legislative Assembly
of Saint-Petersburg). On the contrary, arrival
of capitalism signified the change of formal
equality on the equality of opportunities. And
the latter favors not the obedience, collectivism
and conformism, but pushfulness, individualism
and sharp thinking — qualities that ordinary
Soviet citizen lacked chronically. Hence,
most of the informants agree that this inability
to use appearing window of opportunities,
especially comparing themselves with those
who succeeded, encouraged frustration both
about the period and its attributes (including
more emancipated political position of people,
various other freedoms etc.) as a whole and
envy towards new middle class that transformed
in numerous claiming them “thieves” and
“speculators”.

Turning to the second reason, all
informants shared the viewpoint that nowadays-
Russian authorities have employed the strategy
of opposing themselves to their predecessors in
the office, whose time in charge is associated
with poverty and administrative chaos,
appealing both to people’s pockets and to minds.
Economic aspect seems to be the simplest and
the most convincing one: “just compare how
do people lived under Eltsin and how they live
now”, from factual point of view this argument
is unchallengeable at all. “But as long as you
are at least a bit aware about of structural
changes in political economy, you will see the
truth” (P. Filippov, 73 y,0. higher education,
public figure, in 1990s — member of President’s
Analytical Center on socio-economic issues).
And the “truth” in that context is that Eltsin and
his team had to implement reforms being one
step aside from the abyss of population’s hunger
and political chaos that were the product of late
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USSR policies and process of its dissolution.
Therefore, the fact that Russian establishment
was capable not to fall in that abyss is already
a great achievement. The prosperity of people
under Eltsin’s successors is explained by
the informants simply by the fact that such
sensitive economic measures like shock
therapy, privatization, default left behind, all
have contributed to Russian economy transition
to market. Furthermore, what was indeed the
trigger for people’s income rise is the oil price
upsurge: while during Eltsin presidency they
were extremely low, the rise occurred in the
millennium border: “The vision of the nineties
is one-sided due to the fact that it was followed
by a period with very high rates of economic
growth and well-being. Partly, for objective
reasons, because the basis of the market and
the market system has already been created,
and, partly, for such random reasons, such as
rising oil prices” (S. Vasiliev, 61 y.o., higher
education, member of the board of the state
corporation “Vnesheconombank™, in 1990s —
deputy minister of economy of the Russian
Federation). In addition to that, the current
situation, in which the oil prices are decreasing
and Russia’s welfare respectively, serves as
reliable proof for this argument.

In terms of another aspect why Russian
government prefers to draw and emphasize
strict boundary line with former leadership, the
majority of respondents held that it is rooted
in contemporary elites desire to present its
distinction in a form of “order vs. freedom”
binary opposition, taking into account that
ordinary Soviet people, whose mentality was
discussed above, do not inherently need freedom
as such, because it is does not guarantee tangible
benefits itself, thus they are more likely to
choose to be protected by “strong hand” of
national leader, who is ultimate and impartial
arbiter. “Myth created quite seriously in the early
90s, just Putin’s team to show how much better
it has become compared to that time. There is
such a stable stereotype “dashing nineties”, but
at the same time, of course, in the 1990s political
institutions were created that work and worked
well. Because Yeltsin did have heart problems in
the elections for a second term, he went to the
operation, but at the same time all the institutions
worked, and the state was developing. There was
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a government chairman who made decisions
in accordance with the constitution. There
were deputies who agreed, everything worked.
And now, when these institutions have been
transferred to the imitation position, 2-3 years
ago Putin disappeared somewhere, everyone
said: “Oh, how to live further?” Because
everything is tied to one person — this is the worst
thing. From the institutions they made a facade, a
screen” (A. Sungurov, 67 y.o., higher education,
head of humanitarian center “Strategy”, in
1990s — St. Petersburg City Council deputy).
In addition, such opposition predictably fails to
impose necessary vision of the 1990s on the new
generations who did not experience material
hardship of that period and for significant part of
whom contemporary state propaganda is “a little
more than empty sound” and hence authorities
do not possess strong arguments to convince
youngsters that freedom has to be sacrificed for
the sake of order. Due to this, many interviewees
associated forthcoming alterations within society
with the protest spirit among youth.

Socio-economic situation

Before the analysis of informants’ insights
regarding socio-economic situation in a country,
we underline that this section is treated as the
basic one in the study of mythologization.
Some of the informants, in their view, believe
that in this respect application of Marxist basis-
superstructure model fits the explanation of the
myths’ origin. It is a fact that primary care of all
people is satisfying of their basic needs, which
is exactly the realm of economy. Consequently,
in case if it is not possible to provide population
with basic goods and acceptable conditions
of life, the relation of citizens towards all
“derivatives” of economic system, such
as politics and social structure will have
negative shades, despite objective values those
institutions may possess. That is why plenty of
Russians clearly remember food shortages and
purchasing impotence, but only few sorrows
on freedoms the period was accompanied with:
“..humanitarian aid, participation in power,
how they started their business. They forget
the fact that their business collapsed in the
two thousandth, and not in the nineties, the
fact that they were excommunicated from any

influence on the power in the two thousandth,
they also forgot. In the nineties, they still took
part and could lead this or that person or not to
bring to power” (A. Nezdyurov, 59 y.o., higher
education, vice-president of humanitarian
center “Strategy”, in 1990s — assistant deputy of
the Legislative Assembly of Saint-Petersburg).

To proceed with elaborate analysis of
interviewees’ opinions on the economic
matters, we should note that regarding this
section the difference between the spheres in
which our respondents held positions is of high
priority. It is justified by the striking contrast in
informants’ views on separate purely economic
issues. Although, all of them unanimously
respond positively on the question whether the
level of social inequality was sharp and that the
vast majority of people found themselves near
the poverty threshold, the interviewees who
occupied non-economic related issues were
mostly confused trying to specify the exact
cause of the abovementioned situation, usually
referring to the reformers’ mistakes in economy
transition implementation. Those who were
tied to economic affairs offices presented much
clearer picture. Apart from all, they considered
the whole package of measures that was carried
out to accomplish transition from socialism to
capitalism as essentially “emergency measures”,
due to the already adverted fact that economy of
Soviet Union was on the brink of total collapse
and dissatisfaction of people is the sign of their
unawareness and misunderstanding of that
state of affairs. “It was definitely a difficult
time. The Soviet Union was so late with its
reforms that it ended with the collapse of the
economic and political, and then went the
military rescue operation. Literally, imagine,
in the house one extinguishes the fire, and the
residents are unhappy that they are poured with
foam” (S. Tsyplyaev, 63 y.o., higher education,
Dean of the Faculty of Law at Institute of
Management, RANEPA, ex-spokesman of the
Russian President in Saint-Petersburg), as one
of the respondents noticed ironically.

Besides, people involved in economic
matters in 1990s, contributed to the
deconstruction of common myths about
particular economic reforms that took place
in 1990s, the most notorious among which
is privatization. The name of its inventor,
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Anatoly Chubais and the notion of “vouchers”
or privatization bills has already become
a synonym to vacuous speculations and
deception of people. However, one of the
respondents maintained: “...there was no other
way [apart from “vouchers’] to overcome
the corps of “red directors” [current chief
executives on plants and factories]. Therefore,
there were many reasons why privatization
was the beginning of such a stratification of
citizens: first, this was done in a hurry, (...) the
second reason — inflation, the third reason —
it is impossible to build overnight, and we,
the Russian people, believe: “We need to be
right tomorrow everything to be well”, there
was not enough patience in order to withstand
this whole story” (N. Evdokimova, 70 y.o.,
higher education, Executive Secretary of the
Human Rights Council of St. Petersburg, in
1990s — deputy of the Legislative Assembly
of Saint-Petersburg). Nevertheless, they did
agree that speculations took place during the
process of privatization, but those wrongdoings
appeared to be unpredictable consequences of
the privatization and were not targeted actions
of government to deceive and “rob” people:
“To a large extent, the way property ownership
was distributed ... this was before the collapse
of the USSR, when spontaneous privatization
began. The one who stood close to the pie he
got it. The reformers tried to achieve a more
equal distribution of property, which, one
might say, did not work out” (S. Vasiliev, 61
y.o0., higher education, member of the board
of the state corporation “Vnesheconombank”,
in 1990s — deputy Minister of economy of the
Russian Federation). Moreover, talking about
hyperinflation that caused depreciation of
people’s savings, the interviewees explained it
with excessive money stamp in Soviet Union,
that were not provided with corresponding
commodity volumes, as soon as there was no
market economy laws this trick was efficient, but
once transition occurred and state was devoid
of economy regulations tools, it immediately
caused the enormous paces of inflation: “

and situations, like, this, for instance: literally,
the woman had several thousand rubles and
thought she was rich, and a year later it turned
out that she could not buy anything, became
a commonplace” (P. Filippov, 73 y,0. higher
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education, public figure, in 1990s — member
of President’s Analytical Center on socio-
economic issues), whereas the government
catastrophically lacked tools to curb it.

Transition to democracy

In the course of discussion of politics
and the degree of success in democratic state
building, nobody from respondents restrained
his or her reasoning only to the period of
90s, tending to compare the situation during
that period and the current status quo in that
sphere. According to our research guide, this
section is divided into several segments: one
is devoted to the democracy introduction
and facilitating of the regime, while another
comprehends the questions of actual demand
for freedom and what level of freedom people
could enjoy. Taking into account volatility of
the topics, we presume that the answers of
interviewees are characterized by considerable
degree of social group subjectivity, especially
in the light of the fact that the questions
they were asked, intentionally did not focus
on particular historical events, but on the
broader historical processes’ evaluation and
interpretation. Therefore, informants inclined
to stick to explanations delving into details of
analyzing political culture of ordinary Russians
and political elites along with their vision of
freedom and power respectively.

Overall, answering the question about
the quality of democracy in the 1990s most of
respondents marked the events of September-
October of 1993 (de-jure: Constitutional crisis,
de-facto: dissolution of the parliament) as a point
of no-return for Russian democracy, which began
its revival during “Perestroika” in the end of the
80s and after 1993 incident, it entered the period
of fading that has been continuing until nowadays:
“The democratic elites’ fear of communistic
revanche mixed with self-interest aspiration to
power clouded their judgements and entailed
disrespectful relation towards Supreme Soviet
[Russianparliament in 1991-1993 ] that eventually
ended up with the shooting at the White house with
tank guns. I don't reject that this parliament was
conservative, stubborn, incompetent sometimes,
but despite these qualities of legislature, Eltsin
should not have solved the conflict through explicit
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confrontation” (Y. Nesterov, 73 y.o., higher
education, party functionary, in 1990s — deputy of
State Duma). One more fateful event for Russian
democracy that was denoted is the occurrence
of Presidential elections of 1996 that are widely
known for the unprecedented political campaign
in support of the incumbent, Boris Eltsin, that
proceeded with numerous wrongdoings and,
allegedly, electoral fraud: “They did everything,
“Vote with the heart” [one of slogans of Eltsin’s
electoral campaign in 1996]... and so on and so
forth. As a result, we elected the poorly capable
Boris Nikolayevich, who, indeed, was falling apart
on the go. It was a hinged dummy. This should not
have been done. It was not local, it was a global
mistake: shooting and [rigged] elections” (N.
Evdokimova, 70 y.o., higher education, Executive
Secretary of the human Rights Council of St.
Petersburg, in 1990s — deputy of the Legislative
Assembly of Saint-Petersburg). Eventually it
was a dark sign for democratic procedures and
institutions. In the opinions of interviewees, the
two events are largely connected to the political
culture of the elites that were in charge back then.
First and foremost, one should understand that the
new democratic elite was comprised of former
Soviet “nomenklatura” (Eltsin himself was the
former Politbureau candidate). Hence, despite his
reputation as anti-Soviet democratic movement
leader, he was still the carrier of Soviet political
culture, which was characterized as “inability to
make any kind of organizations, except hierarchy
of power vertical, moreover, the educated part of
Russian society is essentially totalitarian in its
approaches and attitudes. There is a universal
social model “irremovable leader and tribe”.
Therefore, the ruling part did not cope with its
task and again began to build the usual vertically
hierarchical society, because the educated
class did not know how do that otherwise” (S.
Tsyplyaev, 63 y.o., higher education, Dean of
the Faculty of Law at Institute of Management,
RANEPA, ex-spokesman of the Russian President
in Saint-Petersburg). Relying on this thesis the
dissolution of parliament and following adoption
of “personal” constitution on the referendum,
alongside with fraud elections do seem to fit the
logic of the person who employed democratic
rhetoric to obtain power and later on used
available tools to retain and it, notwithstanding
to democratic procedures. Moreover, similar

logic guided many regional authorities and heads
of other state bodies to sacrifice democracy in
order to preserve power and its privileges, that
together led to the curtailing of further reforms in
democratic direction: “As stated in the verses of
Voloshin [the head of President’s Administration
in 1999-2003], who always amazed me with his
prophetic thought: “Not for the first time with
dreams of freedom, we are building a new prison”
(S. Tsyplyaev, 63 y.o., higher education, Dean of
the Faculty of Law at Institute of Management,
RANEPA, ex-spokesman of the Russian President
in Saint-Petersburg).

Concerning common citizens, respondents
are convinced that one should not forget that in
addition to state officials with Soviet mentality
in charge, many of whom was “just colored in
democratic colors”, there were dramatically
more common citizens with Soviet legacy in
form of the flawed and incomplete picture of
freedom and democracy. To start with the former,
the most crucial thing is that in the usual sense
of Soviet person freedom was associated with
West, as long as with economic prosperity and
that was precisely the tragedy of Soviet person.
Because the first thing he or her expected after
liberalization is abundance of goods and services
and opportunity to conduct idle lifestyle. It was
extremely unpleasant surprise for to discover that
genuine freedom demands responsibility and, in
the first place, responsibility for his own fate:
“When he [the person] saw the social inequality
in which he lived; when he got out of that limiter,
forwhich he couldnot jump, got to the surface, the
so-called freedom - he looks like, you know, like
a deep-sea perch, which he was pulled out from a
depth of two kilometers, and he, because he lived
in the distance, internally the pressure was such
that while he was being pulled out, his stomach
was already throwing out. So it was with a Soviet
man who lived for more than 60 years under
conditions of paternalism, where his life was
regulated from birth to death” (Y. Rybakov, 77
y.o0., partial higher education, member of Human
Rights Council in Saint-Petersburg, in 1990s —
deputy of the State Duma of two convocations).
Those few who realized this maxim, started to
extract benefits from prevailing conditions and
most of respondents pointed to the image of the
“chelnoky” (shuttles) who symbolized the dawn
of Russian small business and entrepreneurship:
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“Unfortunately... the vast majority of people was
not among those young entrepreneurs, but they
made up a part of those who were not paid for
their work for months” (T. Barandova, 46 y.o.,
higher education, lecturer, in 1990s — assistant
deputy of the State Duma). That undoubtedly
contributed to the popular disappointment in
the worth of freedom. With respect to this,
early 2000s economic boom due to which
most of Russian citizens, being satisfied with
long-awaited growth of welfare, allowed new
Russian leadership to launch gradual return back
to authoritarian traditions and relationships.
Respondents outline the similar reason
for frustration about democratic rule that is
also connected with the level of well-being.
Their argument is built upon the fact that the
initial enthusiasm of people who persistently
voted on various types of elections almost did
not witnessed any positive consequences of
their actions, the absence of which was rooted
predominantly in the incredible weakness of
state administrative and financial potential,
apart from endless demagogy from populists
who sought the office: ”You see, in order for
something to remain a democracy, you have to
be that. Therefore, of course, it did not remain
a democracy. (...) It moved in this direction. In
the political direction, it moved very intensively,
economically, it was even stronger, just almost
collapsed, everything has been democratized
in two days ... and the social sphere, in which
there was a powerful collapse. For the Soviet
person, the social sphere was the major one”
(T. Barandova, 46 y.o., higher education, lecturer,
in 1990s — assistant deputy of the State Duma).

Criminality

This particular myth was confirmed by
most of the informants, who agreed that the
frequency and spreading of miscellaneous forms
of criminal activities on various levels of societal
hierarchy was perceptibly high: “This was a
big problem, as I mentioned earlier. If we are
talking about ordinary people, they were afraid,
because they could have been accidentally
killed in some sort of scuffle. And when it comes
to entrepreneurs consider an example: some
entrepreneur is driving in an armored car on
the University Embankment, he stops at a traffic
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light, a man with a grenade launcher approaches
him, shoots and blows up his car. Here you are,
please. But this, of course, those who had to
[eliminate]. Or the vice-governor Manevich,
who was killed from the roof with two shots. Or
the murder of Galina Vasilyevna Starovoytova at
her own house entrance. And sometimes random
people got there by chance” (A. Sungurov,
67 y.o., higher education, head of humanitarian
center “Strategy”, in 1990s — St. Petersburg City
Council deputy). Nevertheless, they opposed the
standpoint that it was inherent exclusively for
the period of 1990s, instead all of them traced
one of the sources of that phenomenon in the
late Soviet Union: “As soon as the transition to
the market takes place, primary capital appears.
In a significant part of these primary capital
arose from those who were already illegally
located: shadow businesses, shadow economy.
For entrepreneurship they were imprisoned in
Soviet times: if a person, for example, created
an underground workshop for sewing jeans, he
was considered a felon. He was put in jail, he
could sit for five years. They were released, they
began to engage in legal business, but the fact
that they passed through prisons meant that they
had great connections with the criminal world.
Naturally, this one the criminal element quickly
seizedmoney and quickly seized law enforcement.
They were called power entrepreneurs, that is,
those entrepreneurs who were engaged not only
legal business, but also the power. Formation
of such a symbiosis: entrepreneurship and
criminal activity — it was almost inevitable at
that time” (S. Vasiliev, 61 y.o., higher education,
member of the board of the state corporation
“Vnesheconombank”, in 1990s — Deputy
Minister of economy of the Russian Federation).
What is called “shadow economy”, the whole
sector of Soviet economy, that prospered because
of the eternal deficit that planned economy was
not able to overcome. After the USSR collapse,
so did the Soviet all-forbidding legal system and
the wave of freedom literally allowed criminality
to “go out of shadow” and employ even wider
spectrum of methods of profit-making.

Another point made by the informants is
that there was nothing especially surprising in the
fact of crime level tangible upsurge. They stated
that any political regime liberalization naturally
leads to those such kind of social alterations,
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specifically if we suppose that the scope of changes
has a systematic character, as in the case of 1990s
Russia: “...I had a conversation with Dutchman
who said me that, guys, now you will have a crime
raised up and it will crawl everywhere, because
this is the period of primary capital accumulation,
and you will not get away from Marx in this
plan, and, of course, they will be use all the
mechanisms that are possible.” (Y. Vdovin, 80
y.0., higher education, publicist, in 1990s — St.
Petersburg City Council deputy). Criminals, due
to their intra-organizational connections turn out
to be the first ones who are capable to adapt to
the new social and legal conditions and, thanks
to this advantage, they could enjoy the benefits
of the systematic chaos on the initial stages of
fundamental liberalization that includes empty
legal field, weakening of state administrative
and law-enforcement capacitates: “Of course, at
that time there was still no legislation that would
allow in fact to fight this. The prosecutors office
made a helpless gesture and said: “And on the
basis of what do we have to imprison this or that,
when you still do not have such an article in the
Criminal Code?” (Y. Rybakov, 77 y.o., partial
higher education, member of Human Rights
Council in Saint-Petersburg, in 1990s — deputy
of the State Duma of two convocations). One
of the respondents even proposed the idea that
the essential proportion of criminal community
in 1990s made up former law enforcement
and military officers so-called “siloviki”, who
painfully yearned about former imperial pride
and did not associate their officer’s duty with
democratic leaders, who were seen as “betrayers
of Motherland”.

Still, there is one more reason, according
to the interviewees’ insights, why pervasive
criminality was not the peculiar feature of only
1990s period. They rejected the myth that new
Russian government succeeded in tackling
criminal elements in the early 2000s, since it
imprisoned only few of them, while many of
them were assimilated: “Its hard to say that
the whole criminal business was suppressed.
Organized criminal groups simply merged
with the state at a very high level, breaking
through to higher floors” (S. Tsyplyaev, 63
y.o., higher education, Dean of the Faculty of
Law at Institute of Management, RANEPA, ex-
spokesman of the Russian President in Saint-

Petersburg). Moreover, in the contemporary
Russia, the criminality brings drastically more
harm than it did during 90s. The only cause why
this fact does not yet recognized by people is
that the “crimson jackets”, who had frightened
whole districts and get involved in shootout
with similar “thugs”, were replaced by “people
in expensive business suits”, who collect tribute
not from separate entrepreneurs, but from the
people of the whole country and do it explicitly
through various corruption practices which was
not the commonplace in 1990s at all. The last
point, though, could not have been taken for
granted since it presented the self-evaluation
by respondents of their own group.

Chechen wars

The inclusion of Chechen wars in the
current thematical scope seems odd from the
very beginning. While we discuss broad layers
of historical timeline such as a transition from
one political regime to another that include
a multitude of processes, the Chechen wars
are two solitary cases of events with distinct
timing, seemingly too narrow to conduct a
comprehensive analysis upon. Their frequency
of appearance as one of the noticeable stamps
of the 1990s does, however, put them in the
same cognitive spot when a narrative about
the period emerges. The exceptionally tragic
aftermath of both events became one of the
key accounts on why such placement occurs.
Unlike the previous subsections, we can no
longer perceive the group of informants as
congenerous — the degree of involvement
into the wars varies vastly between them, so
separate narratives arise, though with similar
structure. Thus, we analyze patterns in three
distinguished cases: direct on-site involvement
in the events of Chechen wars (or at least one
of them), decision-making that could have
impacted the course of wars and observation of
inside political processes involved.

We begin with the narratives of
respondents who experienced the wars directly.
On-site involvement, such as diplomatic
missions, usually corresponds with a more
tremulous regard towards the topic and this
case is no exception. The emotional memory
which affects the responses plays a factor here
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which can be seen from the style of language:
“the war was truly, truly felonious, I cannot
name it otherwise... they turned it into a bloody
massacre” (N. Evdokimova, 70 y.o., higher
education, Executive Secretary of the Human
Rights Council of St. Petersburg, participated in
human rights missions during the first Chechen
war). All of the respondents here have expressed
a similar attitude towards the purpose and
course of the war — it could absolutely had been
avoided and appeared unnecessary: “... that it
could have been avoided— absolutely. Moreover,
we worked a lot within the framework of the
Strategy Center in Chechnya in the late 2000s,
when everything was more or less alright there.
And the participants of the seminars, people
who worked in the administration before,
told me that the agreement on “delimitation
of powers between Russia and Tatarstan”,
successfully signed in 94, was written in Grozny.
It was written to be signed by Eltsin. And Eltsin
was completely fine with the agreement”
(A. Sungurov, 67 y.o., higher education, head
of humanitarian center Strategy, participated
in the human rights missions during the first
Chechen war). In this context, the notion of
“small victorious war” which was imposed by
the higher authorities was brought up by two
respondents: “The situation, in which Eltsin
started to believe that “small victorious war”
can stop the separatism in the whole republic,
was created artificially” (Yuliy Rybakov,
77 y.o., partial higher education, member of
Human Rights Council in Saint-Petersburg,
participated in negotiations in Budennovck
during the first Chechen war). We can conclude
that the position of those who were directly
involved in those wars, though holding official
positions, is not much different from most of
the common population, especially those that
suffered from the consequences of military
actions. Despite that, there are insights on the
causal mechanisms behind the outbreak of the
war which may be considered as contribution
to the demythologization, such as the existence
of “tight barrier” around president Eltsin
which “tricked” him into the beginning of the
first war: “a president was tricked by a tight
barrier around him which did not let him meet
Dudaev” (Yuliy Rybakov, 77 y.o., partial higher
education, member of Human Rights Council
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in Saint-Petersburg, participated in negotiations
in Budennovck during the first Chechen war).

The narratives of the respondents who
were involved in the decision-making are for
the most part similar, though they contain more
straightforward responses: “At that time I was a
member of the Presidential Council and I said:
“I am against the Chechen war... Adamantly
against!” (P. Filippov, 73 y,o0. higher education,
public figure, participated in strategical
decision-making regarding the first Chechen
war in the Presidential Council). It appears that
the character of their work ethic made them
contemplate on a more deliberate approach
to the war itself, though still condemning its
emergence.

Surprisingly, those respondents, whom we
can define as “inside observers”, witnessing the
process of the decision-making but not engaging
in it, departed from the two previous groups on
one statement. Generally, they tended to imply
that the war could not have been avoided, using
more elusive phrasing as: “The state is falling
apart. Chechnya is declaring its independence.
If we put ourselves in Eltsin’s shoes, it is hard
to imagine other, politically available solutions
of that problem” (S. Tsyplyaev, 63 y.o., higher
education, Dean of the Faculty of Law at Institute
of Management, RANEPA, ex-spokesman of the
Russian President in Saint-Petersburg). It is not
our task to discern which perspective provides a
more factual and feasible argument, though it is
worth noting that the perception of “observers”
could have been distorted by inability to affect
the outcome of the war. In itself, the case of
Chechen wars is by far the most complicated
one in the context of demythologization since
there are too many confounded groups involved,
in which one perspective barely gives out a
comprehensive contribution.

Conclusion

Discusssed in this paper are results of
work provided and the significance of present
research findings for existing academic
framework regarding research object (i.e.
mythologization of the 1990s). We managed to
collect comprehensive and extensive responses
from political decision-makers of the 1990s
and analyze those responses in all the eminent

thematical provisions that are connected to the
mythologization of the period with the reference
to the theoretical foundation. Although the
research method itself (interview with several
decision-makers of 90s) is not unique and does
not stand strong by its own the given paper out
of other works of its kind, what virtually does
highlight the peculiarity of it is the research
object. Meanwhile, major studies in the field
examine opinions and insights of respondents
towards specific issues of that time that attach
them articulate historical orientation, the given
research inextricably binds contemporary
phenomenon, which is mythologization and its
agents, with events that occurred in a period of
time inthe past. Whatis more, unlike the majority
of papers on the issue of mythologization, the
present work makes it possible to identify not
only concrete features of the representation
of 1990s in mass consciousness, but also to
trace objective political processes behind it by
means of collation of historical context with
interviewees’ insights that are also backed our
theoretical grounds, the thing that many studies
in the field lack chronically. It means that the
contribution of this paper to the overall scope
of knowledge on the issue of mythologization
relates to the opportunity to explore broader
range of political phenomena, utilizing the data
obtained from informants.

One of the numerous possible illustrations
of applications of inferences that we reach in
the study of demythologization is the topic of
reinforcing of myths about 1990s by current
Russian government as an essential part of implicit
state ideology, mentioned briefly in this paper.
That could be seen from the perspective of Carr’s
and Ricoer’s theses on interpretation of national
history for contemporary regime for the sake of
its own legitimization as well. Thus, apart from
the distinctive picture of findings concerning the
prevalence, content and origins of myths about
the 1990s, the present research could represent an
interest as a source of experts’ insights and data
for studies of current Russian identity politics.

From what has been formulated, we can
make out a coherent conclusion. The inside view
on the political history of Russia in the 1990s
reasonably contributes to the demythologization
process by providing a historical perspective which
emphasizes broader spectrum of causal mechanisms

of particular events as well as revealing favorable
outcomes of those events, invisible from a scholar
or observer outlook. Nonetheless, it is clear that
the single group of narratives is not entirely
sufficient to perform a massive achievement in the
demythologization of the period as a whole, and
sometimes even in specific cases, as we illustrated
on the example of Chechen wars. On an expansive
level, empirical research has to be conducted
studying responses of multiple social and cultural
groups. For that purpose, this paper might serve as
a solid foundation.

The closest partner for France
in this direction is the European Union. Scenarios of Arctic governance,
proposed by non-regional players, are often unacceptable for most
Members of the Arctic Council.

Presently, it is challenging for France to find new forms of cooperation
in the region: France is not among the primary partners for the Arctic
states, except for the activities of transnational corporations. Efforts
to turn the “subarctic” archipelago Saint-Pierre et Miquelon into a
springboard for France’s possible expansion in the Arctic is an unlikely
event. Environmental topics play a crucial role in French politics in the
circumpolar region. The global nature of environmental issues, especially
climate change, is emphasised both in official documents and in statements
of the highest authorities of the Fifth Republic. In the near future, under
Emmanuel Macron’s leadership, France intends to become a world leader
in the fight against global warming. In addition, France's new polar
ambassador Ségolene Royal has a vast experience in solving environmental
problems and enjoys considerable authority in this field.

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Abstract: In the present article, the problem of public authoruty’s realization by means
of bureaucracy was investigated. The task of searching for ways of debureaucratization
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government are direct competitors. Nevertheless, post-industrial society provides new
opportunities for debureaucratization. Therefore, the active and volitional actions of
political groups as entire segments of society that are aimed at the struggle for the
constitutional guarantees for rights to get information, a real access to education and a
meaningful democracy, as a connected consequence represent a difficult, but necessary
way to debureaucratization of public authority.
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Abstract: Ethnic conflicts are a challenge to the state as it
impacts the foreign policy as well as the domestic politics
of a nation. The region of North Caucasus has been the most
unstable region among the Republics of the Russian Federation.
The present article will analyse the causes of the rising tensions
among the ethnic groups and the role of Russia in solving the
problems in the region. It will further explain the drawbacks
of the Russian authorities and will recommend policies which
could bring a positive change in the conflict. The use of force
would not be able to bring any change in the region rather it
would be more fruitful if efforts are made to address the causes
for the ethnic violence.

The end of cold war and the disintegration
of the Soviet Union have resulted in an increase
in the number of ethnic conflicts in the region.
North Caucasus has been one such region in the
Russian Federation where till date there has been
continuous conflicts and instability challenging
the security of the entire Russian territory.

‘The region of Caucasus in the Eurasian
continent has been described as an element of
‘the new world disorder’.' The reason behind
this definition was the ethno-political conflicts
and the warfare in the region. However out of
the total eight civil conflicts in the region of
the former Soviet Union five have occurred in
the Caucasus region. For example the conflicts
in the Nagorno-Karabakh, South Ossetia,
Abkhazia, the Prigorodniy Rayon of North
Ossetia and Chechnya. These conflicts together
have resulted into death of thousands of people
and large number of refugees and internally
displaced persons.

The region of North Caucasus has been
defined by Thomas Wall as a region which

has a vast density of languages anywhere on
earth.” The geostrategic location of the North
Caucasus has played an important role in
the multi diversity of the ethnic group in the
region. It was invaded by the Persian, Ottoman,
Byzantine and Tsarist empires. North Caucasus
has been inhabited by a large number of ethnic
groups and thus it has been referred to as the
“Mountain of Tongues”.?> Alexander Rondeli
has argued that the geopolitical location has
led to loss for the Caucasian people rather than
any benefit. Territories of the Caucasian people
have been annexed; their population have been
deported and suppressed violently. Caucasus
has been an important communication route
between Europe and Asia and is an important
site for production and export of oil and gas
resources from the Caspian Sea.*

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Concept of ethnicity

An ethnic group can be defined as a set of
people who share common language, religion,
culture, race, territory or economic system.
The concept of ethnicity is defined by various
scholars. There is no one definition of ethnicity.
For some “ethnicity” is understood in terms of
ancestry for others it means physical attributes.
Norman Yetman argues that ethnicity is matter
of identity or a sense of belonging to a particular
group.’ Ethnicity is subjective in the sense as it is
aproduct of human mind and human sentiments.
On the other hand it is defined as objective in
the sense that it has objective characteristics as
well as it is constructed by power relations and
social forces. There are some who also argue
that ethnicity is a combination of subjective
perceptions based on some objective physical
attributes such as culture, ancestry or national
origin.

All over the world the importance or the
identity based on ethnicity has been rising.
Some of the evidences are the war in Yugoslavia
has led to fragmentation of its territory, ethnic
conflict in Northern Ireland, Quebec and other
European countries despite several peace-
making efforts in the Israeli Palestinian conflict
the clash between the two groups remains
continued. In India the ethnic collisions between
Muslims, Hindus, Sikhs and other communities
is a concerning issue. In Sri Lanka the conflict
between the minority Tamils and the majority
Sinhalese has resulted in death of thousands of
people and many as refugees. In Rwanda ethnic
clashes remain evident in 1994 between the
majority Hutu and the minority Tutsi tribe.

Ethnicconflictisaworld view phenomenon.
It persists in every part of the world and has been
a central feature of places where heterogeneous
population live.® At the beginning of the twenty
first century the term ethnicity has replaced the
terms “races” or “nations” which were used in
the nineteenth century. The rise of multi-ethnic
societies has brought the concept of ethnic
conflict as separate from the generic “war”

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fought between the nations.” The shift from
the generic war to the ethnic war was evident
especially since the collapse of the multi ethnic
Soviet Union and the homogenous Yugoslavia
during the 1990s. In both the cases the ethnic
conflicts resulted into violence and civil war.?

Different theories of ethnicity

Primordialist school. In this school
ethnicity is understood as an ascribed identity or
assigned status. It is something that is inherited
from one’s ancestors. For example if your
ancestors are Japanese then youare also Japanese
because you inherit certain features from your
forefathers. Thus, the proponents of this school
argue that ethnicity is very deeply rooted, it is
a primal bond to one’s ancestral bloodline. The
primordialists argue that ethnicity relies on the
concept of kinship between members of the
ethnic group. Horowitz further supports this
argument and state that the kinship is the factor
that enables the ethnic groups to think in terms
of family resemblances. The second argument
of this school is that there is a demarcation
between who is a member of ethnic group
and who is not a member. Therefore, ethnicity
is static, fixed and cannot be altered. Thus, if
you are born a Japanese you will be forever a
Japanese — the membership of an ethnic group
cannot be changed.

The third argument is that ethnicity
is determined by common ancestry. Thus,
members of an ethnic group share similar
biological and cultural origins. This school is
called “primordialist” because it emphasises
on the primordial factors such as lineage and
cultural ties in determining ethnicity.’

Constructivist school. The origin of the
Constructivist school could be determined
since 1970s. The proponents of this school
argue that ethnicity is socially constructed
identity. In other words, ethnicity is created it
is contrast to the argument by the primordialist
that ethnicity is inherited. The next assumption
of this philosophy is that ethnic boundaries

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are flexible and changeable. Lastly ethnicity
is a dynamic entity which is determined and
constructed by the society. Any change in the
social environment of the society has an impact
on the ethnic communities existing in the
society. William Yancey explained ethnicity in
terms of an “emergent phenomenon” which is
created by the structural conditions. He further
argues that industrialization process in the
society has an impact on the development of
ethnic identity of the communities."

Instrumentalist school. The scholars in
this school view ethnicity as an instrument or
strategic tool for gaining resources. Anthony
Smith in his work traces the origin of the
instrumentalist view. According to him, this
school evolved during the 1960s and 1970s in
United States in the debate about (white) ethnic
persistence in what was supposed to have an
effective “melting pot”."

According to this theoretical framework
people are affiliated to their ethnic groups till
they are benefitted for being a member of the
group. In other words, “ethnicity and race” are
viewed as instrumental identities organized
as means to particular ends. Instrumentalists
claim that differences in ethnic groups are not
the only cause for conflict rather ethnic conflict
begins from difference in human relations
and from the believe that some ethnic groups
benefit from the disadvantage of the other.
These inequalities among various groups lead
to ethnic conflicts resulting in the instability
in the region. The pioneers of these school
Nathan Glazer and Daniel Moynihan state that
ethnicity is like class and nationality which are
ways for political mobilization for advancing
group interests.'?

Integrated approach. This approach is a
combination of all the three school. In this they
argue that ethnicity is socially constructed by
ancestry as well as by the society. Max Weber

defines ethnic groups as “human groups that
entertain a subjective belief in their common
descent because of similarities of physical type
or of customs or both because of memories of
colonization or migration — in such a way that
this belief is important for the continuation of
the non-kinship communal relationships”.” In
some countries people are given the freedom
to choose their ethnicity whereas in certain
countries they are not. People are considered to
be born into the ethic group according to the
rules set by the society.

Causes of ethnic conflict in North Caucasus

Ethnic conflicts are based on three
factors such as religion and language, ethnic
discrimination like political, social and
economic and the third factor is the conscience
people who write or speak their views on
ethnicity through books newspapers and or
any other form of social media. Ethnicity
implies both structural (material) and cultural
(subjective) features. Structural ethnicity refers
to the relative location of the ethnic group in
terms of its relation with the other social groups
in the stratification of the society. On the other
hand cultural, social and psychological sense of
ethnicity refers to a feeling of belongingness to
a particular group who share common cultural,
linguistic, religious and national features.'

Security Dilemma

In the words of Vesna Pesic ethnic conflict
is caused by the “fear of the future, lived through
the past.'> Barry P. Posen has for the first time
used security dilemma in international relations
with reference to ethnic conflict. Security
dilemma occurs in a state of anarchy. In anarchy
the states are dependent on the self-help system
for their security. Thus, the groups maintain and
expand their military capabilities. This could
threaten others who start arming themselves

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resulting in the arms race between the ethnic
groups. The dilemma follows from the inability
ofthe two sides to observe each other intentions.
If the party would know that they are arming
themselves only for defensive purposes and not
to attack the other group. As Posen sums up his
argument in the statement, “what one does to
enhance one’s security causes reaction that, in
the end, can make one less secure”.!® Lake and
Rothchild have argued that ethnic conflict is
caused by the collective fears for the future and
not because of inter-ethnic differences, hatred
for the other group or age-old rivalry. They
state that as groups begins to fear for safety,
strategic dilemmas arise that contain within
them the potential for tremendous violence. As
the security dilemma widens groups becomes
apprehensive the state weakens and the conflict
is more likely to occur.!” The fear of the future
arises among the groups when the state is
unable to arbitrate between groups or provide
guarantees of protection for the groups. Barry
Posen refers to this scenario as “emerging
anarchy” and in this situation physical security
becomes the foremost concern for the survival
of ethnic groups.'®

Territorial Demarcation

Since Soviet era there has been several
times readjustment of the territory’s borders.
For example, the division of the Union and
Autonomous Republics into separate units,
subdivisions of the Circassian people of the
North Caucasus in the 1920s and 1930s. There
were some cases in which different nationalities
were merged into a single territorial unit as
was evident in case of Kabardino-Balkaria
in 1922. Further in 1936 the autonomous
unit of Kabardino-Balkaria was promoted
from Autonomous Oblasts to Autonomous
Republics. On the other hand some of the
autonomous units were even dissolved. For

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example, in case of Checheno-Ingushetia
ASSR in 1944 after the deportation of the entire
ethnic group. The motive behind the alteration
of the administrative boundaries was a reward
for a particular national group in favour of the
loyalty by the group to the state."

On the contrary the intention of the
government was to weaken a coalition or
large ethnic group that either posed a threat to
Russia’s domination of Soviet politics or had
the objective of secession from USSR. For
example in case of Circassians their territories
were divided into new Soviet “nationalities” of
Adygei, Cherkess and Kabardins or in cases the
territory which belonged to other ethnic groups
were added to their individual national units
in order to dilute the population even further
and keep them in constant competition over
political and economic resources.

Historical Factor

Historical events in the region has an
important impact on the memories of the
ethnic groups. History not only tells about
the events in the past but it also leaves many
issues unanswered which are used as advantage
by the leaders to be interpreted by them. In
case of North Caucasus, the memories of the
deportation in the minds of the ethnic groups
had great significance in their lives. This
experience among the groups had evolved
a feeling of hatred for the Soviet authorities
and sense of deprivation in comparison with
other ethnic groups who were favoured by the
Russians. The stories of ethnic groups and the
miseries and brutalities experienced by them
were told from one generation to another. This
kept the flame of hatred keep blowing among
the people for being ostracized by the Russian
authorities from the territories. On the other
hand, the groups who were not deported or the
Russian communities had a sense of hatred for
the deported groups as they were told that these
groups had favoured the German to invade the
Russian territories. The deportations of the
specific ethnic groups were as a punishment to
them for being disloyal to the Soviet authorities.

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Thus, the elders of the communities told the
stories to their successors which was carried
forward by the coming generations. The gross
human rights violations by the Soviet authorities
during the deportation were also mentioned in
the history books.

Economic Factor

North Caucasus is Russia’s leading
agricultural region producing almost one quarter
of all its annual agricultural output. North
Caucasus Economic region along with Rostov
Oblast accounts for 50% of Russia’s vegetable
oil, 42% of Russia’s sugar 33% of Russia’s
wool, 25% of Russia’s grain, 20% of Russia’s
vegetables and 15% of Russia’s meat.?’ In spite
of its pre-eminence as a center of agricultural
output North Caucasus faces a severe economic
crisis since the collapse of the Soviet Union.
The main reason for the economic decline is the
deteriorating population density. Prior to 1991
North Caucasus had the largest rural population
in Russia with 43 percent of rural population
living in the rural areas. Chechnya, Ingushetia,
Dagestan and Karachaevo-Cherkessia had the
highest ratio of rural to urban population in
the region. During the Soviet period the high
birth rate and the population density was used
as a labour surplus in the North Caucasus. This
surplus was used by the local authorities to
avoid destabilizing levels of unemployment.
With the disintegration of the Soviet Union the
boundaries were permeable and encouraged
people to migrate for work. As a result, working
population migrated from the mountains to the
lowlands and the urban centres. According to
the 1989 Census one in four North Caucasians
lived beyond the borders of their National
Republics. With the dissolution of Soviet
Union and deterioration of command economy
left large number of unemployed in rural areas
consequently increasing pressure on land and
housing. Due to the asymmetrical population
profile and corresponding low level of industrial
development has led to the weakening of the
economy of the seven North Caucasus republics
making them largely dependent on the subsidies
from the Centre. The major industries in the

North Caucasus region are mainly dominated
by the mineral and raw material extraction and
the production of oil and gas.

In case of Chechnya, prior to the attempt
of secession from the Russian Federation
Chechnya accounted for 50% of the total oil
production in the region. It was also the centre
of oil refining in the North Caucasus with the
refinery in Grozny producing 90% of Russia’s
aviation engine oil. Prior to 1992 50-70%
of the budget revenues of the republics came
from direct federal subsidies and centralized
bank credits with Chechnya, Ingushetia and
Dagestan being the most heavily subsidized. By
1992 the industrial production in the region fell
in different regions of the North Caucasus for
example in North Ossetia it fell by 36 percent,
in Chechnya by 30 percent, by 28 percent in
Dagestan. By 1992, the industrial production in
the North Caucasus by 23 percent and further in
1993 by 21.6 percent. The factor which further
had a deteriorating impact on the economy was
the average salaries of the working population
in the North Caucasus declined to one third of
the average for Russia on the other hand the
prices of all commodities rose across the entire
federation. By 1993 the entire economy of the
region had collapsed and the impact on the
economy of the region was as such 97 percent
of the republican budget of Ingushetia came
from the Russian federal government subsidies.
These economic hardships in the region of the
North Caucasus has been an important factor
in enhancing the ethno-political conflict in the
region.

Political Factor

Elections can have enormous influence on
inter-group collaboration as well on the negative
side and evolve the circumstances for conflict. In
favourable circumstances an agreement on the
rules of the political game, broad participation
in the voting process and a promising economic
environment election can promote stability. On
the other hand, the multiparty systems and in
an undemocratic countries election leads to
violence in the state due to corruption and the
inefficiency of the State to control it. There
are cases when there are opportunities given
for coalition with other parties as a result this
coalition gives the minority parties to gain
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power in the future and a chance to advance
their individual and collective interests.
However, in a multi ethnic state the impact
of election can bring problems. In legislature
where minority groups are represented there is
a possibility that the minority groups would not
be involved in the decision-making process as
most of the resolutions would be passed by the
majority voting. One of the ways to ensure the
minimal representation of all ethnic groups in
the society is to imbibe certain electoral rules
which would ensure minimal representation of
all ethnic groups in the society. There should
be a proportional representation of all ethnic
groups in the legislature. In case of elections
in the Russian Duma in a chamber of 450
members half were represented on the basis
of single member constituencies and half
were represented on the basis of proportional
representation.

Religious Factor

The next reason was the religious
affiliation of the people in the region. Most
of the people professed Islam in the North
Caucasus region in contrast to the majority of
the Russians following Orthodox Christianity.
As Huntington terms it “clash of civilizations™?!
according to him in the post-cold war era
the main source of conflict would be cultural
and religious identities of the people. In case
of North Ossetia and Ingushetia one group is
a follower of Christianity and the other is an
ardent Muslim populated region. The objectives
of the ethnic groups also includes demands for
some religious favour from the authorities. In
case of Chechnya the Wahhabi Islamic leaders
from Saudi Arabia supported the demands of
the Chechens for an independent state and later
the demand was to establish an Islamic state in
the region.

Feeling of Victimization

The Russians have hostile attitude towards
the people from North Caucasus. This was
evidence for example from 1992 to 1994 the
authorities in the Moscow city had attacked
the vendors and traders in the region from

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North Caucasus on the pretext that they were
responsible for the increasing crime since the
collapse of USSR and thus expelled them from
the Moscow city. The Moscow government
uses the term “people of the Caucasian a
nationality” in the official usage in order to refer
to a person having his origin from Caucasus.
Even though Caucasians are a group of people
in the Caucasus region and not a single ethnic
group. In Moscow the people from Caucasus
were called by the name as “blacks”. These
prejudices of the Russians towards the people
from Caucasus have furthered a sense of
deprivation and humiliation among the people
who restore to violence against the Russian
authorities.”? On the other hand there has been
an equal hostile attitude against Moscow by
the North Caucasian groups. The reason is the
result of the historical legacy of struggle against
incorporation into the Russian Empire in the
19th century and repression by the Bolsheviks
and Soviet governments in the 20th century.

Foreign Influence

When an outside country tries to support an
ethnic group in their claims and promote anti-
Russian sentiments. Example of it was when
Chechens were supported by the Wahabhis in
the Arab countries.

Migration of the Population

The other aspect to be kept in mind is the
migration from the region “hot spots” due to
conflicts in Chechnya, Dagestan and the region
of Ingush- Ossetia conflict. The migration flow
affects the economic and demographic situation
in North Caucasus. The North Caucasus is
characterised with high birth rate and a large
younger population had a negative impact
on the economy of the region as the working
educated and professionally trained population
of the region either migrated to other places
for employment. At the same time the young
people who stayed back in the region were
influenced by the radical forms of Islam and
joined the extremist’s groups.

The intensive migration processes have

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restructured ethnic composition of the population
as well as the economic pattern of the region.
The inflow of immigrants from Dagestan in the
steppe regions of Stavropol krai contributed to
the spread of distant pasture cattle raising there,
putting competitive pressure on other forms of
farming and leading to the exhaustion of grazing
areas and hayfields. Most of the ethnic conflicts
in the region are due to the changing population
dividend in the region putting pressure on the
economic structure of the region.

Ethnic conflict in the North Caucasus region

Ingushetian and Ossetain conflict

The conflict between Ingushetia and
Ossetian arose in 1992 in the district of
Prigorodniy. Ingushetians are the indigenous
Caucasian people who lived in the mountains but
due to Russian coercion they had to shift from
the mountains to the valleys and towns. Whereas
the Ossetians were called as the ‘foothillers’ as
they lived at lower altitudes in the plains or the
hills. The other factor in the relation between the
two groups is that the Ingush are the indigenous
people of the Caucasus on the other hand the
Ossetians are the ‘immigrants’ who had settled
in the Caucasus in the sixth century AD.? They
have a difference in language the Ossetians are
more closely related to Persian and the Ingush
are more familiar with the Caucasian language
closely related to the Chechens. The difference
in languages between the two communities
resulted in lack of communication between
the two groups even though they both used
Kumyk a Turkic language. The difficulty in
communication was one of the factors which
further increased the tensions between the two
groups. The other point of difference is on the
basis of religion. The Ingush are the people who
are mainly Sunni Muslims who have a strong
Sufi influence particularly the Qadri tariqat.
Most of the Ossetains are traditional Orthodox
Christians and in the northern part of the region a
minority of the Muslims also exist in Ossetia.

Thus throughout history the relations
between the Ossetians and the Ingushs were

neither brotherly nor as foes. It was the foreign
involvement in the region that deteriorated the
relations between the two groups. With the
advancement of Russia in the region of North
Caucasus the Ossetian supported the Russians
and they became one the important allies of the
Russians in the region.

During the Soviet era the Ossetians and
the Ingush were part of the Gorskaya Republic.
In 1924 this Republic was dissolved and
the Ingush were allocated their autonomous
oblast. At present this autonomous oblast
has been a disputed territory. The distinction
between the territorial claim of North Ossetia
and Ingushetia has been very uncertain, the
reason being that the border passed through
Vladikavkaz it is a densely populated areas
and is the present capital of North Ossetia but
has a majority of Ingush living in the region.

The root cause of the problem began during
the Second World War. In June 1946, the Chechen
Ingush ASSR was abolished and distributed among
its neighbours and the Ingush were deported to
Central Asia and Siberia. During this period the
important Prigorodniy Rayon of Vladikavkaz
was handed over to North Ossetia. This region
was significant for the Ingush as it comprised of
half of the Ingushetia’s territory.?* In January 1957
when the Chechen- Ingush ASSR was restored,
the Prigorodniy Rayon remained within North
Ossetia. When the Ingush were allowed to return
during Khruschev’s era they found Ossetians
settled in their homeland. When the Ingush tried
to restore their homes they were resented by
the local Ossetians who were supported by the
North Ossetian authorities. The North Ossetian
authorities initiated every possible way to prevent
the Ingush from returning to their residences. In the
later years legal instruments were implemented to
make it impossible for the Ingush to resettle in the
region. Some of the measures were in the period
between 1982 and 1990 decrees were issued to
limit the movement of people by implementing
compulsory “propiski(internal passports)” in the
district of Prigorodniy.® Yet these decrees could

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not stop the Ingush from settling in their lands.
They used both legal as well as illegal ways
to occupy their land and by 1989 there were
almost 33.000 Ingush were living in the North
Ossetian ASSR out of which almost 17.500 had
settled in Prigorodniy region. By this time the
relations between the Ingush and the Ossetians
had strained and sporadic violence on the basis
of ethnic grounds had begun between the two
communities.

According to the Human Rights Watch
there was an arms race between the Ingush
and Ossetians.?® The Ingush bought arms from
Chechnya and on the North Ossetia side they cited
the war in the South Ossetia as a need for them to
arm themselves. Even the Russian authorities also
supplied arms to the North Ossetian. Thus it could
be argued that the North Ossetia was in a better
position than the Ingush as they had the support of
the Republican administration. Tensions between
the two communities had increased since the 1991
with the Ossetians blaming the Ingush for the
violence and extremism on the other hand Ingush
alleged that the paramilitary forces of Ossetia
harassed and killed Ingushetians. The increasing
power of the Ossetian paramilitary forces was
responded by the Ingush in the Prigorodniy region
constructed fences, armed themselves and even
organized guards in the villages.

In October 1992 war occurred between
the two communities. One of the reason was on
October 20 a pipeline which transported gas from
Russia to Armenia and Georgia passing from
Prigorodniy was destroyed. On the same day in
the settlement of Oktyabrskoye, a 12-year-old
Ingush girl was trampled by a loaded personnel
transporter from the North Ossetia.”’ The Ossetian
justified the incident as a mere accident but when
two more Ingush were killed the next day the
Ingush had become suspicious. Thus, leading to
conflict between the two communities in Yuzhniy
leading to the death of six men.?

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Chechnya

The cause of ethnic conflict can be traced
back to the Stalin period when the entire ethnic
group of Chechens were deported to Central
Asia. The event is remembered as genocide in the
minds of the Chechens which cannot be erased till
date in the successors of the victimized Chechens.
The Chechens also faced the problem of territorial
demarcation and their land was occupied by
other ethnic groups when they returned in 1957
after the Khruschev’s reforms. Gorbachev’s
glasnost and perestroika gave an opportunity
to the Chechens to demand independence from
the Russian federation. In 1994 the demand for
independence by the Chechens took a violent turn
and in 1994 they fought a violent war with the
Russian authorities. The violence again erupted in
1999 but now the course of the war had changed.
The territories of Chechnya were invaded by the
foreign Islamist Wahhabi leaders. The earlier
demands of the secessionists were now converted
to the demand for the establishment of an Islamic
state in the territory. The invasion of Islamic
extremists in the region posed a security threat to
the entire Russian Federation. The unemployed
youth joined these extremist forces and carried
out violence in the region. These terrorist
activities were not confined to Chechnya it even
spread to its neighbouring territories of Dagestan
and Ingushetia. The ethnic conflict which began
with aim of cession from Russia had now turned
bloody resulting in the death of thousands.
Suicide bombing, kidnapping, hijacking are
forms of terrorist activities were involved in order
to threaten the civilians. The Beslan tragedy was
a one of the violent activities carried out by the
extremists.

The Russian authorities used force to
deal with the issue. On the Russian part they
initiated “mob up” operations in the region.
A mob up operation is that the authorities could
arrest randomly anyone on the suspicion that he
had links with the extremists.

North Western Caucasus

The region of west central part of the
North Caucasus is inhabited by two different
ethnic groups. The first group belongs to the
indigenous Circassian people composed of the
Adyge, the Kabardins and the Cherkess. The
linguists divide the Circassian language into
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two parts one which is spoken in the western
part and the other which is spoken in the eastern
part of the region. The western vernacular is
spoken by the Adyghe and Cherkess whereas the
eastern vernacular is spoken by the Kabardins.

The second group of people are the
Karachais and the Balkars who live in the high
valley of the central North Caucasus. They
speak a dialect which is similar to Western
family of the Turkic languages. The number of
Karachais are double the number of Balkars.”

Of all the Muslim Caucasian mountain
people, the Kabardins were the ones who were
the most pro-Russian and their feudal elite
was co-opted to a great extent by the Russians
during their conquest of the Caucasus.*® On
the other hand the Circassian are more anti-
Russian in their attitude. Religion plays an
important role in the lives of Karachai-Balkars
in comparison to the Circassian. The reason
behind the importance of Islam is the events in
Second World War when the entire ethnic group
of the Karachai-Balkars were exiled to Siberia
and Central Asia.”!

Since 1920s the region of North Western
Caucasus has been divided into two independent
units the Karachai-Cherkess and the Kabardino-
Balkar republics. The Circassians live to the
north and the Karachai-Balkars live towards
southern portion. Both these ethnic groups lived
peacefully in their units the problem arose by
the policies of Stalin. Stalin initiated the policy
of divide and rule with an aim to create two
ethnically heterogeneous units. The northern
boundaries of these units were drawn further
north extending its boundaries to the Slavic
populated regions mostly the Cossacks. The
Cossacks have age old enmity with the Muslims.
The relations between the Karachai-Balkars and
the Circassian people have unstable relations

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due to the fact that the Karachai-Balkars were
the vassals of the Kabardin nobility from the
fifteenth century. The Kabardins consider
themselves superior due to their nobility on the
other hand they consider Balkars as inferior
and primitive.”> The Balkars area was not
advanced due to the lack of education amongst
them caused by the deportation during Stalin
era. In this region also the Russia government
used its policy of instilling a ally in the region.
The role of ally was played by the Cossacks.
In 1993 the Cossack units were made part of
the Russian armed forces. The same year the
tensions between Cossacks and Karachai-
Cherkessia arose as the Cossacks were accused
putting pig carcasses in the mosques. The
Russian government had given the Cossacks
the authority to patrol the streets at night.’

The Karachais led a national movement
called Jamagat with an aim for the division of
their autonomous oblast in 1988. The Centre
responded to the demand by raising the status of
the region to an ASSR however the Karachais
had a demand for a full territorial rehabilitation
which they enjoyed from 1926 to 1943 .3

Demand of Lezgin for unification

The Lezgin are the successor of the
Dagestani people. They lived in the Southern
portion of Dagestan and some of them even
lived in the Northern part of Azerbaijan in the
region through which the Samar River flows.*
According to the density of the population they
are the fourth largest group after the ethnic
groups of Avars, Dargins and Kumyks. There
were no territorial problems till the First World
War, however during the national delimitations
of the early Soviet era there was still peace in the
region even though Samur river was taken as a

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border between the RSFSR and the Azeri SSR.
There was still no problem as this boundary was
not considered as an international boundary.
The main agitation of the Lezgin started in
1991 as their territory was divided between
two sovereign states of Russia and Azerbaijan.
This was the result of the disintegration of the
Soviet Union resulting in the independence
of Azerbaijan. Earlier to the independence of
Azerbaijan the border between the RSFSR and
Azeri SSR had created no obstruction to the
Lezgins.

It was in 1965 when the Lezgin demanded a
territorial entity under the national organization
headed by Dagestani writer, Iskander Kaziev.
This organization protested against the
assimilation policies towards the Lezgins and
demanded for a unified territorial unit which
would comprise of the territories of Dagestan
and Azerbaijan. The main aim for the demand
of the unified Lezgin entity was to enable the
Lezgin freely practice their culture and traditions
and would prevent assimilation. The Lezgins
have denounced the policies of the Azerbaijan
government in particular. The official figures
of the Lezgins in the Azerbaijani documents
account to around 180,000 on the other hand
in reality some accounts show the number as
much as 700, 000 Lezgins in Azerbaijan.*

If we focus on the condition of the Lezgins
in Azerbaijan in comparison to their position in
Dagestan the Lezgins in Azerbaijan are in a
better position with a better quality of education
than those in Dagestan. The Lezgins have also
integrated well in the society of the Azerbaijani
leading to inter marriage of Lezgin and
Azeris.’” The Lezgins in Azerbaijan consider
their existence of ethnic kin in Dagestan as of
much importance. The Lezgins have been able
to preserve their language and ethnic identity
through the contacts with Dagestan on the other
hand the Talysh, Tats and Kurds in Azerbaijan
has lost relevance and subsumed their identity
with the Azeris.®® During the later phase of

the Gorbachev era Lezgins began to organize
themselves politically and in July 1990 the
Lezgin Democratic Union was formed in Union
Sadval was formed in Southern Dagestan The
demands of the Lezgin were not responded
by the Russian government as a result they
turned towards radical measures. However
after the disintegration of the Soviet Union
in December 1991 the All Nation Congress
of the Lezgin people declared the creation
of an independent state of Lezgistan which
had incorporated territories of both Dagestan
as well as Azerbaijan. By 1992 the relations
between Russia and Azerbaijan deteriorated as
a result Russia imposed stricter border controls
on the Azeri border to an extent that the
Lezgins crossing borders would have to apply
for visas either way they were travelling. The
main objective behind initiating visa was to
put obstacles to contacts between the Lezgins
living across the borders.

The Lezgins demonstrated on both the
sides of the border with the help of Sadval. In
response to these unrests there were meetings
between the Azerbaijani, Russian and Dagestani
governments. The government of Azerbaijan
were threatened by the uprising of the Lezgins
as it was facing a war period in the Karabakh it
was not ready to fight another ethnic conflict on
its territory. On the other hand Russia was also
weary of the unrest on its southern border. The
justification for the border control as given by
the Russian government was that such a step
was taken to prevent smuggling. Furthermore,
the Azeris considered the Russian hand behind
the demonstration by the Sadval with an
intention to further destabilize Azerbaijan in
order to force the country to accept the Russian
military bases and border troops as had been
done in case of Georgia.

In order to resolve the issue in October
1992 at as Sadval Congress in Makhachkala
the Lezgins in Dagestan as well as the Lezgin
in Azerbaijan had gathered to find a solution
to movement policy. There were differences
between the two the Lezgins in Azerbaijan
was more radical than their Dagestani kin.
They were ready to use arms if the Azerbaijani
government did not accept their demands. On
the other hand the Dagestani Lezgins were less
militant and were more fearful of the ethnic

conflict due to the fact that Dagestan comprised
of multi ethnic groups and conflict in one would
influence the other ethnic groups. For example
a city called Derbent in the Southern Dagestan
populated by Azeris, Lezgins, Tabasarans
and Tats. In May 1994 the murder of several
Lezgins in the region brought ethnic tension to
the point of civil war.

There were explosions in Baku in March
1994 resulting in the death of twelve people and
over 50 were injured. From the investigation
it was found that Sadval were involved in the
terrorist activities. Further it was found that
there were connections between Armenian
security services and Sadval. The Armenians
aimed to stir ethnic conflict in Azerbaijan.
Two years later two Sadval activists were
sentenced death punishment and eleven of
them were sentenced to prisonment for this
act. In July Ramazanov who had become the
leader of the Lezgin in Azerbaijan was arrested
on the accusation that he had been organizing
training camps for terrorist in Dagestan. On
the other hand, in reaction to the detention of
Ramazanov around 300 Lezgins captured four
Azeri police officers on the Dagestani border
with a demand for the release of Ramazanov.
The Azeris responded to this action and on 14th
July Ramazanov was released. The acceptance
of demand of the Lezgins by the Azeris proved
that Azerbaijan would avoid ethnic conflict at
every cost.®

Conflict of Kabardins and Balkars over land

The Parliament of Kabardino-Balkaria on
June 28, 2011 passed a law on distant pastures.
According to the law the large pastures land in
the Balkar regions could not be privatised and
can only be rented. The law was considered by
the Balkar as a violation of their right to land
and economic self-sufficiency and a number
of federal laws. One of the laws which they
cited as violated was the “Law on General
Principles of Local self-Government in the
Russian Federation”. This law gave the Balkars
the right over lands adjacent to their settlement
in mountain areas. There is not even a single
enterprise in the territory of Balkaria. The main
subsistence of the Balkars is from their gardens

or cattle breeding. Thus, this new law on
pretext of distant pastures would deprive them
of 80 percent of their territories.** Earlier also
there were laws passed in order to curb the land
which belonged to the Balkars. In 2005, new
republican legislation certified that a significant
part of the Balkar property to “inter- settlement
lands” which would have put it under republican
jurisdiction. The law was to transfer two large
Balkar rural settlement populated by 15,000
people would be transferred to the capital city
of Nalchik. The Balkars challenged both these
decisions in the Constitutional Court in 2007.
These claims of Balkars are criticized
by the Kabardins they argue that the Balkars
claim of high altitude pasturages as 60 percent
of the Balkars live in plains. The remaining
40 percent if gets the pasturages they would
have access to half the territory where most
of the natural resources are concentrated. The
Kabardins argues that the real objective of the
Balkars to gain as much as mountain property
as possible with an aim of establishing their
own ethnic territory and secede from the KBR
as they attempted to do in November 1991. On
the other hand the Kabardins want to keep the
land public so that they can continue to use it
independently of the Balkar municipalities.
These differences have failed to reach
an agreement between the Balkars and the
Kabardins. Any concession by the government
to one community has an immediate protest on
the other side. As aresult the 2007 Constitutional
Court decision was not implemented instead
a conciliatory commission was set up which
failed to reach an agreement. Since 2008 the
interethnic relations has deteriorated between
the two communities. Leading activists of both
the groups were targeted resulting in violence
in the region. Some of the evidences are in 2011
a Kabardin activist and leader of the group
named Ibrahim Yaganov was twice attacked
and beaten ruthlessly. On the Balkar side also
several Balkar leaders had to face violence.
Some of the incidents were twice a journalist
Ruslan Buduyev was attacked; Balkar leaders
Baydayev and Rakhayev cars were burned; a
member of the Council of Elders of the Balkar

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people named Tamara Gereyeva was illegally
arrested and her arm was also broken. Even the
office of the Council of Elders was burned and
the organization was closed in May 2010 by
the orders of the Supreme Court of Kabardino-
Balkaria.

Clashes in Stavropol Krai

This is the only region in the North
Caucasus Federal District with a majority of
the ethnic Russians. The Russians were asked
to settle in the North Caucasus to replace the
deported people during the 1940-1950s. But
now there is an outflow of the Russians from
the region due to security reason and socio-
economic concerns. Tensions occur mainly inthe
region’s eastern districts where local authorities
try to contain the migration from neighbouring
republics and in the urban centres of Mineralnye
Vody and Stavropol. Those towns have the
largest concentration of students from other
North Caucasian republics while businessmen
from the neighbouring republics purchase real
estate and invest in local enterprise. Since 2007
to 2008 there has been continuous violence
among interethnic groups mainly involving the
youth. Many of these conflicts in the east are
between local Nogays and Dargins, they had
replaced the Russians in the region.

Recommendations to avoid ethnic conflict

The law should define “hate speech” and
should hold accountable the people who use hate
speech. Thus the media person educationist, activist
or those involve in activist groups should refrain
from the use of any such words which would
invoke to the use of violence by the people.

There should be a propagation of political
pluralism, ethnic and religious tolerance among
the people. Different ways should be initiated
in order to encourage people in the active
participation of citizen in public affairs.

In order to combat the impact of role of
Islamic leaders in the ethnic conflict a preventive
approach should be followed rather than a
punitive approach. Efforts should be made to
address the causes of extremism rather than the
consequences of extremism. There should be
an analysis of the ways in which the Islamic
extremists try to mobilise and recruit people in
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their activities and the causes underlying the
problems needs to be addressed.

The federal authorities should work more
efficiently in the region. There should be a
regular inspection of the civilian officials,
politicians and experts who should spend
time in the republics to assess needs engage in
dialogue and explain policies. There should be
a regular evaluation of federal programmes by
assessing their relevance, effectiveness, impact,
sustainability of the policies among the people.

The government should ensure that
common cultural space is observed in all North
Caucasus Republics. The religious people
should be allowed be follow their religion on
the other hand secular people should be given
the freedom to ensure a secular life without any
pressure from religious authorities.

In the post conflict regions, the government
should take initiatives to maintain peace and
stability. As in case of Prigorodny district
there should be a joint collaboration between
North Ossetian and Ingush scholars to look into
the problems of internally displaced people,
effective ways in implementing decisions and
agreement taken on the issue.

Initiate ways to contribute to the positive
development of students such as development
of sports, organize debating clubs, essay
competitions or cultural activities. The
state should make efforts to provide formal
employment or involve them in professional
development after their secondary education so
that they do not get attracted to the extremists.
Further the representatives of the state should
initiate ways to listen and try to solve the
problems of the youth.

The authorities should keep a record
of social media, internet or mobile phone
technology which is mostly used by the youth.
Ideological extremism is spread through these
social media.

The institutions of governance should
be accountable to the people. Effective public
enquiry mechanisms should be implemented
effective and transparent implementation of
policies. Corruption should be minimized
effective punishments for officials involved in
it. In order to reduce corruption independent
media, NGOS should be given the freedom to
conduct surveys to monitor system operated
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by Ministry of Regional Development.
Performance ratings should be implemented
to analyse the working of the Republics in
comparison to others.

Investigation of all breach of law such
as abduction, torture and implement justice as
early as possible. The human rights activists
should be allowed to monitor police and other
law enforcement officials’ activities and also
the detention operations by the officials*'.

Conclusion

Thus, North Caucasus remains an
important region in the southern portion
of Russian Federation. Stability in North
Caucasus is crucial for the framing of the
policies of Russia as stability or instability in
this region affects the entire region. Russia’s
communications with the Transcaucasus
and its objective to influence the three
independent republics of the region depend
on the stability in North Caucasus. Thus
ethnic conflicts pose a security challenge
and question the survival of Russia in its
present territorial structure.
